The first award of the evening, before the eight competitive awards were revealed, was the Legacy Award, given to 

an organization with a lasting impact of promoting a culture of innovation.  The University of California, Berkeley 

was presented the Legacy Award for their decades of globally recognized research, outstanding number of Nobel 

winners, and the development of creative student and graduate entrepreneurs starting innovative companies.
