	After 72 hours of non-delivery of requested modular(s), Contractor will be assessed a fee every 24 hours for non-compliance.
	$2,500 per modular 

	Contractor fails to provide fully operable equipment.
	$1,000 per modular

	Contractor fails to remove mobile modular(s) from purchase order destination with 72 hours. 
	$1,000 per modular

	After 72 hours of non-recover of modular(s), Contractor will be assessed a fee every 24 hours for non-compliance.
	$1,000 per modular

	Contractor fails to provide Walk-Through Checklist to the County contact.
	$250 per modular
