Page 14 – 16 of the RFQ, Section K (BID PROTEST/APPEALS PROCESS), Item 1 - 3, is modified as follows: 

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement Department, ATTN: Purchasing Manager Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 9th 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9626 9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.
 2.
Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date.

The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's Procurement’s decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's Procurement’s decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.
c.
The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Procurement. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy Procurement or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
