Page 4 of the RFP, Section I. A. INTENT has been changed as follows:

A. INTENT
The County intends to award a 3-year 1-year contract (with option to renew) to the bidder(s) selected as the most responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements. The objective of the evaluation process is to establish a contract for truck body and equipment installation and fabrication services.

Page 22 of the RFP, Section I. K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL has been changed as follows:

7. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be 3 years 1 year.

8. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for an additional two four years at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same.
