Responses to Written Questions

Q1) We are quite concerned about the Deliverables/Reports requirement on page 13 of the RFP.  Can you please confirm that this truly what the county requires for this project? 
A1) Yes; the RFP overstated this requirement. The revised requirements follow:
E. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

Additional submittal/deliverables required of the Consultant:
1.
The consultant will submit seven (7) copies of an Administrative Draft of the Alameda County Parking Demand and Management Strategy Study for review and approval by the staff of the Planning Department. The consultant will revise the document to the satisfaction of County staff before the draft document is produced and circulated to the public. The consultant shall also submit one (1) copy of the document electronically, editable format.

2.
The consultant will publish fifty (50) copies fifteen (15) copies of the Draft Alameda County Parking Demand and Management Strategy Study for circulation and  distribution to the public, business owners, and other interested and affected parties. The Draft Study will also be posted to the project website for public comment. The consultant shall also submit one (1) copy of the document electronically, editable format.

3.
The consultant will publish fifty (50) copies twenty (20) copies of the Revised Draft Study for circulation and distribution to the public, business owners, and other interested and affected parties. The Revised Draft Study will also be posted to the project website for public comment. The consultant shall also submit one (1) copy of the document electronically, editable format. 
4.
Upon adoption by the Board of Supervisors, the consultant will publish one hundred (100) copies thirty (30) copies of the Final Study to be distributed to or made available to the public, business owners, and affected parties.
Q2) Has the County completed any parking studies in the past?
The Alameda County Public Works Agency (PWA) completed a parking demand study on East Lewelling Blvd., in late 2018. The following seven (7) segments were included in the study: 
1. Daryl Ave to Bar Ave

2. Bar Ave to Alisal Ct

3. Alisal Ct to Railroad

4. Railroad to Ragland St

5. Ragland St to Morill St

6. Morill St to Freeway Ramp

7. Freeway Ramp to Langton Wy

Q3) Will all streets be counted in addition to the main corridors? Data collection is a big part of a budget. 
A3) Those streets within a ¼ mile of the main corridors will be most relevant to parking counts.
Q4) I was not able to make the networking/bidders conference last Thursday but wanted to ask if it’s possible to forward a scanned copy of the sign-in sheet? We’re looking for ways to incorporate a SLEB-certified firm to the team and the sign-in sheet is a good way to start.

Can you also confirm that there is not a specific percentage goal for the amount of the       project budget that should be allocated to a SLEB-certified firm? In other words, if we were to include a SLEB-certified firm on our team, would we qualify for the extra 10 points that go towards the overall proposal score regardless of the proportion of the project budget that is allocated to the SLEB-certified firm? 
A5)
The SLEB Program applies to all County purchases of goods and services except when prohibited by law. 
•
County purchases up to $25,000 are directed to small local emerging businesses.

•
County purchases over $25,000 from non-SLEBs require a minimum 20% SLEB participation.
•
SLEB prime contractors for procurements over $25,000 are eligible for a 5% bid preference.
•
SLEB prime contractors for sealed bid procurements are eligible for an additional 5% bid preference (for a total of 10%).
•
Bid preferences are applied to price when award is based on lowest cost or to evaluation criteria points when award is based on qualifications.
