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Page 8 of the RFP, Section E. (SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS), Item 1.c. has been modified as follows:
The Amador Parking Facility (APF) is a four story parking structure located at 24360 Amador Street in Hayward.  It operates Monday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 6:00 p.m., excluding holidays.  APF has a capacity of 600 spaces inside the facility, with an additional 546 spaces located outside in an open-air lot.  APF has two parking attendant booths at opposite ends of the parking lot.  APF accommodates both monthly pass holders and daily parkers.  For monthly pass holders, APF parking is controlled by a proximity card system.  Daily users are required to pull a parking ticket from a dispensing machine to activate an entry gate.  Upon departure, they are required to pay the parking attendant (Contractor).  Contractor shall insert each parking ticket in a register which automatically calculates time and cost.  Contractor shall accept payment and make proper changes, if necessary.  This facility has three Pay on Foot machines.  At the end of each shift, Contractor shall be required to close out the parking lot register.  Contractor shall be responsible for locking down the garage at 7:00 p.m. each business day.
