
PARKING LOT LICENSE AGREEMENTPRIVATE 

THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ___ day of     ____    , 2021, by and between the County of Alameda, a political subdivision of the State of California, herein referred to as the "COUNTY", and (Licensee Name Here), herein referred to as “LICENSEE”.

W I T N E S S E T H

That COUNTY, for and in consideration of the license fee, mutual covenants and conditions herein set forth, does hereby permit LICENSEE the non‑exclusive use of those premises situated in the County of Alameda, State of California, and more particularly described as follows:



PREMISES:  1406 -1424 Franklin Street, (Parking Lot) Oakland, CA, APR # 8-624-2
1. USE.  Said premises totaling (51 Parking Stalls), as designated on attached EXHIBIT “A”, shall be used for the sole purpose of parking automobiles by LICENSEE and its customers.
2. TERM & RENT.  This license shall be for five years tenancy commencing on ___________, 2021. Licensee shall have two options to extend the term of this agreement by five years each by providing County written notice of exercise of option not less than ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the then-term. 
LICENSEE shall pay COUNTY a License Fee in the amount of __________per month for the premises which shall include, but not be limited to evening, daily, hourly, weekends and event parking and shall be pro-rated for occupancy for periods less than one month by thirty (30) days. The COUNTY retains the right to take back specific stalls on an as-needed basis at any time during the term of this License or extension thereof with thirty (30) days notice to LICENSEE. If and when applied, LICENSEE’s monthly Rent shall be reduced proportionately to offset the reduced number of stalls available to LICENSEE. 

Rent shall be made payable to: Treasurer of Alameda County, c\o Real Property Manager, 1401 Lakeside Drive, 6th Floor, Oakland CA 94612.  Monthly Rent is due and payable, in advance, on the first of each month. Rent shall be considered late if not received by the 15th of the month, at which time a ten percent (10%) per month penalty will be imposed.  Payment shall be made without further demand and no invoices will be generated for monthly rent payments. 
2. RECORDS. LICENSEE shall provide COUNTY with monthly records of proof of all transactions for each month during the term of this License by the 21st day of the following month, and an annual reconciliation shall be conducted by both parties based on the LICENSEE’s tax filing for State and Federal Sales Tax for the Premises. Copies of LICENSEE’s tax filing for the Premises shall be provided to COUNTY within thirty (30) days following the end of each tax quarter and an annual statement by January 31st of the following year.
Failure to provide County with copies of the aforementioned tax records will be considered late if not received by the County by the 21st day of the following month due as required by Paragraph 3, at which time a ten percent (10%) per month penalty will be imposed.
 5.
TERMINATION.  Either party may terminate this license at any time, for cause or without cause by giving written notice to the other party at least thirty (30) days prior to the date when such termination shall become effective.

 6.
INTERFERENCE WITH COUNTY OPERATIONS.  Should the activities of LICENSEE's business detrimentally affect COUNTY operations the COUNTY may make such adjustments as necessary to remedy such interference at LICENSEE's expense or, at LICENSEE's option, LICENSEE may remove all of its equipment under COUNTY's direction and terminate this License.

IMPROVEMENTS.  LICENSEE shall re-number all stalls to eliminate the existing marked spaces. The new numbering system is to be approved by COUNTY before numbering begins. LICENSEE shall make no improvements to the premises without the prior written approval of the COUNTY. All such improvements shall become the property of the County of Alameda and shall be made at the sole expense of LICENSEE.

CONDITION OF PREMISE UPON TERMINATION.  Upon termination of this license, LICENSEE, at its sole cost and expense, shall remove all its equipment, signage and material from premises and, to the extent requested by COUNTY, restore the premises to the condition in which it existed immediately prior to the date of commencement of this license agreement and to the satisfaction of the COUNTY representative.

SECURITY/ACCESS.  In order to maintain the security necessary for said premises, only those employees authorized by LICENSEE shall be granted access to the premises.  LICENSEE shall cooperate with all COUNTY representatives so designated by the General Services Agency in maintaining security.  While the representative may change in the future, as of the day of this signing the General Services Agency representative is the Leased Property Manager, telephone number (510)-208-9547, currently Yvette Greenwood.

 10.
ASSIGNMENT.  Neither this license nor any rights hereunder shall be transferred or assigned by the LICENSEE nor shall the LICENSEE rent to any person or persons, other than monthly, daily or hourly users, or permit the use of any portion of the subject site by others without the written consent of COUNTY having first been obtained. 

11.
ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF TITLE.  It is understood and agreed that LICENSEE, by the acceptance of this license and by the use or occupancy of said premises, has not acquired and will not acquire hereafter any rights or interest in or to said premises and that LICENSEE may use subject site only as herein provided, and neither does LICENSEE have, nor will it obtain, any right or claim to the continued use of said premises beyond that specifically given in this license.

COUNTY RULES/REGULATIONS.  LICENSEE agrees to abide by any and all rules and regulations as established from time to time by the COUNTY.  COUNTY reserves the right to oversee and amend said rules.

13.
ACCEPTANCE AND REPAIRS.  LICENSEE shall be responsible for any and all repairs or maintenance to the premises caused by the negligent, careless, or willful acts of LICENSEE, its employees, servants or visitors.  By entry onto the premises, LICENSEE shall be deemed to have acknowledged that the premises are in good order and repair and suitable for the use anticipated.

14.
UTILITIES.  LICENSEE to provide any and all utilities required and shall be responsible for any and all costs incurred.

15.
LICENSEE RESPONSIBILITIES.  LICENSEE shall maintain these responsibilities which may be modified from time to time by mutual written agreement of the parties.

16.
SUB-LICENSE.  LICENSEE shall not sublicense this parcel without consent of Alameda COUNTY.

17.
HOLD HARMLESS; INDEMNIFY.  LICENSEE agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the County of Alameda, its officers, employees, agents and servants for any and all liability caused by the grossly negligent or wrongful act of the LICENSEE arising out of the performance of this license, and to pay all claims, damages, judgments, legal costs, adjuster fees and attorney fees related thereof.  LICENSEE agrees to hold COUNTY harmless for asbestos-related hazards, and agrees to not trespass onto areas where asbestos is known to exist. COUNTY agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless LICENSEE, its officers, employees, agents and servants for any and all liability caused by the grossly negligent or wrongful act of the COUNTY arising out of the performance of this license, and to pay all claims, damages, judgments, legal costs, adjuster fees and attorney fees related thereof.

18.
INSURANCE. LICENSEE shall at all times during the term of this Agreement maintain in force those insurance policies as designated in EXHIBIT "B" and shall comply with all the requirements as stated therein. COUNTY may, at COUNTY's sole option, terminate the Agreement without prior notice should LICENSEE fail to comply herewith. LICENSEE will provide GSA-Real Property Management with an annual Certificate of Insurance for at least One Million Dollars in liability coverage naming the “County of Alameda” as additional insured, as per the requirements set forth in EXHIBIT “B” attached hereto.

19.
INSPECTION.  The COUNTY shall have the right at all times to enter upon said premises to inspect the same and determine if said use is to the satisfaction of COUNTY.

NOTICES.  Any demand or notice which either party shall be required or may desire to make upon, or give to the other, shall be in writing and shall be delivered personally upon the other or be sent by prepaid certified mail addressed to the respective parties as follows:
