FIRE STATION CLEANING PRODUCTS AND SERVICES
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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe fire station cleaning products and services being requested by the Alameda County Fire Department (ACFD).

The County intends to award a three-year contract (with option to renew for two years to the Bidder selected as the lowest responsible Bidder whose response meets the County’s requirements.
It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to procure the most environmentally preferable products with equivalent or higher performance and at equal or lower cost than traditional products.  Specific requirements from the County’s Sustainability Program that are related to this Bid are included in the appropriate Bid sections.

B. SCOPE/BACKGROUND
ACFD has four battalions and 26 fire stations, one administrative office, one fleet shop and one training tower.  Contractor will need to comply with all service provisions and be able to supply equal or better on supplies to all listed locations.  
ACFD will establish a contract for the purchase of environmentally preferable cleaning products wherever feasible.  ACFD seeks to purchase cleaning products that represent a lesser impact to public health and the environment than competing products and which address specific environmental and health concerns.
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing environmentally preferable fire station cleaning products for at least three years.
2. Bidder must provide Environmental Certification for all products requiring certification of Green Seal, UL Environment’s EcoLogo program, or Safer Choice Standard.  Environmental Certifications must all be submitted at the time of the bid.
3. Bidders must provide Safety Data Sheets (SDSs) for all products bid for both concentrate, if provided in concentrated form, and ready-to-use product.  SDS must be at least 1 point or lower. SDSs must be submitted at the time of the bid.
4. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFQ.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. All contract items shall be available throughout the term of the contract and any applicable subsequent extensions. 
a. If and when a contract item is no longer available or has been discontinued, the Contractor shall: 

(1) Provide a 30 day written notice to the County department;

(2) Provide the County with a similar product for the County to test (if applicable) and approve as a replacement; and 

(3) Maintain the same price, or lower, from the original item to the new item after the County has approved the replacement, requiring the contract to be amended.

2. Contractor shall be responsible for immediately stocking and replacing on-site any of the Hygenall approved products.  Contractor must have on hand enough product to stock all stations within 24 hour of notification of the large scale incident.
3. Contractor shall supply the products listed in the bid form.  Chemicals to include cleaning, hand washing, and sanitizing will be Buckeye products more specific ECO cleaners to be dispensed from the appropriate buckeye unit.  Hand soap and sanitizer will be buckeye symmetry products or equivalent. Equivalent products shall be acceptable if they are of equal or greater in quality and provided with the appropriate compatible dispenser unit (if applicable) as required on the bid form. 
4. Contractor shall install new dispensers and replace old units (if applicable) upon the County’s request at no additional cost.
5. Contractor shall supply paper products containing a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content to comply with Sections 22150-22154 of the Public Contract Code. 
a. Products shall be available at no greater cost than non-recycled products

b. Fitness and quality shall be equal to non-recycled products

c. Should requirements set on D. Specific Requirements, 4. a. and 4. b. above not be met, the County is not restricted from purchasing recycled-content paper products

6. Contractor shall be familiar with Fire and EMS needs for decontamination and routine cleaning of stations and fire apparatus, with knowledge of appropriate products that will not damage the vehicles or fire/rescue equipment.
7. Contractor shall check all dispensers for leaks, damage or wear that would require replacement and if determined, items will be replaced upon identification.  All dispensers for chemicals, towels, and tissue papers with the exemption of stainless steel built-in units will be free of charge to the department for the life of the contract.
8. Samples:

a. Contractor may be requested to furnish up to one gallon-sized closed containers, in a ready-to-use dilution, sample of product(s) bid for examination by the County.  
b. It is at the sole discretion of the County to approve the effectiveness of all the products.  

c. Any product(s) so requested shall be furnished within five business days from the date of request and furnished at no cost to the County and sent to the ACFD.
9. Delivery Requirements:

a. ACFD station shall be personally visited by the Contractor’s sales representative by battalion (one battalion per week).  Example of schedule below:
(1) Battalions
Week 1 – Battalion 2: Stations 6, 7, 22, 23, 23, 25, 26, Training Tower

Week 2 – Battalion 3: Stations 16, 17, 18, 20, 21, Administrative offices, Fleet shop. (Station 20 and 21 – this require Lab creance)

Week 3 – Battalion 4: Stations 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 19, 34, 35

Week 4 – Battalion 7: Stations 27, 28, 29, 31, 32, 33

b. Contractor’s representative shall place orders and communicate with on duty fire station personnel as to station needs.

c. Contractor shall possess (or have access to) a fleet of delivery trucks or access to a delivery service that can make immediate deliveries of all items.
d. Contractor shall inform the County by phone at least one hour in advance before delivering the products.  County contact information per station will be provided to the awarded contractor. 

e. Each delivery shall contain a packing slip and the Contractor shall have a County employee sign-off on the delivery.

f. Contractor shall deliver products inside the storeroom at every delivery location listed in Exhibit B (Station locations) and never leave the products outside of the building(s) without specific direction from an authorized County employee.

(1) Contractor shall deliver products to the fire stations locations before 11:00 a.m. Pacific Standard Time (PST) Monday through Friday.

g. The County reserves the right to modify the delivery locations, Exhibit B, at any time, without prior notice.

h. All Safety Data Sheets (SDSs) (formally known as Material Safety Data Sheets or MSDSs) must be delivered inside the box for each product.

