A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms, and conditions to describe physical and behavioral health consultant services being requested by the County. 
The County intends to award a two (2) year contract to the bidder(s) selected as the most responsible bidder whose response conforms to the IRFP and meets the County’s requirements. Quotes should not exceed a total of $25,000 for two years. 
B. SCOPE
The Alameda County Probation Department (ACPD) is seeking to contract with a physical and behavioral health consultant to identify and leverage health-related funding opportunities to support the County’s Reimagining Adult Justice (RAJ) initiative. This includes identifying strategies to maximize access and enrollment in physical and behavioral health programs, building sufficient capacity and infrastructure systems, and facilitating access to housing for the justice-involved population. A component of the County’s RAJ initiative is to identify opportunities to further strengthen re-entry systems, reduce recidivism and prevent victimization. This includes individuals who are re-entering the community from correctional institutions, those with serious behavioral challenges and those experiencing homelessness. Oftentimes these issues are further exacerbated by inadequate services available to address those challenges, as well as the fragmented and uncoordinated manner in which services are delivered.
BACKGROUND
In the past 5 years, Alameda County has implemented many progressive criminal justice policies and reforms, to include the elimination of criminal justice fees for adults and juveniles, the implementation of SB 823 which diverted juveniles to the counties for care and treatment versus the state’s Division of Juvenile Justice, and the Pathways Home initiative which strengthened the re-entry process for adults released from prison and jails into the communities.  

Expanding upon this progress and as a part of the adoption of the Care First, Jails Last resolution by the Board back mid-2021, the Public Protection Committee (PPC) was asked to look at safe ways of reducing inmate population, to include the possible termination of the federal contract to hold detainees at the Santa Rita Jail, pretrial opportunities, and through the examination the arrest patterns by law enforcement within the County. 

In response to the PPC’s review, to include feedback from the Alameda County Board of Supervisors and community input, Supervisor Valle introduced the adoption of the RAJ initiative.

The objective of RAJ is to assess and inventory existing in and out of custody justice related programming, identify gaps and opportunities that will reduce our reliance on incarceration, and build on the current reforms in order to further strengthen re-entry systems, reduce recidivism and prevent victimization. 

RAJ consists of 12 elements or specifically, 12 questions that will need to be answered to inform the County’s reform efforts and to help determine what other actions should be taken to build upon the progress already made by the County. 

This contract will enable data and information to be collected, analyzed and synthesized in response to the element related to health and funding related opportunities that currently exist to help transform Alameda County’s justice model. This includes, but is not limited to, applying for $12 billion funding outlined in the 2021-22 state budget for new one-time and on-going funding opportunities that could help support Alameda County’s effort to reimagine the justice system.
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing physical and behavioral health consultations for at least five (5) years. Minimum years of providing services must be verifiable through references and/or other submittals provided in Bid Response Packet. 

b. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this IRFP.
D. SPECIFICATION REQUIREMENTS AND DELIVERABLES
The following services are required and integral to enable successful completion of the

scope of work and its alignment with the County’s RAJ initiative. These tasks are not in sequential order. 
1. Task No. 1. 

a. Description:
(1) The contractor shall identify new health-related funding opportunities        and strategies to support the justice involved population.

b. Deliverables:

(1) Complete in-person or virtual meetings with state and county officials, as needed, to identify eligible and appropriate funding sources, process for application or allocation, potential opportunities and barriers, and timelines.

(2) Support efforts by the county to access state and federal funding sources to enhance programs that provide medical and behavioral health care services to justice-involved individuals.

(3) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities. 

2. Task No. 2.
a. Description: 

(1) The contractor shall support planning processes to develop funding mechanisms through California Advancing and Innovating Medi-Cal (CalAIM) to improve pre-release planning, initial needs assessment (e.g., medical, mental health, substance use, and social needs), screening and referrals to community-based services post release, developing a medication management plan, and providing medication upon release from jail). 

b. Deliverables: 
(1) Provide technical and subject matter expertise through in-person or virtual meetings with various County committees and departments (to include Probation, Public Health, Behavioral Health) to support the planning process related to the implementation of CalAIM for the justice-involved re-entry population. 
(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities.
3. Task No. 3.  
a. Description: 

(1) The contractor shall engage with Medi-Cal managed care plans help coordinate the planning process for the implementation of CalAIM’s Enhanced Care Management and Community Supports (in lieu of services) to support the re-entry/justice-involved population. This may include assistance in developing strategies for accessing and deploying these services (e.g., housing transition navigation, housing deposits, housing tenancy and sustaining services, short term post hospitalization and jail housing, sobering centers, etc.). 

b. Deliverable(s):

(1) Engage Medi-Cal managed care plans and county staff through in-person or virtual meetings to support the planning process for CalAIM’s Enhanced Care Management and Community Supports for the Justice involved population. 

(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities.

4. Task No. 4.
a. Description: 

(1) The contractor shall identify opportunities to access PATH (Providing Access and Transforming Health) funding to build capacity and infrastructure and to assist enrollment and transitional care for the justice-involved population. 

b. Deliverable(s): 

(1) Engage state and county officials through in-person or virtual meeting to determine funding opportunities through PATH, including timing, eligibility criteria, potential benefits and risks, barriers, and other factors that relate to accessing PATH funds for the justice-involved population. 

(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage PATH funding opportunities. 

