A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms, and conditions to describe the executive recruitment services for Behavioral Health Clinical Manager.  Alameda County seeks to retain a consultant, firm or organization to assist the Alameda County Behavioral Health Care Services Agency (BHCSA) and Human Resource Services (HRS) to recruit and hire the agencies next Behavioral Health Clinical Manager. This position is located in a Detention Facility.
The County intends to award a one-year contract to the bidder whose response conforms to the IRFP and meets the County’s requirements.  
B. BACKGROUND/SCOPE
ACBH operates a variety of services that have a focus on beneficiaries who have had interactions with law enforcement. The department has developed a Forensic, Diversion, & Re-entry Services system of care to support individuals and their families navigate this time in their lives; in partnership with many community-based organizations, health care facilities, and other County agencies. 

ACBH operates a variety of in-custody and community programs to supports its beneficiaries. ACBH forensic programs are designed to help individuals who have mental illness or substance use disorder understand behaviors, find alternative community resources, and identity potential risk factors that may contribute to or lead to unfortunate interactions with criminal justice or legal systems. Medication support, stable housing, social and family connections, and meaningful life activity (including employment) all assist them along their journey towards wellness and recovery. 

ACBH operates both behavioral health programs in the juvenile and adult detention centers

as well as a large network of community-based programs such as Behavioral Health Court,

Assisted Outpatient Treatment programs, or forensic involved Full-Service Partnerships.
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing executive recruitments services for at least three (3) years.
b. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this IRFP.
D. SPECIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 

Under general direction Contractor shall:

1. Handle recruitment process and will work with HRS throughout the recruitment.

2. Develop a comprehensive position profile.

3. Review current compensation and recommend changes.

4. Conduct extensive personal outreach to highly qualified candidates.

5. Develop and implement a marketing strategy.

6. Create a recruitment brochure.

7. Conduct screening, interviewing, and recommending top group of candidates to the County.

E. DELIVERABLES/REPORTS

Contractor shall provide regular updates and reports on the status of the recruitment.
1st deliverables – Client meeting and candidate profile and brochure.

2nd deliverables – Application screening/best qualified candidates.

3rd deliverables – Administer interviews of best qualified candidates.

4th deliverables – Refer top candidates to County for next steps in the recruitment process.

F. EVALUATION CRITERIA 
All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response and Debarment and Suspension) will be evaluated by an individual(s) within the County Department.  The Evaluator(s) will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this IRFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the County Evaluator(s).

The Evaluator(s) will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this IRFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this IRFP.
As a result of this IRFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the IRFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. The final maximum score for any project is 100 points, unless the SLEB preference points are applicable (maximum 5% of final score).
The County reserves the right to request an Oral Interview from each bidder if deemed necessary. The oral interview on the proposal shall not exceed 60 minutes.  The oral interview may include responding to standard and specific questions from the evaluator(s) regarding the Bidder’s proposal.  The scoring may be revised based on the oral interview.

2. Realism (i.e., is the proposed cost appropriate to the nature of the products and services to be provided?); and

3. Affordability (i.e., the ability of the County to finance requested services.
Consideration of price in terms of overall affordability may be controlling in circumstances where two or more proposals are otherwise adjudged to be equal, or when a superior proposal is at a price that the County cannot afford.

G. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business: 
For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 561312, 621399, 621112, 621330, 621420.   

A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.

In order to participate herein, the small or emerging business must also satisfy the locality requirements and be certified by the County as a Small or Emerging, local business.  To access the online (PDF) version of this application, please go to: East Bay Interagency Alliance (EBIA) Common Application for Local Certification.
A locally owned business, for purposes of satisfying the locality requirements of this provision, is a firm or dealer with fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six months prior to the issue date of this IRFP; and which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.  As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses the following provisions shall apply to this IRFP:

a. If Bidder is certified by the County as either a small and local or an emerging and local business, the County will provide a 5% bid preference.  However, a bid preference cannot override a state law, which requires the granting of an award to the lowest responsible bidder.  Bidders not meeting the small or emerging local business requirements set forth above do not qualify for a bid preference and must subcontract with one or more County certified small and/or emerging local businesses for at least 20% of Bidder’s total bid amount in order to be considered for the contract award.  SLEB subcontractors must be independently owned and operated from the prime contractor with no employees of either entity working for the other.  
b. Bidder, in its bid response, must submit written documentation evidencing a firm contractual commitment to meeting this minimum local participation requirement.  Participation of a small and/or emerging local business must be maintained for the term of any contract resulting from this IRFP.  Evidence of participation shall be provided immediately upon request at any time during the term of such contract. 

