A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe consultant to manage and implement Dental Public Health programs and activities.
The County intends to award a six-month contract to the bidder selected as the lowest responsible bidder whose response meets the County’s requirements.
B. SCOPE/BACKGROUND
The Alameda County Office of Dental Health (ODH) provides high quality dental public health services to Alameda County residents that are linguistically and culturally sensitive.  ODH plans to improve its infrastructure for maintaining high quality services.  ODH is searching for a consultant who can support and elevate ODH’s activities.

C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. Bidder Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of managing and implementing Dental Public Health programs with public and private organizations for at least three (3) years.
b. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this IRFQ.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS 

Consultant shall:

1. Have excellent written and verbal communication skills.

2. Have subject matter knowledge, experience, and expertise in Dental Public Health programs.
3. Have knowledge of Dental Public Health program planning, implementation and evaluation.

4. Develop program policies, protocols and manuals as requested by County.
5. Develop training curriculums, organize and provide trainings as requested by County.
6. Provide consultation to County staff for process and outcome evaluation of ODH programs.
7. Provide consultation to County staff for identifying areas of Quality Improvement.
8. Write high quality evaluation reports.
E. DELIVERABLES/REPORTS
1. Develop program policies, protocols and manuals.

2. Develop training curriculums, organize and provide trainings.

3. Write high quality evaluation reports.
F. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business: 
For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 541611.   

A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.

In order to participate herein, the small or emerging business must also satisfy the locality requirements and be certified by the County as a Small or Emerging, local business. A locally owned business, for purposes of satisfying the locality requirements of this provision, is a firm or dealer with fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six months prior to the issue date of this IRFQ; and which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.  As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses the following provisions shall apply to this IRFQ:

a. If Bidder is certified by the County as either a small and local or an emerging and local business, the County will provide a 5% bid preference.  However, a bid preference cannot override a State law, which requires the granting of an award to the lowest responsible bidder.  Bidders not meeting the small or emerging local business requirements set forth above do not qualify for a bid preference and must subcontract with one or more County certified small and/or emerging local businesses for at least 20% of Bidder’s total bid amount in order to be considered for the contract award.  SLEB subcontractors must be independently owned and operated from the prime contractor with no employees of either entity working for the other.  
b. Bidder, in its bid response, must submit written documentation evidencing a firm contractual commitment to meeting this minimum local participation requirement.  Participation of a small and/or emerging local business must be maintained for the term of any contract resulting from this IRFQ.  Evidence of participation shall be provided immediately upon request at any time during the term of such contract. 

The following entities are exempt from the Small and Emerging Local Business (SLEB) requirements as described above and are not required to subcontract with a SLEB.  If you apply and are certified as a SLEB, you will receive a 5% SLEB bid preference:

· non-profit community based organizations (CBOs) that are providing services on behalf of the County directly to County clients/residents

· non-profit churches or non-profit religious organizations (NPO);
· public schools; and universities; and
· government agencies
Non-profits must provide proof of their tax exempt status. These are defined as organizations that are certified by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service as 501(c)3.

J. AWARD
1. The award will be made to the lowest possible Bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible Bidders who will be considered the Back-up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.
3. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

4. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

5. The IRFQ specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, IRFQ Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this IRFQ.

K. DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION POLICY (PURCHASES $25,000 and Over)

3. Successful uploading of a document does not equal acceptance of the document by Alameda County.
