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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe Adult Forensic Behavioral Health Consultation services being requested by the County. The successful bidder will provide consultation services for the Forensic System of Care with the Alameda County Behavioral Health Care Services Agency (ACBH). 
The County intends to award a three-year contract, with an option to renew for two years to the Bidder selected as the most responsible Bidder whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements. 

B. BACKGROUND/SCOPE

ACBH operates both behavioral health programs in the juvenile and adult detention centers as well as a large network of community-based programs such as a Behavioral Health Court, Assisted Outpatient Treatment programs, or forensic involved full-service partnerships.
ACBH forensic programs are designed to help individuals who have a mental illness or substance use disorder understand behaviors, find alternative community resources, and identify potential risk factors that may contribute to or lead to unfortunate interactions with the criminal justice or legal systems. Medication support, stable housing, social and family connection, and meaningful life activity (including employment) all assist them along their journey towards wellness and recovery.
ACBH will use the consultant services provided as part of ongoing training, support supervision, and consultation to ACBH line staff, management, and master’s level interns. 
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

(a) Bidder and all key personnel assigned to the project shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing consultation services in leadership development, change management, quality improvement, training and forensic psychological clinical supervision for at least five (5) years.
(b) Bidder shall possess a clinical license in psychology, marriage and family therapy (MFT), or social work (SW). 

(c) Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFP.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

1. Contractor shall be required but not limited to the following:

(a) Provide clinical supervision in approximately 2.5-hour sessions, two to three times per week (up to 300 hours annually) that meets California Board of Behavioral Science (BBS) standards (https://www.bbs.ca.gov/) to authorize registered Associates with the BBS in their collection of licensing hours to become Licensed Practitioners of the Healing Arts (LPHA.) The frequency and manner of the supervision may vary but will consist of either group or individual supervision to appropriate classifications within the Forensic System of Care Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.
(b) Provide support/consultation groups to line staff approximately 3 hours per week (40 hours annually) within the Forensic System of Care. Group topics, frequency, and duration of sessions will be Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.
(c) Provide clinical consultation and training for approximately 2 hours per month (25 hours annually) to clinical management staff working at Santa Rita Jail. The training and consultation will provide both clinical support and ongoing professional development opportunity to managers within the Forensic System of Care. Frequency and duration of sessions will be Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.
(d) Facilitate/coordinate clinical trainings for approximately 4 hours per month Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m. (50 hours annually) for Master of Social Work (MSW) or Master of Marriage and Family Therapy (MFT) Degree level students’ interns.

(e) Ability to organize, coordinate and facilitate trainings.

(f) Ability to track and report attendance and supervisee progress regarding clinical skills development by collecting and submitting sign-in sheets for dates of supervision and the hours spent for each of their employee groups. 

(g) Agree to have trainings recorded and made available to ACBH staff (the recordings are solely for training ACBH staff and will not be used to gain any profit).

(h) Report on all supervision and training attendance in a timely manner. The Bidder will report on supervision, training, and consultation attendance MONTHLY, by the 10th of the following service month.
(i) Stay current and up to date on all certification, licenses, and credentials as required during the contract period.
(j) Bidder must clear a comprehensive background check conducted by the Alameda County Sheriff's Office.

E. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. The Bidder will report on supervision, training, and consultation attendance in a timely manner. Trainings will be held in conference rooms provided by the County in the following locations:

2. Bidder will provide the following consultation services in the frequency and duration mentioned below.  Progress will be monitored by the required report submitted with all invoices.  Please see Exhibit D, Required Reporting Format, for example. This report will include a summary of the information provided in items 1.a through 1.d in section D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS.
F. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The Bidders Conference held on February 7, 2022, will have an online conference option enabled for remote participation. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps), call in audio +1 415 915-3950, Phone conference ID 937 108 459#.
2. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that Bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone. Bidders may also attend this conference in person. 

3. Networking/Bidders Conferences will be held to: 

(a) Provide an opportunity for Bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification.

(b) Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.

4. The list of Bidder Conference attendees will be released in a separate document. 

5. Only written questions submitted via email and by the stated deadline will be addressed in an RFP Question and Answer (Q&A) following the Networking/Bidders Conferences.  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFP, an Addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences. The Q&A and Addendum are the final stance of the County.

