A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe emergency medical services parcel tax administration.

The County intends to award a three year contract (with option to renew for two years) to the bidder selected as the lowest responsible bidder whose response meets the County’s requirements.

B. SCOPE/BACKGROUND
Alameda County Emergency Medical Services (ALCO EMS) is a division of the Alameda County Health Care Services Agency. ALCO EMS plans, implements, evaluates, and regulates the emergency medical services system throughout Alameda County.  The services provided include non-emergency and 911 communications, dispatch, response, treatment and transport services, provided by a comprehensive network of pre-hospital-based emergency departments, critical and specialty care centers. EMS ensures the efficiency, effectiveness, and quality of the system through program and policy development and implementation, regulation, contract monitoring, research, and education. 
Selected Contractor shall prepare, manage, and evaluate the ALACO EMS Parcel tax based on the requirements of Ordinance No. 0-97-52 (Measure C) which includes facilitating the completion and submittal of the letter to the County, and the Final Special Tax Roll for the ALACO EMS Special Tax per fiscal year.
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing emergency medical service tax administration for at least five (5) years.
b. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this IRFQ.
D. SPECIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 

1. Contractor shall have knowledge and experience in the Administration of the Emergency Medical Services Parcel Tax as required by Ordinance No. 0-97-52 (Measure C).
2. Contractor shall have knowledge and experience preparing a tax database (including all relative reports) based upon the county’s closed property tax roll and the requirements of No. 0-97-52 (Measure C).
3. Contractor shall have knowledge and experience preparing an electronic file of the emergency medical services special tax roll for the ensuing year.
4. Contractor shall have substantial work experience collaborating with a local Emergency Medical Services agency or District in comparable size to Alameda County
5. Contractor shall obtain an electronic copy of the County's closed property tax roll information from the County Auditor which becomes available July 1 of each fiscal year. 

6. Contractor shall prepare the ensuing year's emergency medical services tax database based upon the County's closed property tax roll and the requirements of Ordinance No. 0-97-52 (Measure C).

7. Contractor shall review all use code changes in the ensuing year's emergency medical services tax database that have occurred since the prior fiscal year-end reclassify the parcels based upon the requirements of Ordinance No.0-97-52 (Measure C).

8. Contractor shall review all new multi-family residential parcels in the ensuing year's emergency medical services tax database and input the number of units for each new parcel based upon the unit information received from the County Auditor.

9. Contractor shall review all exceptions resulting from property owner inquiries from the prior fiscal year and make the necessary adjustments to the database.

10. Contractor shall calculate the emergency medical services special tax for each taxable parcel located within the County based on the requirements of Ordinance No. 0-97-52 (Measure C).

11. Contractor shall compare the current year's special taxes to the prior year's special taxes for each parcel. If the special tax amount has changed, review to make sure the change is justified (e.g. CPI was added, usecode changed, units changed, etc.)

12. Contractor shall prepare an electronic computer disk of the emergency medical services special tax roll for the ensuing year. Submit the electronic computer disk to the County Auditor/Controller office for processing. 

13. Contractor shall make adjustments or corrections as required for parcels that do not match the County's ensuing year's closed property tax roll.

14. After acceptance of the emergency medical services special tax roll, contractor shall provide the County's EMS department with an electronic copy for their files.
E. DELIVERABLES/REPORTS
1. Contractor shall prepare electronic files of the EMS special tax roll for the following year.
2. Contract shall submit the electronic file to the Alameda County Auditor Controller’s Office for processing.  
F. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business: 
For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 561410; 921130.   

A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.

In order to participate herein, the small or emerging business must also satisfy the locality requirements and be certified by the County as a Small or Emerging, local business.  To access the online (PDF) version of this application, please go to: East Bay Interagency Alliance (EBIA) Common Application for Local Certification.
A locally owned business, for purposes of satisfying the locality requirements of this provision, is a firm or dealer with fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six months prior to the issue date of this IRFQ; and which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.  As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses the following provisions shall apply to this IRFQ:

a. If Bidder is certified by the County as either a small and local or an emerging and local business, the County will provide a 5% bid preference.  However, a bid preference cannot override a State law, which requires the granting of an award to the lowest responsible bidder.  Bidders not meeting the small or emerging local business requirements set forth above do not qualify for a bid preference and must subcontract with one or more County certified small and/or emerging local businesses for at least 20% of Bidder’s total bid amount in order to be considered for the contract award.  SLEB subcontractors must be independently owned and operated from the prime contractor with no employees of either entity working for the other.  
b. Bidder, in its bid response, must submit written documentation evidencing a firm contractual commitment to meeting this minimum local participation requirement.  Participation of a small and/or emerging local business must be maintained for the term of any contract resulting from this IRFQ.  Evidence of participation shall be provided immediately upon request at any time during the term of such contract. 

