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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe an experienced and qualified consultant to prepare an Initial Study (IS) consistent with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) to assess whether the proposed ballot measure may cause adverse environmental impacts; and, if demonstrated to be the appropriate level of environmental analysis based on the adverse environmental impacts identified and potential mitigation measures, to prepare a Negative Declaration (ND) or Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND). If the IS demonstrates that an EIR is necessary for this project, the only deliverable produced under this contract will be the IS. The County will issue a new Request for Proposals for a separate contract for preparation of the EIR.
The ballot measure would amend the “Save Agriculture and Open Space Lands” Ballot Measure (Measure D, November 2000) to provide, in addition to the .01 floor area ratio currently allowed for non-residential buildings, (1) a maximum floor area ratio (FAR) of .025 for agricultural buildings, including greenhouses, in areas designated Large Parcel Agriculture by the General Plan and (2) a maximum FAR of .025, with at least 20,000 square feet allowed on smaller parcels, up to a maximum of 60,000 square feet on larger parcels, for covered equestrian riding arenas in areas designated Large Parcel Agriculture and Resource Management by the General Plan. 
The County intends to award a four-month contract to the Bidder(s) selected as the most responsible Bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements. The contract is expected to begin in May 2022 and conclude by August 2022.  To be placed on the November 8, 2022 ballot, the Board of Supervisors must conduct a second reading of the ordinance no later than August 12, 2022. The tentative meeting schedule for approval of the proposed ballot question and ordinance is below:

B. SCOPE

The County is seeking assistance from a contractor with the experience, capacity and skills necessary to prepare all required documents for California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) review and submittal, including the Initial Study (IS), Negative Declaration (ND) or Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), and CEQA Determination, for the proposed ballot measure and to take the documents through the public consultation process to adoption by the County Board of Supervisors. This should include public posting and noticing for comment. 
The Planning Department has determined that the budget for this program should be adequate but not excessive, and that consideration will be given to the proposal that outlines the most efficient and cost-effective way to perform the work and produce the products described above. For budget purposes, contractor may list different prices depending on the level of analysis that may ultimately be needed.
Details about what is included in the scope of work is provided in Section E – Specific Requirements. 
C. BACKGROUND

Alameda County is located to the east of San Francisco Bay. The ballot measure would affect the rural unincorporated portions of the County in the East County and the Castro Valley Canyonlands. Exhibit B – Map of Agricultural Lands By Land Use Designation, shows the agricultural lands within the County with general plan designations of “Large Parcel Agriculture” (LPA) and “Resource Management” (RM) that will be the focus of the environmental review. 

The East County encompasses 418 square miles of eastern Alameda County and includes the cities of Dublin, Livermore, and Pleasanton. The planning area extends from the Pleasanton/Dublin ridgeline on the west to the San Joaquin County line on the east and from the Contra Costa County line on the north to the Santa Clara County line on the south. Agriculture is the predominant land use in the unincorporated area surrounding the cities. Cattle and horse grazing are the primary agricultural uses. Vineyards and olive orchards are concentrated in the South Livermore Valley Wine Region. Various cultivated crops are grown in the Sunol Valley, southwest of Pleasanton, and the Mountain House area in the northeast corner of the County. 
The Castro Valley Canyonlands include approximately 24 square miles and extend from the northern county line southward to Niles Canyon Road. North of I-580, the Canyonlands generally surround the urban portion of the unincorporated community of Castro Valley to the north, east, and southeast. The southern portion of the Canyonlands lies to the east of the unincorporated community of Fairview and the Cities of Hayward and Union City, and to the west of the East County. Cattle and horse grazing are the predominant agricultural uses in the area.
In November 2000, the Alameda County electorate approved the Save Agriculture and Open Space Lands Initiative (Measure D). The Initiative amended portions of the East County Area Plan (ECAP) and Castro Valley General Plan (CVGP) to effectively lock in limitations on development on parcels with general plan designations of Large Parcel Agriculture (LPA) or Resource Management (RM) (see map in Appendix B). On properties with general plan designations of Large Parcel Agriculture (LPA) or Resource Management (RM), Measure D currently allows a maximum building intensity of .01 Floor Area Ratio (FAR), but not less than 20,000 square feet, for non-residential buildings. Also, only on properties designated LPA, an additional FAR of .025 is allowed for greenhouses. A maximum of 12,000 square feet is allowed for residential and residential accessory uses in both designations. 

