It is the intent of these specifications, terms, and conditions to describe pharmaceutical supplies and services being requested by the County.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: _Hlk87025635]The County intends to award a three (3) year contract (with the option to renew for two (2) years) to the Bidder selected as the most responsible Bidders whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.  
[bookmark: _Toc339364438][bookmark: _Toc339364699][bookmark: _Toc181023271]SCOPE/BACKGROUND
[bookmark: _Toc339364439][bookmark: _Toc339364700]Alameda County Tuberculosis (TB) Control and Acute Communicable Disease (CD) Control are state-mandated programs, whose goals are to prevent the spread of TB and other CDs in the community and to preserve the public health of the County. TB Control and Acute CD Control are separate sections within the Division of Communicable Disease Control and Prevention (DCDCP).
The priorities and objectives of DCDCP TB/Acute CD Control are to ensure early identification and reporting of all persons with TB and Acute CD; ensure timely completion of appropriate therapy; ensure contacts to persons with communicable disease are promptly identified, examined, and, as applicable, treated.
Alameda County Public Health Department (ACPHD) requires pharmaceutical supplies and services for clients (patients) for whom cost (e.g., due to lack of insurance, inadequate insurance coverage or high copays) presents a barrier to procuring their prescribed medication. This barrier may result in delays in initiation and completion of treatment and subsequent worsening of clients’ disease, prolonged infectious periods, and increased risk of transmission to members of the public.

BIDDER Minimum Qualifications
a. Bidder must be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing pharmaceutical supplies and services for at least five (5) years, which must be clearly stated or demonstrated in the bid response. 
b. Bidder must provide the following credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFP:
(1) Bidder must have a current and valid license to operate issued by the California State Board of Pharmacy.
(2) Pharmacists dispensing prescription medication as specified in this RFP must be licensed to practice by the California State Board of Pharmacy.
c. Bidder must also possess all permits, licenses, and professional credentials necessary to supply products and perform services specified under this RFP.  Unless noted otherwise in the RFP, for example the item(s) stated above, including any Addendum, Bidder is not required to submit copies or verification of the permits, licenses, and credentials; however, Bidder must provide such proof if requested by County.

[bookmark: _Toc339364441][bookmark: _Toc339364702]Contractor must:

[bookmark: _Hlk524008294]Provide pharmaceutical services and supplies for Communicable Disease (CD) cases, suspects, and their contacts who require treatment and/or prophylaxis for Invasive Haemophilus influenzae, Pertussis, Neisseria Meningitidis, and Tuberculosis (TB) who meet eligibility criteria outlined in the contract resulting from the RFP.  
Provide additional pharmaceutical services and supplies and support and enhance treatment of communicable diseases as authorized by the Acute CD Controller and TB Controller (e.g., purified protein derivative solution to test for TB infection).
Dispense medications for eligible CD cases, suspects, and their contacts who require treatment as prescribed by a provider licensed to practice in California [i.e., physician (MD), Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine (DO), nurse practitioner (NP), and physician assistant (PA), or by a registered nurse (RN) acting under the authority of a standardized procedure or standing orders signed by a physician].
Work collaboratively with the ACPHD to prevent, control, and eliminate CDs in Alameda County.
Scope of Services
a. To be eligible for pharmaceutical services, a client must be a CD case, suspect, or contact under the surveillance of ACPHD who requires treatment and/or prophylaxis for H. Influenzae, Pertussis, Neisseria Meningitidis, or TB, and:
(1) Have no health insurance, or
(2) Inadequate health insurance (e.g., does not cover, or only partially covers, cost of prescription fill/refill), or
(3) High copay/share of cost, or
(4) Prescribed medication is not immediately available at client’s regular pharmacy, and treatment needs to be expedited (in these situations, review eligibility after 30 days to determine if an alternative insurance source can be billed), or
(5) Other, at the discretion of Acute CD and TB Controllers/Nurse Managers.

b. Contractor must fill prescriptions for medications with the lowest cost of generic medication available and must not exceed the Medi-Cal maximum Available Wholesale Price (AWP), whichever is lowest. 

