A. INTENT

To establish a contract for a one year term with option to renew for an additional one year terms for Building Blocks for Health Equity’s Best Babies Zone Economic Development Activities. 
Proposals should not exceed $100,000. 
B. SCOPE
The Alameda County Public Health Department is looking for vendor(s) to provide local entrepreneurship training, including one-on-one coaching, and serve as an advisor and fiscal sponsor for BB4HE’s program, Best Babies Zone’s, Economic Development Activities. 
C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing micro-loans, entrepreneurship trainings, and community engagement for at least 5 years.

2. Bidder’s experience should include, but not be limited to:

a. Bilingual trainings in both English and Spanish

b. Clear commitment to health and social equity

c. Familiarity with local lending systems 

d. Experience working with the following:
· Local outdoor community markets 

· Individuals who may not identify as “entrepreneurs,” but who are in fact operating small businesses 

· Populations aiming to launch sustainable and income generating businesses with little to no sale experience 

· Populations who fall below the 200% federal poverty line 

· Disinvested neighborhoods

3. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this IRFP.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
Contractor shall:

1. Serve as the content expert and consultant on entrepreneurship development and wealth building in East Oakland’s Castlemont neighborhood
2. Oversee a planning process for the development, implementation, and coordination of a comprehensive 5-10 week workshop series. 
3. Follow up with entrepreneurs up to three times over contract timeline to ensure the launch and long-term growth of their sustainable businesses. 

4. Provide a bilingual (English and Spanish) foundational business development training (for example Budget 101) in a culturally relevant and entrepreneur driven setting. 
5. Oversee implementation and oversight of vendor start-up grants and vendor scholarship, including evaluation.
6. Identify the common professional development needs of entrepreneurs.
7. Oversee logistical oversight of one Social Innovation Grant cycles. Social Innovation grants are defined as micro-grants dispersed to local Castlemont residents to implement community led-projects (i.e. community play dates, free community swim lessons, beautification project, etc.). Through implementation of these projects the contractor will be expected to:
a. Collaborate with BBZ Social Innovation Advisory Group to award grants
b. Work with CBOs to disperse micro-grant payment 
c. Participate in Social Innovation Grants orientation by providing a short training on entrepreneurship
8. Serve as a fiscal sponsor for a stipend for one community resident to participate in training, outreach, and facilitating of BBZ economic development activities.
9. Create frameworks for reporting, evaluation, and data-sharing to inform future grant cycles.
E. REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION AND SUBMITTALS
Proposals should not exceed $100, 000 for the time period of June 1, 2017 through January 31, 2018.

· Budget for social innovations micro-grants are budgeted at a total of $25,000 for eight community members at $2,500 each. 
· The BBZ stipend for one community bi-lingual resident is budgeted at 20 hours a week for 36 weeks at 23.73 an hour for this contract. This can be seen as a contractor or stipend position. Supervision of this individual will be led by Building Blocks for Health Equity staff. 
· Training and coaching services 
· Report preparation, including evaluation

· Include additional service or costs, as applicable, and expenses for additional services or costs are subject to Building Blocks for Health Unit’s approval. 
F. EVALUATION CRITERIA
As a result of this INFORMAL REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (IRFP), the County intends to award the contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the IRFP and whose proposal presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered. The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than the cost determined in greatest value to the County. The goal is to award a contract to bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the weight of the evaluation criteria. The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over lowest priced response.

G. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business: 
For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 561499
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.

In order to participate herein, the small or emerging business must also satisfy the locality requirements and be certified by the County as a Small or Emerging, local business.  To access the online (pdf) version of this application please go to: http://www.acgov.org/auditor/sleb/forms/commonapp.pdf.
A locally owned business, for purposes of satisfying the locality requirements of this provision, is a firm or dealer with fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six months prior to the issue date of this IRFP; and which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.  As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses the following provisions shall apply to this IRFP:

a. If Bidder is certified by the County as either a small and local or an emerging and local business, the County will provide a five percent bid preference.  However, a bid preference cannot override a State law, which requires the granting of an award to the lowest responsible bidder.  Bidders not meeting the small or emerging local business requirements set forth above do not qualify for a bid preference and must subcontract with one or more County certified small and/or emerging local businesses for at least 20% of Bidder’s total bid amount in order to be considered for the contract award.  SLEB subcontractors must be independently owned and operated from the prime contractor with no employees of either entity working for the other.  
b. Bidder, in its bid response, must submit written documentation evidencing a firm contractual commitment to meeting this minimum local participation requirement.  Participation of a small and/or emerging local business must be maintained for the term of any contract resulting from this IRFP.  Evidence of participation shall be provided immediately upon request at any time during the term of such contract. 

The County reserves the right to waive these small/emerging local business participation requirements in this IRFP, if the additional estimated cost to the County, which may result from inclusion of these requirements, exceeds five percent of the total estimated contract amount or Ten Thousand Dollars, whichever is less.

The following entities are exempt from the Small and Emerging Local Business (SLEB) requirements as described above and are not required to subcontract with a SLEB.  If you apply and are certified as a SLEB, you will receive a 5% SLEB bid preference:

· non-profit community based organizations (CBOs) that are providing services on behalf of the County directly to County clients/residents

· non-profit churches or non-profit religious organizations (NPO);
· public schools; and universities; and
· government agencies
Non-profits must provide proof of their tax exempt status.  These are defined as organizations that are certified by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service as 501(c)3.

H. DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION POLICY (PURCHASES $25,000 and Over)

In order to prohibit the procurement of any goods or services ultimately funded by Federal awards from debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded parties, each bidder will be screened at the time of IRFP response to ensure bidder, its principal and their named subcontractors are not debarred, suspended or otherwise excluded by the United States Government in compliance with the requirements of 7 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 3016.35, 28 CFR 66.35, 29 CFR 97.35, 34 CFR 80.35, 45 CFR 92.35 and Executive Order 12549.

I. ONLINE CONTRACT COMPLIANCE SYSTEM (PURCHASES OVER $25,000)

As part of the Alameda County General Services Agency’s commitment to assist contractors to conveniently comply with legal and contractual requirements, the County has established an online Contract Compliance System.  The system was designed to help reduce contractors’ administrative costs and to provide various work-flow automation features that improve the project reporting process.

The Alameda County Contract Compliance System will be implemented to monitor contract compliance for County contracts through the use of a new interactive website, Elation Systems.  The prime contractor and all participating subcontractors awarded contracts as a result of this bid process for this project, are required to use the secure web-based system to submit SLEB Program information including, but not limited to, monthly progress payment reports and other information related to SLEB participation.

The Alameda County Contract Compliance System has been designed to provide online functionality that streamlines the process, reduces paperwork and assists contractors and subcontractors in complying with the County’s SLEB Program and its reporting requirements.  Utilizing the Alameda County Contract Compliance System will reduce the amount of time currently required to submit hard copy documentation regarding contract compliance information and is provided for use by County contractors and subcontractors at no cost.

Procedural differences between the previous conventional reporting and the new web-based system include:

· Monthly progress payment status reports will be submitted via the web-based system.

· Paper copies will no longer be required. 

· Contractor will be required to enter data for payments made and subcontractors will be required to enter data for payments received into the web-based system.

Alameda County Contract Compliance System training and ongoing support are provided at no charge to contractors and participating sub-contractors awarded a contract as a result of this bid process for this project.  Contractors having contracts with the County should schedule a representative from their office/company, along with each of their subcontractors, to attend training.  Training sessions are approximately one hour and are held monthly in the Pleasanton, California area.

A special access code will be provided to contractors and subcontractors participating in any contract awarded as a result of this bid process to allow use of the System free of charge. Required for all contractors with employees EL: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease
D | Endorsements and Conditions:

1. ADDITIONAL INSURED: Allinsurance required above with the exception of Commercial or Business Automobile Liability,
Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability, shall be endorsed to name as additional insured: County of Alameda, its Board
of Supervisors, the individual members thereof, and all County officers, agents, employees, volunteers, and representatives.
The Additional Insured endorsement shall be at least as broad as ISO Form Number CG 20 38 04 13.

2. DURATION OF COVERAGE: All required insurance shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement. In addition,
Insurance policies and coverage(s) written on a claims-made basis shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement
and until 3 years following the later of termination of the Agreement and acceptance of all work provided under the Agreement,
with the retroactive date of said insurance (as may be applicable) concurrent with the commencement of activities pursuant to
this Agreement.

3. REDUCTION OR LIMIT OF OBLIGATION: Allinsurance policies, including excess and umbrella insurance policies, shall
include an endorsement and be primary and non-contributory and will not seek contribution from any other insurance (or self-
insurance) available to the County. The primary and non-contributory endorsement shall be at least as broad as ISO Form 20 01
04 13. Pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement insurance effected or procured by the Contractor shall not reduce or limit
Contractor's contractual obligation to indemnify and defend the Indemnified Parties.

4. INSURER FINANCIAL RATING: Insurance shall be maintained through an insurer with a A.M. Best Rating of no less than A:VII
or equivalent, shall be admitted to the State of California unless otherwise waived by Risk Management, and with deductible
amounts acceptable to the County. Acceptance of Contractor’s insurance by County shall not relieve or decrease the liability of
Contractor hereunder. Any deductible or self-insured retention amount or other similar obligation under the policies shall be the
sole responsibility of the Contractor.

5. SUBCONTRACTORS: Contractor shall include all subcontractors as an insured (covered party) under its policies or shall verify
that the subcontractor, under its own policies and endorsements, has complied with the insurance requirements in this
Agreement, including this Exhibit. The additional Insured endorsement shall be at least as broad as ISO Form Number CG 20
38 04 13.

6. JOINT VENTURES: If Contractor is an association, partnership or other joint business venture, required insurance shall be
provided by one of the following methods:

— Separate insurance policies issued for each individual entity, with each entity included as a “Named Insured” (covered
party), or at minimum named as an “Additional Insured” on the other’s policies. Coverage shall be at least as broad as in the
ISO Forms named above.

— Joint insurance program with the association, partnership or other joint business venture included as a “Named Insured”.

7. CANCELLATION OF INSURANCE: All insurance shall be required to provide thirty (30) days advance written notice to the
County of cancellation.

8. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE: Before commencing operations under this Agreement, Contractor shall provide Certificate(s)
of Insurance and applicable insurance endorsements, in form and satisfactory to County, evidencing that all required insurance
coverage is in effect. The County reserves the rights to require the Contractor to provide complete, certified copies of all
required insurance policies. The required certificate(s) and endorsements must be sent as set forth in the Notices provision.
