REQUEST FOR INFORMATION: RFI 05-FY-20
HOTELS AND MOTELS INTERESTED IN BEING ACQUIRED BY ALAMEDA COUNTY 
The General Services Agency (GSA) of the County of Alameda is requesting information on the availability of hotel properties for sale meeting the general requirements listed below. 
Offered or proposed buildings must be located within the geographic region of County of Alameda. 
The offered building must be of sound and substantial construction, of the type generally recognized as a turnkey hotel property. The offered building must also conform to the seismic requirements for new construction of the current (as of the date of the request) edition of the Uniform Building Code (UBC). The offered building must be equipped with fire-sprinklers meeting all requirements of the local jurisdiction’s fire department. 
The general specifications are outlined below:

1. Property size: any sized hotel.

2. Available for close of escrow mid-2020.

3. Location:  All of Alameda County
4. Space must be in compliance with all applicable codes and permits including ADA.

5. Property shall have onsite parking exclusive to property, free from other encumbrances.

6. Current security camera system.

7. Seller to incur all County’s costs associated with title transfer and recording. 

8. Acceptance of Standard County Purchase Sale Agreement:

a. Seller to incur any costs associated with extended ALTA policy.

b. Seller to inspect, correct any and all deficient, as well as certify sewer lateral lines and provide certificate to County.

c. Seller to perform any surveys required for extended ALTA policy. 

d. Escrow initial deposit shall be no more than $50,000.

e. Seller shall work with Buyer to provide prompt access to all areas of the Property and promptly obtain any additional information requested so that all areas can be inspected, including by not limited to the following: 

1. General building condition

2. Structural condition

3. Roof

4. Mechanical, electrical and plumbing systems

5. Life safety systems

6. Toxic, hazardous or contaminated substance matters

7. Accessibility items

8. Soil condition

9. Any other inspections or investigations as deemed reasonable and necessary by Buyer

f. Seller shall provide a list identifying the location of all of hazardous materials, asbestos, or lead-based paint present on the Property.  Seller shall also provide all documentation, including but not limited to reports concerning the presence at any time of hazardous materials, asbestos, or lead-based paint present on the Property at any time.

g. Seller to provide a list of any occupants of the Property without a written lease or permission to occupy. 

h. Seller to deliver a fully vacant property at close of escrow.
i. Seller to provide County a Grant deed conveying to County the Real Property, Improvements and all rights, privileges and easements.  

j. The Property shall be free and clear of all liens, encumbrances, assessments, easement and taxes, except (A) real property taxes and assessments for the fiscal year in which escrow closes (subject to prorations) and (B) easements or rights of way over the land portion of the Property for public or quasi public utilities or public street purposes and (C) such other items as Buyer approves in writing.  

k. Seller must remove all judgment liens before the close of escrow.

The building owner or property owner must be prepared to secure all building permits and any required occupancy or use approvals. 

Once you have a general understanding of the need, please provide us with a written description of each available space that meet the above requirements. Please include all salient information, the location, space and rental costs on a full-service gross basis. Unfortunately, we cannot accept computer printouts listing numerous locations.

Format of information:  Each submittal must have the following financial and qualitative information included.

1. Building or site address, city, zip: Nearest cross street (major or minor street), nearest major intersection, and the date the space is available.

2. Building description, size, proposed suite location size (if part of a larger building), or site size and building capacity under the current applicable zoning code.

3. Proposed sale price of Property.
4. Current status of Property – is it currently on the market? If so, is it under contract?
5. Current Preliminary Title Report (not older than two months of submittal date).
6. Current appraisal (not older than two months of submittal date). 
7. Number of exclusive parking spaces available.

8. Building or site owner name, and owner’s acknowledgement of this potential offering.

9. Building age, construction type and class. Current zoning of the building or site.  Status of ADA compliance, including CASp Report where available.
10. Key personnel/principal offeror’s experience and qualifications.

11. Quality of building design, including items such as aesthetics, architecture, energy conservation, and other considerations.

12. Is the location part of the local police department’s current patrol route.
13. Description of security system.
All information must be in writing and received via U.S. Mail or other courier service no later than 3 p.m., August 31, 2020 at GSA-Real Property Department, 1401 Lakeside Drive, 6th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612-4305, or by email at madeline.serafin@acgov.org. The issuance of this RFI does not constitute a contract award or any type of commitment or obligation on the part of the County.  The County shall not pay or be responsible for any costs incurred in the preparation of the submittals. The County reserves the right to reject all submittals, and no part of this RFI shall be interpreted as an obligation on the part of the County to proceed with the project. It must also be understood that no action, which binds the County, is in effect until the required County approval process is completed, including approval by the County Board of Supervisors at a Public Hearing.