10. Training:

a. Contractor shall train fire department personnel and academy students (if requested) in any of the products that are carried or stocked by the Contractor.  Components of the training program will include, but not be limited to:

(1) On-site initial training, up to 30 hours, for use of products including field demonstrations for approximately 20 staff.

(2) On-site training on an as-needed basis, with specific staff, for the purposes of trouble-shooting particular issues.  This training may need to occur in the evenings or early morning.

(3) Written instructions on the use of products and equipment.  Instruction on how to properly maintain equipment will be addressed.

(4) Training materials should include step-by-step instructions for the proper dilution, use, and disposal, and the proper use of dispensing equipment, if applicable.

(5) On-going training, as needed, either on-site or at designated sites within the County.
(6) A phone number, local to the County or toll-free, operated by staff knowledgeable of the products for ACFD to call to receive instructions and assistance on product use.

11. Transition

a. Contractor shall meet with the County a month before the contract start date for a transition meeting, at no cost to the County. 

b. Bidder shall explain to the County their implementation plan and work with the County on modifying that implementation plan, if necessary.

E. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. Contractor shall provide electronic quarterly usage reports to the GSA Sustainability Department and to the Procurement & Contracts Specialist for cleaning products, upon request by the County, at no cost to the County.  These reports shall be submitted in a Microsoft Excel electronic file and be formatted in such a way as to be sortable.

2. The County will work with the Contractor to finalize the format of these reports upon contract award.  The County reserves the right to make changes to the report and to request additional information, if deemed necessary.  These reports will be issued within three weeks of the close of the previous year, upon request by the County.  Additional electronic copies of these reports shall be sent to additional County business units upon request.  Ad hoc reports shall be provided by the Contractor, as required, at no additional cost.  Below is a description of the minimum information that will be included in the report and the formatting requirements.

a. Detailed Quarterly Usage Report Formatting

(1) Information provided in one worksheet (not multiple tabs or worksheets).
(2) Formatted to sort chronologically by purchase date and by key categories as defined below.
(3) Each horizontal line to contain the data for a single transaction including item, quantity, unit cost, and total cost of transaction.
b. Key Categories

(1) Purchase date

(2) Customer Number (provide key)

(3) Item part number

(4) Item description (e.g., brand, size, color, etc.)

(5) Type of unit used for pricing (e.g., each, box)

(6) Number of individual pieces per unit

(7) Units purchased (i.e., order quantity)

(8) Shipped quantity (if not same as order quantity)

(9) Unit price (i.e., charge to customer)

(10) Total order cost

(11) Certification standard met by product, if any (e.g. Green Seal, EcoLogo or Safer Choice Standard).
(12) For paper products: Minimum percentage, if not exact percentage, of post-consumer recycled content in product.

(13) For paper products: Certification that the products are eligible to be labelled with an unqualified recycling label.

3. Networking/Bidders Conferences will be held to:

7. Potential Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend Networking/Bidders Conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a Networking/Bidders Conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a Networking/Bidders Conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
G. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to the Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1. The contractor has complied with all terms of this RFQ; and
2. Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  The contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked Bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

H. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all Bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the Bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful Bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful Bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract by GSA.
I. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to follow those procedures. The following is provided in the event that Bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Email: GSA-BidProtests@acgov.org, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.
a. The bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all Bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of the written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the Bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest.
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisors or GSA.

5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

J. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be three-years.
2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
K. BRAND NAMES AND APPROVED EQUIVALENTS 
1. Any references to manufacturers, trade names, brand names and/or catalog numbers are intended to be descriptive, but not restrictive, unless otherwise stated, and are intended to indicate the quality level desired.  Bidders may offer any equivalent product that meets or exceeds the specifications.  Bids based on equivalent products must:

a. Clearly describe the alternate offered and indicate how it differs from the product specified; and

b. Include complete descriptive literature and/or specifications as proof that the proposed alternate will be equal to or better than the product named in this bid as PDF attachments to your online bid submission.
2. The County reserves the right to be the sole judge of what is equal and acceptable and may require Bidder to provide additional information and/or samples.

3. If Bidder does not specify otherwise, it is understood that the referenced brand will be supplied.
L. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are estimates and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

M. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.
2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included. 
4. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

5. Taxes and freight charges:  

a. The price(s) quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including all taxes (excluding Sales and Use taxes) and all other charges.

b. No charge for delivery, drayage, express, parcel post packing, cartage, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, or for any other purpose, except taxes legally payable by County, will be paid by the County unless expressly included and itemized in the bid.

c. Amount paid for transportation of property to the County of Alameda is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  An exemption certificate is not required where the shipping papers show the consignee as Alameda County; as such papers may be accepted by the carrier as proof of the exempt character of the shipment.

d. Articles sold to the County of Alameda are exempt from certain Federal excise taxes.  The County will furnish an exemption certificate.
6. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

7. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

8. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

N. AWARD

1. The award will be made to the lowest responsible Bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.  
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible Bidders who will be considered the Back‑up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.  

3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services. 
As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders must meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at:

For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 325612, 325998 423840, 424690. 
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.
4.