5. Task No. 5.
a. Description: 
(1) The contractor shall support efforts to identify and access other housing and behavioral health related funding that could be targeted to assist the re-entry and justice involved population. 

b. Deliverable(s): 

(1) Engage state and county officials through in-person or virtual meetings with County departments and stakeholders, to include Probation, Public Health, Behavioral Health, Medi-Cal managed care plan, etc., to determine state or federal housing and behavioral health funding opportunities, including timing, eligibility criteria, potential benefits and risks, barriers, and other factors that relate to accessing these funds for the justice-involved population. 

(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities. 

6. Task No. 6.
a. Description: 
(1) The contractor shall support the development of funding mechanisms and processes through CalAIM in order to improve pre-release planning, initial needs assessment (e.g., medical, mental health, substance use, and social needs), screening and referrals to community-based services – post release, developing a medication management plan, and providing medication upon release from jail).
b. Deliverables: 

(1) Engage state and county officials through in-person or virtual meetings with County departments and stakeholders, to include Probation, Public Health, Behavioral Health, Medi-Cal managed care plans, etc., to determine state or federal funding opportunities related to strategies for improving pre-release planning, and transition services for individuals before they are released from custody. 

(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities. 

7. Task No. 7.   

a. Description: 

(1) The contractor shall engage Medi-Cal managed care plans to develop and coordinate plans for incentive payments that can be used to invest in infrastructure and capacity building for enhanced care management and in lieu of services. 

b. Deliverables: 

(1) Engage Medi-Cal managed care plans as well as state and county officials through in-person or virtual meeting to develop and coordinate plans to access CalAIM incentive funds to support CalAIM implementation for the justice-involved/reentry population, including recruitment of potential contractors, training, workforce development and information technology. 

(2) Provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities.
II. REPORTS
8. Payment for services will be tied to task completion mentioned in the Section D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS/DELIVERABLES section of this IRFP, along with the submission of written and/or verbal recommendations. 

9. Contractor shall provide written and/or verbal recommendations and strategies to leverage existing funding opportunities. This shall occur for all seven (7) tasks noted above. 
III. EVALUATION CRITERIA 
All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response and Debarment and Suspension) will be evaluated by an individual(s) within the County Department.  The Evaluator(s) will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this IRFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the County Evaluator(s).

The Evaluator(s) will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this IRFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this IRFP.
As a result of this IRFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the IRFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. The final maximum score for any project is 100 points, unless the SLEB preference points are applicable (maximum 5% of final score).
The County reserves the right to request an Oral Interview from each bidder if deemed necessary. The oral interview on the proposal shall not exceed 60 minutes.  The oral interview may include responding to standard and specific questions from the evaluator(s) regarding the Bidder’s proposal.  The scoring may be revised based on the oral interview.

IV. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business: 
For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 621330 and 541611.
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.

In order to participate herein, the small or emerging business must also satisfy the locality requirements and be certified by the County as a Small or Emerging, local business.  To access the online (PDF) version of this application, please go to: East Bay Interagency Alliance (EBIA) Common Application for Local Certification.
A locally owned business, for purposes of satisfying the locality requirements of this provision, is a firm or dealer with fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six months prior to the issue date of this IRFP; and which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.  As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses the following provisions shall apply to this IRFP:

a. If Bidder is certified by the County as either a small and local or an emerging and local business, the County will provide a 5% bid preference.  However, a bid preference cannot override a State law, which requires the granting of an award to the lowest responsible bidder.  Bidders not meeting the small or emerging local business requirements set forth above do not qualify for a bid preference and must subcontract with one or more County certified small and/or emerging local businesses for at least 20% of Bidder’s total bid amount in order to be considered for the contract award.  SLEB subcontractors must be independently owned and operated from the prime contractor with no employees of either entity working for the other.  
b. Bidder, in its bid response, must submit written documentation evidencing a firm contractual commitment to meeting this minimum local participation requirement.  Participation of a small and/or emerging local business must be maintained for the term of any contract resulting from this IRFP.  Evidence of participation shall be provided immediately upon request at any time during the term of such contract. 

The following entities are exempt from the Small and Emerging Local Business (SLEB) requirements as described above and are not required to subcontract with a SLEB.  If you apply and are certified as a SLEB, you will receive a 5% SLEB bid preference:

· non-profit community based organizations (CBOs) that are providing services on behalf of the County directly to County clients/residents

· non-profit churches or non-profit religious organizations (NPO);
· public schools; and universities; and
· government agencies
Non-profits must provide proof of their tax exempt status. These are defined as organizations that are certified by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service as 501(c)3.

J. AWARD
1. Proposals will be evaluated by evaluators and will be ranked in accordance with the IRFP section titled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.” 
2. The evaluators will recommend award to the Bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the Bidder with the lowest price.  
3. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

4. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

5. The IRFP specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, IRFP Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this IRFP.

6. Standard Services Agreement terms and conditions may be negotiated with the selected Bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

K. DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION POLICY (PURCHASES $25,000 and Over) 
In order to prohibit the procurement of any goods or services ultimately funded by Federal awards from debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded parties, each bidder will be screened at the time of IRFP response to ensure bidder, its principal and their named subcontractors are not debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded by the United States Government in compliance with the requirements of 7 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 3016.35, 28 CFR 66.35, 29 CFR 97.35, 34 CFR 80.35, 45 CFR 92.35 and Executive Order 12549.