The following entities are exempt from the Small and Emerging Local Business (SLEB) requirements as described above and are not required to subcontract with a SLEB.  If you apply and are certified as a SLEB, you will receive a 5% SLEB bid preference:

· non-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that are providing services on behalf of the County directly to County clients/residents

· non-profit churches or non-profit religious organizations (NPO);
· public schools; and universities; and
· government agencies
Non-profits must provide proof of their tax-exempt status. These are defined as organizations that are certified by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service as 501(c)3.

H. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the IRFP response evaluation period, all Bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the Bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the by the Board of Supervisors for services over $25,000 or by GSA on services below $25,000.

K. AWARD
1. Proposals will be evaluated by evaluators and will be ranked in accordance with the IRFP section titled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.” 
2. The evaluators will recommend award to the Bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the Bidder with the lowest price.  
3. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

4. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.
5. Board approval is required for services over $25,000.
6. The IRFP specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, IRFP Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this IRFP.

7. Standard Services Agreement terms and conditions may be negotiated with the selected Bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

K. DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION POLICY (PURCHASES $25,000 and over) 
In order to prohibit the procurement of any goods or services ultimately funded by Federal awards from debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded parties, each bidder will be screened at the time of IRFP response to ensure bidder, its principal and their named subcontractors are not debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded by the United States Government in compliance with the requirements of 7 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 3016.35, 28 CFR 66.35, 29 CFR 97.35, 34 CFR 80.35, 45 CFR 92.35 and Executive Order 12549.

· The County will verify bidder, its principal and their named subcontractors are not on the Federal debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded list of vendors located at https://www.sam.gov/SAM/; and

· Bidders are to complete a Debarment and Suspension Certification form, included in Exhibit A – Bid Response Packet, certifying bidder, its principal, and their named and unnamed subcontractors are not debarred, suspended, or otherwise excluded by the United States Government.
L. COMPLIANCE INFORMATION AND RECORDS 
As needed and upon request, for the purposes of determining compliance with the SLEB Program, the Contractor shall provide the County with access to all records and documents that relate to SLEB participation and/or certification. M. SUBMITTAL OF BIDS

2. All bids must be completed and successfully uploaded through Alameda County EZSourcing BY 2:00 p.m. on the due date specified in this IRFP.  Technical difficulties in downloading/submitting documents through the Alameda County EZSourcing shall not extend the due date and time.

1. Successful uploading of a document does not equal acceptance of the document by Alameda County. 
2. In order for bids to be considered complete, Bidder must provide responses to all information requested in Exhibit A – Bid Response Packet.

3. All Exhibits must also be submitted through the EZSourcing preferably in a single file.  All information requested on the Exhibits must be supplied.  Any Exhibits (or items therein) not applicable to the bidder must still be submitted as part of a complete bid response, with such pages or items clearly marked “N/A.”
4. Bidders must submit pricing on the Excel Spreadsheet – Bid Form(s) in EZSourcing. 
5. Bid responses will NOT be accepted via e-mail or facsimile. 
6. Bid responses, in whole or in part, are NOT to be marked confidential or proprietary.  County may refuse to consider any bid response or part thereof so marked.  Bid responses submitted in response to this IRFP may be subject to public disclosure.  County shall not be liable in any way for disclosure of any such records. ADDITIONAL INSURED: All insurance required above with the exception of Professional Liability, Commercial or Business Automobile Liability, Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability, shall be endorsed to name as additional insured: County of Alameda, its Board of Supervisors, the individual members thereof, and all County officers, agents, employees, volunteers, and representatives. 2. DURATION OF COVERAGE: All required insurance shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement. In addition, Insurance policies and coverage(s) written on a claims-made basis shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement and until 3 years following the later of termination of the Agreement and acceptance of all work provided under the Agreement, with the retroactive date of said insurance (as may be applicable) concurrent with the commencement of activities pursuant to this Agreement.

3. REDUCTION OR LIMIT OF OBLIGATION: All insurance policies,  including excess and umbrella insurance policies, shall include an endorsement and be primary and non-contributory and will not seek contribution from any other insurance (or self- insurance) available to the County. The primary and non-contributory endorsement shall be at least as broad as ISO Form 20 01 04 13. Pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement insurance effected or procured by the Contractor shall not reduce or limit Contractor’s contractual obligation to indemnify and defend the Indemnified Parties.

4. INSURER FINANCIAL RATING: Insurance shall be maintained through an insurer with a A.M. Acceptance of Contractor’s insurance by County shall not relieve or decrease the liability of Contractor hereunder. 5.