7. Potential Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend Networking/Bidders Conferences in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a Networking/Bidders Conferences will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in the networking/bidders conferences will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at the Networking/Bidders Conferences are highly recommended but are not mandatory.
II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
G. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in Adult Forensic Behavioral Health Consultation services. The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidder(s) shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder(s) to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidder(s) should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidder(s) are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible Bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the Bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of Bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 550 points.
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of Bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the three Bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the Bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other Bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All Bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to Bidders. 

The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

Consideration of price in terms of overall affordability may be controlling in circumstances where two or more proposals are otherwise adjudged to be equal, or when a superior proposal is at a price that the County cannot afford.

Proposals will be evaluated against the RFP specifications and the questions below:

4. Has the proposer demonstrated that it understands the County’s time schedule and can meet it?
5. Is the Budget Detail in the bid response packet appropriate and realistic?

	Oral Interview:

The oral interview on the proposal shall not exceed 60 minutes.  The oral interview may include responding to standard and specific questions from the CSC regarding the Bidder’s proposal.  The scoring may be revised based on the oral interview.

H. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60-day period of any contract which may be awarded to the Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1. The contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2. Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  The contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked Bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

I. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all Bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

(a) The name of the Bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

(b) The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful Bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful Bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors. 
J. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to follow those procedures. The following is provided in the event that Bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Email: GSA-BidProtests@acgov.org, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.

(a) The bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

(b) The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

(c) The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

(d) The County Agency/Department will notify all Bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of the written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 


3. The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the Bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

4. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

(a) The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
(b) In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
(c) The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.

(d) The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest.

(e) The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
5. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisors or GSA.

6. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be 3 years.

2. The County has and reserves the right to suspend, terminate or abandon the execution of any work by the Contractor without cause at any time upon giving to the Contractor prior written notice.  In the event that the County should abandon, terminate or suspend the Contractor’s work, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment for services provided hereunder prior to the effective date of said suspension, termination or abandonment.  The County may terminate the contract at any time without written notice upon a material breach of contract and substandard or unsatisfactory performance by the Contractor.  In the event of termination with cause, the County reserves the right to seek any and all damages from the Contractor.  In the event of such termination with or without cause, the County reserves the right to invite the next highest ranked Bidder to enter into a contract or re-bid the project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

3. The County may, at its sole option, terminate any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP at the end of any County Fiscal Year, for reason of non‑appropriation of funds.  In such event, the County will give Contractor at least 30 days written notice that such function will not be funded for the next fiscal period.  In such event, the County will return any associated equipment to the Contractor in good working order, reasonable wear and tear excepted. 
4. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 

L. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.
2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

4. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

5. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

6. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

7. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

M. AWARD

The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

8. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
9. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.
10. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

11. Board approval to award a contract is required.  

12. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval.

I.
RECITALS
Covered Entity wishes to disclose certain information to Business Associate pursuant to the terms of the Agreement, some of which may constitute Protected Health Information (“PHI”);

Covered Entity and Business Associate intend to protect the privacy and provide for the security of PHI disclosed to Business Associate pursuant to the Agreement in compliance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, Public Law 104-191 (“HIPAA”), the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act, Public Law 111-005 (the “HITECH Act”), the regulations promulgated thereunder by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (the “HIPAA Regulations”), and other applicable laws; and

The Privacy Rule and the Security Rule in the HIPAA Regulations require Covered Entity to enter into a contract, containing specific requirements, with Business Associate prior to the disclosure of PHI, as set forth in, but not limited to, Title 45, sections 164.314(a), 164.502(e), and 164.504(e) of the Code of Federal Regulations (“C.F.R.”) and as contained in this Agreement.

II.
STANDARD DEFINITIONS

Capitalized terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this Exhibit shall have the same meaning as those terms are defined in the HIPAA Regulations.  In the event of an inconsistency between the provisions of this Exhibit and the mandatory provisions of the HIPAA Regulations, as amended, the HIPAA Regulations shall control.  Where provisions of this Exhibit are different than those mandated in the HIPAA Regulations, but are nonetheless permitted by the HIPAA Regulations, the provisions of this Exhibit shall control.  All regulatory references in this Exhibit are to HIPAA Regulations unless otherwise specified.

The following terms used in this Exhibit shall have the same meaning as those terms in the HIPAA Regulations: Data Aggregation, Designated Record Set, Disclosure, Electronic Health Record, Health Care Operations, Health Plan, Individual, Limited Data Set, Marketing, Minimum Necessary, Minimum Necessary Rule, Protected Health Information, and Security Incident. 

The following term used in this Exhibit shall have the same meaning as that term in the HITECH Act: Unsecured PHI.