The following entities are exempt from the Small and Emerging Local Business (SLEB) requirements as described above and are not required to subcontract with a SLEB.  If you apply and are certified as a SLEB, you will receive a 5% SLEB bid preference:

· non-profit community based organizations (CBOs) that are providing services on behalf of the County directly to County clients/residents

· non-profit churches or non-profit religious organizations (NPO);
· public schools; and universities; and
· government agencies
Non-profits must provide proof of their tax exempt status. These are defined as organizations that are certified by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service as 501(c)3.

J. AWARD
1. The award will be made to the lowest possible Bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions. 
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible Bidders who will be considered the Back-up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.  
3. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

4. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

5. The IRFQ specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, IRFQ Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this IRFQ.

6. Standard Services Agreement terms and conditions may be negotiated with the selected Bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

L. SUBMITTAL OF BIDS

2. All bids must be completed and successfully uploaded through Alameda County EZSourcing BY 2:00 p.m. on the due date specified in this IRFQ.  Technical difficulties in downloading/submitting documents through the Alameda County EZSourcing shall not extend the due date and time.

3. Successful uploading of a document does not equal acceptance of the document by Alameda County. 
4. In order for bids to be considered complete, Bidder must provide responses to all information requested in Exhibit A – Bid Response Packet.
5. All Exhibits must also be submitted through the EZSourcing preferably in a single file.  All information requested on the Exhibits must be supplied.  Any Exhibits (or items therein) not applicable to the bidder must still be submitted as part of a complete bid response, with such pages or items clearly marked “N/A.”
6. Bid responses will NOT be accepted via e-mail or facsimile. 
7. Bid responses, in whole or in part, are NOT to be marked confidential or proprietary.  County may refuse to consider any bid response or part thereof so marked. 1. ADDITIONAL INSURED: County of Alameda, its Board of Supervisors, the individual members thereof, and all County officers, agents, employees, volunteers, and representatives are to be covered as additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the Contractor’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10 11 85 or if not available, through the addition of both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 if a later edition is used). Auto policy shall contain or be endorsed to contain additional insured coverage for the County.

2. DURATION OF COVERAGE: All required insurance shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement. In addition, Insurance policies and coverage(s) written on a claims-made basis shall be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided during the entire term of the Agreement and for at least five (5) years following the later of termination of the Agreement and acceptance of all work provided under the Agreement, with the retroactive date of said insurance (as may be applicable) concurrent with the commencement of activities pursuant to this Agreement. If coverage is cancelled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date, the Contractor must purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of work. 
3. REDUCTION OR LIMIT OF OBLIGATION:  All insurance policies, including excess and umbrella insurance policies, shall be primary and non-contributory coverage at least as broad as ISO CG 20 10 04 13 as respects the County, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers.   Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the County, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be excess of the Contractor’ insurance and shall not contribute with it. Pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement insurance effected or procured by the Contractor shall not reduce or limit Contractor’s contractual obligation to indemnify and defend the Indemnified Parties.

4. INSURER FINANCIAL RATING:  Insurance shall be maintained through an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of no less than A: VII or equivalent, shall be admitted to the State of California unless otherwise acceptable by Risk Management, and with deductible amounts acceptable to the County.  Acceptance of Contractor’s insurance by County shall not relieve or decrease the liability of Contractor hereunder. Self-insured retentions must be declared and approved.  Any deductible or self-insured retention amount or other similar obligation under the policies shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor. The policy language shall provide or be endorsed to provide, that the self –insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or County.

5. SUBCONTRACTORS:  Contractor shall include all subcontractors as an insured (covered party) under its policies or shall verify that the subcontractor, under its own policies and endorsements, has complied with the insurance requirements in this Agreement, including this Exhibit. 

6. JOINT VENTURES: If Contractor is an association, partnership or other joint business venture, required insurance shall be provided by one of the following methods:

· Separate insurance policies issued for each individual entity, with each entity included as a “Named Insured” (covered party), or at minimum named as an “Additional Insured” on the other’s policies. Coverage shall be at least as broad as in the ISO Forms named above. 

· Joint insurance program with the association, partnership or other joint business venture included as a “Named Insured”.

7. CANCELLATION OF INSURANCE: Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be cancelled, except with notice of cancellation provided to the County in accordance with policy terms and conditions.  

8. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE: Before commencing operations under this Agreement, Contractor shall provide Certificate(s) of insurance and applicable insurance endorsements as set forth in the provisions of this Agreement and this Exhibit C, in forms satisfactory to County, evidencing that all required insurance coverage is in effect. However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Contactor’s obligation to provide them.  The County reserves the right to require the Contractor to provide complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by these specifications, at any time.