Resulting from many years of discussions with stakeholders, the ballot measure would apply the .025 FAR now allowed for greenhouses in the LPA designation to all types of agricultural buildings only on properties designated LPA, which includes most of the agricultural parcels in East County. Since Measure D designated the entirety of the Castro Valley Canyonlands RM, the .025 FAR would not apply to any properties in the Canyonlands. 
On properties designated LPA or RM, the ballot measure would allow a .025 FAR for covered equestrian arenas up to a maximum of 60,000 square feet, with at least 20,000 square feet allowed for arenas on smaller parcels. The additional square footage for covered arenas would be allowed on parcels in the Canyonlands as well as in East County. The table below outlines the square footage that would be allowed, with the modifications in the proposed ballot measure, for each building type on parcels of various sizes designated LPA or RM. The ballot measure would not change the 12,000 square feet currently allowed for residential and residential accessory buildings on parcels of all sizes in both land use designations. The .01 FAR currently allowed for non-residential buildings (including agricultural buildings) would also remain unchanged for both land use designations.The proposed language for the ballot question and the ordinance to be approved by the Board of Supervisors is provided in Exhibit D – Ballot Measure Language.

D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS  
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing land use planning and environmental review services for at least three (3) years.
b. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFP.
E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
The selected Contractor(s) will have demonstrated expertise in land use planning and environmental review consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The Contractor(s) will be expected to become familiar with the relevant portions of the unincorporated County, the County’s General Plan, and zoning ordinance, and work closely in collaboration with CDA staff. 
Proposals must address the following tasks, providing a description and timeline of how they would be accomplished. Additional or optional tasks may be included and creative approaches are welcome. The final scope of work will be subject to refinement and mutual agreement following the project’s launch and further discussion. The scope of work for these tasks is anticipated to include, but is not limited to, the work detailed below, and the Deliverables/ Reports identified in Section F. 

1. Prepare Initial Study
Environmental review will consist of assembling and preparing the project description section of the Initial Study using information and materials provided by County staff. The consultant will utilize the County’s Initial Study Checklist and will complete a discussion of each item at a level of detail sufficient to evaluate potential impacts of the Project.
2. Administrative Draft Initial Study/Negative Declaration/Mitigated Negative Declaration
Depending on the outcome of the analysis contained in the Initial Study, if determined to be the appropriate level of review, the consultant will prepare an administrative draft Negative Declaration (ND) or Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for review by County staff. If a MND is required, the consultant will determine appropriate mitigation measures to address identified environmental impacts and develop an accompanying draft Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program. Only elements of the proposed project that could result in physical changes to the environment should be analyzed. Where possible, elements that would clearly not result in physical effects should be identified as such and not described again.
3. Public Review Draft Initial Study/Negative Declaration/Mitigated Negative Declaration
The consultant will revise the administrative draft IS/ND or IS/MND to the satisfaction of County staff before the document is produced and circulated to the public. County staff will prepare and distribute a Notice of Intent to Adopt the IS/ND or IS/MND; and will publish and distribute the IS/ND or IS/MND for public review. County staff anticipates that the IS/ND or IS/MND will circulate for a twenty-day public review period. The consultant will review the written and verbal comments received during the public review period and prepare appropriate responses after meeting and conferring with County staff.
1. Final IS/ND or IS/MND and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program

Based on comments received on the IS/ND or IS/MND, the consultant will prepare a Final IS/ND or IS/MND which will include responses to comments, a revised Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program, if necessary, based on analysis by the consultant of any information gathered as a result of public comments, and any other new information appropriate for the document. County staff will file a Notice of Determination upon adoption of the Final IS/ND or IS/MND by the County Board of Supervisors.
5. Public Hearing and Meetings 
The consultant will attend up to two meetings with County staff, the first upon initiation of the project and the second upon completion of the administrative draft document. During the environmental review process the consultant will be expected to work closely with County staff. The consultant may be asked to attend and be prepared to present information at one public hearing before the County Planning Commission. Additional meetings may be added, if needed, on a time-and-materials basis.

G. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The Bidders conference held on April 14 and 15, 2022 will be online via Zoom ONLY. Interviews will NOT be in person due to COVID compliance.  
2. Networking/Bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFP
b. Provide an opportunity for Bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification

c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.

4. Only written questions submitted by the stated deadline will be addressed in an RFP Question and Answer (Q&A) following the Networking/Bidders conferences.  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFP, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences. The Q&A and Addendum are the final stance of the County.

6. Potential Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend Networking/Bidders Conference(s) in order to facilitate potential subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a Networking/Bidder’s Conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List. Failure to participate in a Networking/Bidder’s Conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions. Attendance at a Networking/Bidder’s Conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in land use planning and environmental review in compliance with CEQA requirements. The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidders to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.
Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible Bidders whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the Bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of Bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 550 points, including the possible 50 points for local and small, local and emerging, or local preference points (maximum 10% of final score).
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of Bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the three (3) Bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the Bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other Bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All Bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to Bidders. 

The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

I. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60-day period of any contract which may be awarded to the Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1. The contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2. Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  The contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked Bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

J. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all Bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any. The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the Bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful Bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful Bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be 4 months.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for an additional term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
L. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.

2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

4. Taxes and freight charges:

a. The County is soliciting a total price for this project. The price(s) quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including all taxes (excluding Sales and Use taxes) and all other charges.

b. No charge for delivery, drayage, express, parcel post packing, cartage, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, or for any other purpose, except taxes legally payable by County, will be paid by the County unless expressly included and itemized in the bid.

c. Amount paid for transportation of property to the County of Alameda is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  An exemption certificate is not required where the shipping papers show the consignee as Alameda County; as such papers may be accepted by the carrier as proof of the exempt character of the shipment.

d. Articles sold to the County of Alameda are exempt from certain Federal excise taxes.  The County will furnish an exemption certificate.
5. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

6. A total price is required for this contract and will be the maximum price the County will pay.  
7. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

8. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

9. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

M. AWARD

1. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFP section titled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.” 

2. The committee will recommend award to the Bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the Bidder with the lowest price. 

3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services. 
As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders must meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at: https://www.acgov.org/sleb/overview.htm 
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.
4. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFP or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for Bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

5. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
6. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

7. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

8. Board approval to award a contract is required.  
9. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval. 

10. Final Standard Agreement terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected Bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

N. METHOD OF ORDERING

1. A written PO and signed Standard Agreement contract will be issued upon Board approval. 

2. POs and Standard Agreements will be transmitted electronically or mailed and shall be the only authorization for the Contractor to place an order.

3. POs and payments for products and/or services will be issued only in the name of Contractor. 

4. Contractor shall adapt to changes to the method of ordering procedures as required by the County during the term of the contract.

5. Change orders shall be agreed upon by Contractor and County and issued as needed in writing by County.

O. WARRANTY 
1. Bidder expressly warrants that all goods and services to be furnished pursuant to any contract awarded it arising from the Bid will conform to the descriptions and specifications contained herein.  Bidder expressly warrants that all goods and services to be furnished pursuant to such award will be fit and sufficient for the purpose(s) intended.  This warranty shall survive any inspections, delivery, acceptance or payment by the County.  Bidder warrants that all work and services furnished hereunder shall be guaranteed for a period of three (3) years from the date of acceptance by the County. 
P. INVOICING

1. Contractor shall invoice the requesting department, unless otherwise advised, upon satisfactory receipt of product and/or performance of services.