c. [bookmark: _Hlk524013325]Contractor must ensure supplies of first-line TB medications (i.e., isoniazid, rifampin, pyrazinamide, ethambutol) and vitamin B6 are always available and be able to procure second-line TB medications (aminoglycoside or polypeptide, fluoroquinolones, pretominid, cycloserine, ethionamide, and linezolid within one (1) working day of receiving the prescription; in addition, Contractor must be able to procure supplies of rifabutin or rifapentine within one (1) working day of receiving the prescription.  See Exhibit B for list of TB medications. 

d. Unit dosing (also known as “compliance packaging” e.g., blister cards or bubble packs, or medication strips):

(1) Upon request, Contractor must package medication as unit doses (also known as “compliance packaging”) 

(2) Upon request, Contractor must re-package medication dispensed by other pharmacies as unit doses.

e. Contractor must provide courier services to deliver medication and pharmaceutical supplies within the boundaries of Alameda County:

(1) Weekdays: 2 days per week.
(2) Upon request.
(3) Emergency: after-hours, weekends, and legal holidays.
(4) To Acute CD office (refer to billing address) upon request.
(5) To TB Control office (refer to billing address) daily if needed, and more frequently upon request.
(6) [bookmark: _Hlk524606063]To clients’ homes or other locations (e.g., inpatient or outpatient health care facility).
f. Required business hours: 

(1) Monday through Friday, 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM

g. Contractor must be available to fill emergency CD treatment or prophylaxis prescriptions and deliver to clients 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. See Exhibit B for list of CD medications.

Administrative Requirements
Contractor must:

a. Provide access and allow Registered Nurse (RN)/Public Health Nurses (PHNs) to review patient's pharmaceutical records at least monthly and more often as needed.

b. Consult with DCDCP Acute CD or TB Controllers or PHNs as needed.

c. Notify PHNs of any failure to pick up a prescription or refill within two working days of Contractor receiving and filling the prescription.

d. Follow all applicable federal, state, and local regulations, including Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act Privacy and Security requirements and California State Board of Pharmacy.

7. Medically Necessary Services

a. Contractor must provide and will be compensated only for Medically Necessary services and supplies.  "Medically Necessary" means services or supplies which, under the provisions of this agreement, are determined to be: 

(1) Appropriate and necessary for the treatment of a CD,

(2) Appropriate and necessary for the treatment/management of other medical conditions if failure to provide such services adversely impacts a CD,

(3) Consistent with current Public Health treatment guidelines, and

(4) Not primarily for the convenience of the patient, the patient's provider, or another provider.

8. Conditions for Authorizing Prescription Fills

a. Clients must meet the eligibility criteria outlined in Section D.5.a. 

b. Services and supplies must meet “medically necessary” requirements outlined in Section D.7.a.

c. Prescribing physicians (MD or DO), NPs, PAs, or RNs who submit prescriptions under the authority of standing orders signed by a physician, must be licensed to practice in California.

d. Prescription fills must be pre-authorized by Alameda County TB Control or Acute CD PHN either:

(1) In writing, by means of a completed Pharmacy Request Form, or

(2) Verbally, verbal authorization must be followed by written authorization within two (2) working days.

(3) PHN must attach the client’s insurance details to the Pharmacy Request Form (i.e., copy both sides of an insurance card, or if unavailable attach hospital admission sheet). 

9. Medication Refills

a. Medication refills may be requested (if refills are available on the prescription) by the TB or Acute CD PHNs, or the TB or Acute CD Controller.

10. Controlled Substances

a. Under no circumstances are controlled substances to be distributed under this contract, and there will be no reimbursement for any controlled substance.

11. Reimbursement and Billing

a. Contractor must preclude billing of eligible clients for CD-related pharmaceutical services.

b. Prescription fills must be pre-authorized by Alameda County Public Health Department (ACPHD) in accordance with conditions listed in Section D.9.

c. Contractor will be reimbursed at the lowest cost of generic medication available or the Medi-Cal maximum or AWP, whichever is lowest.

(1) Contractor must check health insurance eligibility status before filling prescription or prescription refills.

(2) Contractor must seek reimbursement first from available funding sources including all third-party payers; thereafter any copayments or deductibles may be billed to ACPHD.

(3) If there is no third-party payer, then the total cost of the medication/supplies will be billed to ACPHD.