III.
SPECIFIC DEFINITIONS

Agreement.  “Agreement” shall mean the underlying agreement between County and Contractor, to which this Exhibit, the HIPAA Business Associate Agreement, is attached.

Business Associate.  “Business Associate” shall generally have the same meaning as the term “business associate” at 45 C.F.R. section 160.103, the HIPAA Regulations, and the HITECH Act, and in reference to a party to this Exhibit shall mean the Contractor identified above.  “Business Associate” shall also mean any subcontractor that creates, receives, maintains, or transmits PHI in performing a function, activity, or service delegated by Contractor.

Contractual Breach.  “Contractual Breach” shall mean a violation of the contractual obligations set forth in this Exhibit.

Covered Entity.  “Covered Entity” shall generally have the same meaning as the term “covered entity” at 45 C.F.R. section 160.103, and in reference to the party to this Exhibit, shall mean any part of County subject to the HIPAA Regulations. 
Electronic Protected Health Information.  “Electronic Protected Health Information” or “Electronic PHI” means Protected Health Information that is maintained in or transmitted by electronic media.
Exhibit.  “Exhibit” shall mean this HIPAA Business Associate Agreement.

HIPAA.  “HIPAA” shall mean the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, Public Law 104-191.

HIPAA Breach.  “HIPAA Breach” shall mean a breach of Protected Health Information as defined in 45 C.F.R. 164.402, and includes the unauthorized acquisition, access, use, or Disclosure of Protected Health Information which compromises the security or privacy of such information. 

HIPAA Regulations.  “HIPAA Regulations” shall mean the regulations promulgated under HIPAA by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, including those set forth at 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164, Subparts A, C, and E.

HITECH Act.  “HITECH Act” shall mean the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act, Public Law 111-005 (the “HITECH Act”).

Privacy Rule and Privacy Regulations.  “Privacy Rule” and “Privacy Regulations” shall mean the standards for privacy of individually identifiable health information set forth in the HIPAA Regulations at 45 C.F.R. Part 160 and Part 164, Subparts A and E.

Secretary.  “Secretary” shall mean the Secretary of the United States Department of Health and Human Services (“DHHS”) or his or her designee.

Security Rule and Security Regulations.  “Security Rule” and “Security Regulations” shall mean the standards for security of Electronic PHI set forth in the HIPAA Regulations at 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164, Subparts A and C.

IV.
PERMITTED USES AND DISCLOSURES OF PHI BY BUSINESS ASSOCIATE

Business Associate may only use or disclose PHI:

A.
As necessary to perform functions, activities, or services for, or on behalf of, Covered Entity as specified in the Agreement, provided that such use or Disclosure would not violate the Privacy Rule if done by Covered Entity;

B.
As required by law; and

C.
For the proper management and administration of Business Associate or to carry out the legal responsibilities of Business Associate, provided the disclosures are required by law, or Business Associate obtains reasonable assurances from the person to whom the information is disclosed that the information will remain confidential and used or further disclosed only as required by law or for the purposes for which it was disclosed to the person, and the person notifies Business Associate of any instances of which it is aware in which the confidentiality of the information has been breached.
V.
PROTECTION OF PHI BY BUSINESS ASSOCIATE

A.
Scope of Exhibit.  Business Associate acknowledges and agrees that all PHI that is created or received by Covered Entity and disclosed or made available in any form, including paper record, oral communication, audio recording and electronic display, by Covered Entity or its operating units to Business Associate, or is created or received by Business Associate on Covered Entity’s behalf, shall be subject to this Exhibit.

B.
PHI Disclosure Limits.  Business Associate agrees to not use or further disclose PHI other than as permitted or required by the HIPAA Regulations, this Exhibit, or as required by law.  Business Associate may not use or disclose PHI in a manner that would violate the HIPAA Regulations if done by Covered Entity.
C.
Minimum Necessary Rule.  When the HIPAA Privacy Rule requires application of the Minimum Necessary Rule, Business Associate agrees to use, disclose, or request only the Limited Data Set, or if that is inadequate, the minimum PHI necessary to accomplish the intended purpose of that use, Disclosure, or request.  Business Associate agrees to make uses, Disclosures, and requests for PHI consistent with any of Covered Entity’s existing Minimum Necessary policies and procedures.

D.
HIPAA Security Rule.  Business Associate agrees to use appropriate administrative, physical, and technical safeguards, and comply with the Security Rule and HIPAA Security Regulations with respect to Electronic PHI, to prevent the use or Disclosure of the PHI other than as provided for by this Exhibit.
E.
Mitigation.  Business Associate agrees to mitigate, to the extent practicable, any harmful effect that is known to Business Associate of a use or Disclosure of PHI by Business Associate in violation of the requirements of this Exhibit.  Mitigation includes, but is not limited to, the taking of reasonable steps to ensure that the actions or omissions of employees or agents of Business Associate do not cause Business Associate to commit a Contractual Breach.

F.
Notification of Breach.  During the term of the Agreement, Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity in writing within 24 hours of any suspected or actual breach of security, intrusion, HIPAA Breach, and/or any actual or suspected use or Disclosure of data in violation of any applicable federal or state laws or regulations.  This duty includes the reporting of any Security Incident, of which it becomes aware, affecting the Electronic PHI.  Business Associate shall take (i) prompt corrective action to cure any such deficiencies and (ii) any action pertaining to such unauthorized use or Disclosure required by applicable federal and/or state laws and regulations.  Business Associate shall investigate such breach of security, intrusion, and/or HIPAA Breach, and provide a written report of the investigation to Covered Entity’s HIPAA Privacy Officer or other designee that is in compliance with 45 C.F.R. section 164.410 and that includes the identification of each individual whose PHI has been breached.  The report shall be delivered within fifteen (15) working days of the discovery of the breach or unauthorized use or Disclosure.  Business Associate shall be responsible for any obligations under the HIPAA Regulations to notify individuals of such breach, unless Covered Entity agrees otherwise.
G.
Agents and Subcontractors.  Business Associate agrees to ensure that any agent, including a subcontractor, to whom it provides PHI received from, or created or received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity, agrees to the same restrictions, conditions, and requirements that apply through this Exhibit to Business Associate with respect to such information.  Business Associate shall obtain written contracts agreeing to such terms from all agents and subcontractors.  Any subcontractor who contracts for another company’s services with regards to the PHI shall likewise obtain written contracts agreeing to such terms.  Neither Business Associate nor any of its subcontractors may subcontract with respect to this Exhibit without the advanced written consent of Covered Entity. 

H.
Review of Records.  Business Associate agrees to make internal practices, books, and records relating to the use and Disclosure of PHI received from, or created or received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity available to Covered Entity, or at the request of Covered Entity to the Secretary, in a time and manner designated by Covered Entity or the Secretary, for purposes of the Secretary determining Covered Entity’s compliance with the HIPAA Regulations.  Business Associate agrees to make copies of its HIPAA training records and HIPAA business associate agreements with agents and subcontractors available to Covered Entity at the request of Covered Entity.

I.
Performing Covered Entity’s HIPAA Obligations.  To the extent Business Associate is required to carry out one or more of Covered Entity’s obligations under the HIPAA Regulations, Business Associate must comply with the requirements of the HIPAA Regulations that apply to Covered Entity in the performance of such obligations.
J.
Restricted Use of PHI for Marketing Purposes.  Business Associate shall not use or disclose PHI for fundraising or Marketing purposes unless Business Associate obtains an Individual’s authorization.  Business Associate agrees to comply with all rules governing Marketing communications as set forth in HIPAA Regulations and the HITECH Act, including, but not limited to, 45 C.F.R. section 164.508 and 42 U.S.C. section 17936. 

K.
Restricted Sale of PHI.  Business Associate shall not directly or indirectly receive remuneration in exchange for PHI, except with the prior written consent of Covered Entity and as permitted by the HITECH Act, 42 U.S.C. section 17935(d)(2); however, this prohibition shall not affect payment by Covered Entity to Business Associate for services provided pursuant to the Agreement.  
L.
De-Identification of PHI.  Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by both parties, Business Associate and its agents shall not have the right to de-identify the PHI.  Any such de-identification shall be in compliance with 45 C.F.R. sections 164.502(d) and 164.514(a) and (b).

M.
Material Contractual Breach.  Business Associate understands and agrees that, in accordance with the HITECH Act and the HIPAA Regulations, it will be held to the same standards as Covered Entity to rectify a pattern of activity or practice that constitutes a material Contractual Breach or violation of the HIPAA Regulations.  Business Associate further understands and agrees that: (i) it will also be subject to the same penalties as a Covered Entity for any violation of the HIPAA Regulations, and (ii) it will be subject to periodic audits by the Secretary.

VI.
INDIVIDUAL CONTROL OVER PHI
A. Individual Access to PHI.  Business Associate agrees to make available PHI in a Designated Record Set to an Individual or Individual’s designee, as necessary to satisfy Covered Entity’s obligations under 45 C.F.R. section 164.524.  Business Associate shall do so solely by way of coordination with Covered Entity, and in the time and manner designated by Covered Entity.
B. Accounting of Disclosures.  Business Associate agrees to maintain and make available the information required to provide an accounting of Disclosures to an Individual as necessary to satisfy Covered Entity’s obligations under 45 C.F.R. section 164.528.  Business Associate shall do so solely by way of coordination with Covered Entity, and in the time and manner designated by Covered Entity.
C. Amendment to PHI.  Business Associate agrees to make any amendment(s) to PHI in a Designated Record Set as directed or agreed to by Covered Entity pursuant to 45 C.F.R. section 164.526, or take other measures as necessary to satisfy Covered Entity’s obligations under 45 C.F.R. section 164.526.  Business Associate shall do so solely by way of coordination with Covered Entity, and in the time and manner designated by Covered Entity.
VII.
TERMINATION 

A. Termination for Cause.  A Contractual Breach by Business Associate of any provision of this Exhibit, as determined by Covered Entity in its sole discretion, shall constitute a material Contractual Breach of the Agreement and shall provide grounds for immediate termination of the Agreement, any provision in the Agreement to the contrary notwithstanding.  Contracts between Business Associates and subcontractors are subject to the same requirement for Termination for Cause.   

B. Termination due to Criminal Proceedings or Statutory Violations.  Covered Entity may terminate the Agreement, effective immediately, if (i) Business Associate is named as a defendant in a criminal proceeding for a violation of HIPAA, the HITECH Act, the HIPAA Regulations or other security or privacy laws or (ii) a finding or stipulation that Business Associate has violated any standard or requirement of HIPAA, the HITECH Act, the HIPAA Regulations or other security or privacy laws is made in any administrative or civil proceeding in which Business Associate has been joined.

C. Return or Destruction of PHI.  In the event of termination for any reason, or upon the expiration of the Agreement, Business Associate shall return or, if agreed upon by Covered Entity, destroy all PHI received from Covered Entity, or created or received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity.  Business Associate shall retain no copies of the PHI.  This provision shall apply to PHI that is in the possession of subcontractors or agents of Business Associate.  
If Business Associate determines that returning or destroying the PHI is infeasible under this section, Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity of the conditions making return or destruction infeasible.  Upon mutual agreement of the parties that return, or destruction of PHI is infeasible, Business Associate shall extend the protections of this Exhibit to such PHI and limit further uses and Disclosures to those purposes that make the return or destruction of the information infeasible.

VIII.
MISCELLANEOUS

A. Disclaimer.  Covered Entity makes no warranty or representation that compliance by Business Associate with this Exhibit, HIPAA, the HIPAA Regulations, or the HITECH Act will be adequate or satisfactory for Business Associate’s own purposes or that any information in Business Associate’s possession or control, or transmitted or received by Business Associate is or will be secure from unauthorized use or Disclosure.  Business Associate is solely responsible for all decisions made by Business Associate regarding the safeguarding of PHI.
B. Regulatory References.  A reference in this Exhibit to a section in HIPAA, the HIPAA Regulations, or the HITECH Act means the section as in effect or as amended, and for which compliance is required.
C. Amendments.  The parties agree to take such action as is necessary to amend this Exhibit from time to time as is necessary for Covered Entity to comply with the requirements of HIPAA, the HIPAA Regulations, and the HITECH Act.
D. Survival.  The respective rights and obligations of Business Associate with respect to PHI in the event of termination, cancellation, or expiration of this Exhibit shall survive said termination, cancellation, or expiration, and shall continue to bind Business Associate, its agents, employees, contractors, and successors. 
E. No Third Party Beneficiaries.  Except as expressly provided herein or expressly stated in the HIPAA Regulations, the parties to this Exhibit do not intend to create any rights in any third parties.
F. Governing Law.  The provisions of this Exhibit are intended to establish the minimum requirements regarding Business Associate’s use and Disclosure of PHI under HIPAA, the HIPAA Regulations, and the HITECH Act.  The use and Disclosure of individually identified health information is also covered by applicable California law, including but not limited to the Confidentiality of Medical Information Act (California Civil Code section 56 et seq.).  To the extent that California law is more stringent with respect to the protection of such information, applicable California law shall govern Business Associate’s use and Disclosure of confidential information related to the performance of this Exhibit.