2. County will use best efforts to make payment within 30 days following receipt and review of invoice and upon complete satisfactory receipt of product and performance of services.  
3. County shall notify Contractor of any adjustments required to invoice.
4. Invoices shall contain County PO number, invoice number, remit to address and itemized products and/or services description and price as quoted and shall be accompanied by acceptable proof of delivery.

5. Contractor shall utilize standardized invoice upon request.

6. Invoices shall only be issued by the Contractor who is awarded a contract.

7. Payments will be issued to and invoices must be received from the same Contractor whose name is specified on the POs.

8. The County will pay Contractor monthly or as agreed upon, not to exceed the total quoted in the bid response.

Q. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 
1. In the event the Contractor’s performance and/or deliverable projects have been deemed unsatisfactory by a review committee, the County reserves the right to withhold future payments until the performance and or deliverable projects are deemed satisfactory.

R. PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS 
1. Contractor shall comply with all the terms of this contract, as may be modified periodically at the sole discretion of the County Community Development Agency, including but not limited to providing all deliverables, attendance at all meetings and public hearings, staying within the budget, and meeting the letter and intent of the project scope.

2. Contractor shall comply with all scheduling and deadline requirements of this contract, as may be modified periodically at the sole discretion of the County Community Development Agency.

3. Contractor shall provide to the County Community Development Agency all documents in both .pdf, bound paper copies, and editable electronic file formats, to the satisfaction of the County Community Development Agency. 
S. ACCOUNT MANAGER / SUPPORT STAFF

1. Contractor shall provide a dedicated competent account manager who shall be responsible for the County account/contract.  The account manager shall receive all orders from the County and shall be the primary contact for all issues regarding Bidder’s response to this RFP and any contract which may arise pursuant to this RFP.
2. Contractor shall also provide adequate, competent support staff that shall be able to service the County during normal working hours, Monday through Friday. 1. All bids must be completed and successfully submitted by email ONLY to elizabeth.mcelligott@acgov.org BY 5:00 p.m. on the due date specified in the Calendar of Events.

BALLOT MEASURE LANGUAGE
Draft language prepared by the Office of the County Counsel for the ballot question and the ordinance to amend Measure D, to become effective if the ballot measure passes, is provided below. This language must be approved by the Board of Supervisors by July of 2022 to be placed on the November 8, 2022 ballot.

Draft Ballot Language:

BALLOT QUESTION: To preserve and enhance agriculture in the unincorporated area of Alameda County, shall the “Save Agriculture and Open Space Lands” Initiative (Measure D 2000) allow (1) a maximum floor area ratio of .025 for agricultural buildings in Large Parcel Agriculture areas and (2) a maximum floor area ratio of .025, with a minimum of 20,000 and a maximum of 60,000 square feet, for covered equestrian riding arenas in Large Parcel Agriculture and Resource Management areas?

Draft ordinance text for adoption by Board of Supervisors, to become effective if ballot measure passes:

General Plan Amendments

The people of Alameda County hereby adopt the following amendments to the text of the “Save Agriculture and Open Space Lands” ballot initiative of November 7, 2000 (Measure D).  It is the intent of the people of Alameda County that Section III, subsections A, B and C are each part of the amendment of Measure D adopted by this Measure.

A.
Large Parcel Agriculture Land Use Designation

The East County Area Plan “Description of Land Use Designations” for Large Parcel Agriculture lands contained in Section 8 of Measure D are amended to provide a floor area ratio (FAR) of .025 for agricultural buildings and to allow not more than 60,000 square feet of floor area for covered equestrian riding arenas.

Additions are shown as underlines and deletions by strikeouts.

*Large Parcel Agriculture requires a minimum parcel size of 100 acres, except as provided in Programs 39A and 40.  The maximum building intensity for non-residential buildings shall be .01 FAR (floor area ratio) but not less than 20,000 square feet.  Where permitted, and in addition to the FAR for non-residential buildings, agricultural buildings, including greenhouses, shall have a maximum intensity of .025 and covered equestrian riding arenas shall be allowed a maximum floor area ratio of .025 with a minimum allowable floor area of at least 20,000 square feet and a maximum allowable floor area of not more than 60,000 square feet.  One single family home per parcel is allowed provided that all other County standards are met for adequate road access, sewer and water facilities, building envelope location, visual protection, and public services.  Residential and residential accessory buildings shall have a maximum floor space of 12,000 square feet.  Additional residential units may be allowed if they are occupied by farm employees required to reside on-site.  Apart from infrastructure under Policy 13, all buildings shall be located on a contiguous development envelope not to exceed 2 acres except they may be located outside the envelope if necessary for security reasons or, if structures for agricultural uses, necessary for agricultural use.  Subject to the provisions of the Initiative, this designation permits agricultural uses, agricultural processing facilities (for example wineries, olive presses), limited agricultural support service uses (for example animal feed facilities, silos, stables, and feed stores), secondary residential units, visitor-serving commercial facilities (by way of illustration, tasting rooms, fruit stands, bed and breakfast inns), recreational uses, public and quasi-public uses, solid waste landfills and related waste management facilities, quarries, windfarms and related facilities, utility corridors, and similar uses compatible with agriculture.  Different provisions may apply in the South Livermore Valley Plan Area, or in the North Livermore Intensive Agriculture Area.
B.
Resource Management Land Use Designation 

The East County Area Plan “Description of Land Use Designations” for Resource Management lands in Section 8 of Measure D are amended to allow not more than 60,000 square feet of floor area for covered equestrian riding arenas.

Additions are shown as underlines and deletions by strikeouts.

*Resource Management requires a minimum parcel size of 100 acres and a maximum building intensity for non-residential uses of .01 FAR but not less than 20,000 square feet and covered equestrian riding arenas shall be allowed (in addition to the FAR for non-residential buildings) a maximum FAR of .025 with a minimum allowable floor area of 20,000 square feet and a maximum allowable floor area of not more than 60,000 square feet.  One single family home per parcel is allowed provided that all other County standards are met for adequate road access, sewer and water facilities, building envelope location, visual protection, and public services.  Residential and residential accessory buildings shall have a maximum floor space of 12,000 square feet.  Apart from infrastructure under Policy 13, all buildings shall be located on a contiguous development envelope not to exceed 2 acres, except they may be located outside the envelope if necessary for security reasons or, if structures for agricultural use, necessary for agricultural use.  Subject to the provisions of the Initiative, this designation permits agricultural uses, recreational uses, habitat protection, watershed management, public and quasi-public uses, areas typically unsuitable for human occupation due to public health and safety hazards such as earthquake faults, floodways, unstable soils, or areas containing wildlife habitat and other environmentally sensitive features, secondary residential units, active sand and gravel and other quarries, reclaimed quarry lakes, and similar and compatible uses.  Sand and gravel quarries allow a range of uses including sand and gravel processing, associated manufacturing and recycling uses requiring proximity to quarries, reclamation pits, and public use areas.  This designation is intended mainly for land designated for long-term preservation as open space but may include low intensity agriculture, grazing, and very low density residential use.

C.
Tables in East County Area Plan Appendix

To conform the Tables in the East County Area Plan Appendix to the amendments made in Sections III, subsections A and B of this Ordinance, Section 11(e) of Measure D is amended as follows:

(e) In Table 10, Appendix 7, a maximum floor area of 12,000 square feet is added for residential and residential accessory buildings in Rural Density, Large Parcel Agriculture, Resource Management, and Water Management Lands; a maximum floor area ratio (FAR) of .025 is added for agricultural buildings, including greenhouses, in Large Parcel Agriculture; the floor area ratio (FAR) in Large Parcel Agriculture and Resource Management is changed by adding a minimum of not less than 20,000 square feet; and a maximum floor area ratio of .025 with a minimum allowable floor area of 20,000 square feet and a maximum allowable floor area of 60,000 square feet is added for covered equestrian riding arenas in Large Parcel Agriculture and Resource Management.  For Rural Density the Allowable Gross Density is changed from less than 1 unit/acre to 5 acre minimum parcel size, and Typical Uses from 1-100 acre to 5 acre or less.  
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