(4) In cases where retroactive payment is received for pharmaceutical supplies, the Contractor must credit ACPHD.

12. Procedure for Billing

To receive reimbursement Contractor must:

a. Submit invoices via secured encrypted email (to: phtbreporting@acgov.org) or mail for authorized pharmaceutical services and supplies monthly, prior to the fifteenth of the month including the following information:
(1) Use Contractor letterhead.
(2) Number of unduplicated clients served
(3) Number of prescriptions fills and refills, identified by name of medication

(5) Number and cost of copayments billed to Public Health
(6) Itemize retroactive payment received from a client’s insurance company by client name, health insurance and amount 
(7) Names of providers

13. Grievance

Grievances must be handled in the following manner:

a. The first level of grievance resolution will be a meeting between the ACPHD TB Controller or Acute CD Controller and the Pharmacy Director.  

b. If the grievance is unresolved, the second level of grievance resolution will be a meeting between the ACPHD Director and the Pharmacy Director.  

c. If the grievance remains unresolved, the third level of grievance resolution will be written communication between the Alameda County Health Director and the Pharmacy Director.

[bookmark: _Toc181023276][bookmark: _Toc339364446][bookmark: _Toc339364707]EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE
1. Initial Evaluation (Completeness of Response and Debarment and Suspension). All proposals will first be reviewed to determine if they pass the initial Evaluation Criteria (Section A), which are determined on a pass/fail basis.
2. Evaluation by County Selection Committee.  All proposals that have passed the initial Evaluation Criteria will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The CSC may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience related to the goods or services that are being procured. The CSC will score the proposals according to the Evaluation Criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals will be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
3. Unrealistic Bids. Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments or unrealistically high or low in cost may be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical knowledge or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.
4. Price Discrepancy. In the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension, the unit price will be used for evaluation purposes. 
5. [bookmark: _Hlk103954381]Evaluation Criteria Descriptions.  The items listed in the Evaluation Criteria should be considered as minimum requirements.  All information contained in a proposal and presented in vendor interviews (if there are interviews) will be considered during the evaluation process and included in scoring within the appropriate Evaluation Criteria.
6. Evaluation Scores.   Proposals will be evaluated and scored on the zero to five-point scale within each Evaluation Criteria below.  Scores for all Evaluation Criteria (see the section below) will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a higher-weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.    
7. Shortlist Process: The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including a preliminary evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a shortlist of Bidders that will continue to the final stage of optional vendor interview, and reference checks. The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding any points allocated to references, and optional vendor interview. The five (5) Bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores may advance to the next evaluation phase. All other Bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process. All Bidders will be notified of the shortlist participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to Bidders.
8. Reference Checks.  The County reserves the right to conduct reference check(s) on all Bidders who submitted a bid proposal.  The CSC will then score the reference check(s), as identified in the Evaluation Criteria below, which will then be included in the final score. 
9. [bookmark: _Hlk103954760]Optional Vendor Interviews.  The County may in its sole discretion, conduct vendor interviews.  Should the County opt to conduct a vendor interview, the interview may include responding to standard and specific questions from the CSC regarding the Bidders’ proposal.  Whether or not a shortlist process is used, the score of any evaluation criterion below may be revised or informed based on the vendor interview.   
10. Final Score.  The final maximum score for any procurement is 550 points, including the possible 50 points for local and small, local and emerging, or local preference points (maximum 10% of the final score; derived from 5% for local preference and 5% for either Small and Local or Emerging and Local preference). Proposals will be ranked by their final scores. 
a. Without Vendor Interview. In procurements where there are no vendor interviews, the score received by the evaluation of the written proposal with the reference score added will be the final score. 
b. With Vendor Interview. In procurements where there are vendor interviews, the CSC will consider the interview and may adjust the scores received by the evaluation of the written proposal which, with the reference scores added, will be the final score.    
11. Contact During Evaluation Process. All contact during the evaluation phase must be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders must neither contact nor lobby CSC during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidders to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidders. 
12. Determining Award. As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the highest-ranked responsible Bidder(s) as determined by the combined weight of the Evaluation Criteria, whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County considering all Evaluation Criteria.  The combined weight of the Evaluation Criteria is greater in importance than the cost in determining the best value to the County. The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 
13. The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:
