A. INTENT

The intent of this Request for Interest Pre-Qualifier (RFIPQ) is to search for qualified vendors who can  provide the Alameda County Sheriff’s Office (ACSO) with a licensed and trained physician, registered nurse, or licensed vocational nurse regulated pursuant to Sections 1242, 1242.5, & 1246 of the State of California Business and Professions Code for Blood Withdrawal.  Contractors must be able to meet the response time required for each service as stated in this RFIPQ.
The County intends to issue a Request for Quotation (RFQ) to award a three year contract (with option to renew) to the bidder selected as the lowest responsible bidder meeting ALL County’s requirements.  

Only vendors that have been pre-qualified and approved will be allowed to participate in the RFQ.

The County of Alameda does not guarantee that a subsequent RFQ will be issued.  Should an RFQ be issued, the terms and conditions described in this RFIPQ are not guaranteed to remain exactly the same.  
B. SCOPE

The Contractor shall provide, upon request of authorized peace officer, withdrawal of a blood sample from persons arrested for or under investigation of California Penal Code, California Vehicle Code or California Health and Safety Code violations committed within his/her jurisdiction.

Contractor shall also provide, upon request of authorized peace officer, evidentiary examination on subjects who are suspected in a sexual assault.  The purpose of the examination is to locate and document physical evidence of the assault, recover biological evidence if present, and to recover references and control samples.  These examinations may be performed on persons who have consented to the examination, or without such consent in some circumstances.

The Sheriff required approximately 1,250 blood withdrawal and 15 sexual assault examinations during the past year. The examinations take place at area hospitals, Santa Rita County Jail, Glenn Dyer Detention Facility, and other Alameda County Patrol Stations. 
Due to the stringent State requirements all contractors desiring to bid on the RFQ must pre qualify by completing and returning the check list included in this RFIPQ. Only contractors meeting ALL the qualifications listed in this RFIPQ will be eligible to bid on any RFQ resulting from this RFIPQ.

1. Blood Withdrawal Requirements:

a. Contractor will use the blood withdrawal kit for a range of tests such as: alcohol, drug testing or blood typing. 

b. Contractor must be able to perform the examination twenty-four hours per day, seven days a week.

c. The Contractor shall have a minimum of one qualified person available at all times, by telephone or pager, who can respond within 30 minutes of a request from an officer/deputy and be able to complete the exam without undue delay.  

d. In the event the on-call person is unavailable, a qualified backup shall be available within 30 minutes of the request for services.

e. During special operations, Contractor may be required to have a minimum of two qualified people available at all times, by telephone or pager, who can respond within 30 minutes of a request from an officer/deputy. 

f. Each blood withdrawal by the Contractor will be conducted in the presence of the requesting officer/deputy only.

g. The Contractor shall complete all the documents contained in the blood withdrawal kit and will ensure that all details are legible and all samples are properly sealed with report number, date, time and, name listed.  

h. The Contractor shall be available to testify in court, at the request of the prosecution attorney, regarding the blood withdrawal procedures which were performed. 

i. Specimen collection will be carried out according to specific medically established guidelines.

2. Sexual Assault Suspect Requirements:

a. Contractor must be able to perform the examination twenty-four hours per day, seven days a week.

b. The Contractor shall have a minimum of one qualified person available at all times, by telephone or pager, who must begin the requested examination within 90 minutes of the request for services, and be able to complete the exam without undue delay.  
c. In the event the on-call person is unavailable, a qualified backup shall be available within 30 minutes of the request for services. 
d. Health care professionals conducting this examination shall be able to perform the examination, locate, recover and preserve biological evidence and reference samples using accepted sexual assault evidence collection methods to include the following:

1) Collection of dried and moist secretions, stains, and foreign materials;

2) Pubic hair combing or brushing and collection of reference samples;

3) Penile, scrotal and oral swabs as well as collection of control samples;

4) Fingernail scrapings and cuttings;

5) Use of woods lamp;

6) Recovery of toxicology samples( blood and/or urine);

7) Recovery of reference samples( blood, hair, saliva); and

8) Photographic documentation

e. Contractor will provide required examination forms and Suspect Sexual Assault Examination Kits as detailed in to the State of California, Office of Emergency Services Form OES 2-950, and Forensic Medical Report.
f. Sexual Assault Examination Kits shall contain the following:
1) Cotton swabs;

2) Q-tips;

3) Tweezers;

4) Woods lamp; 

5) Evidence envelopes;

6) Gloves;

7) Tape (to seal envelopes);

8) Butcher paper;

9) Hair comb; 

10) Public hair comb; and

11) Fingernail clipper
g. Contractor must be prepared to testify in court as to their training, observations, findings, and evidence recovery and preservation methods. 

h. Examinations will be performed on persons who have given their consent and on persons without consent in some circumstances.

3. Payment of Services:

a. County will use its best efforts to make payment to Contractor upon successful completion and acceptance of the following services listed within 30 days upon receipt and approval of invoice.

b. Contractor shall provide ACSO with monthly detailed invoices, with verifiable backup documents, no later than 30 days after service is completed.  Invoices shall contain the following:

Shall be accompanied by proof of completion.

C. BIDDER QUALIFICATION CRITERIA

Bidder minimum qualification criteria include, but are not limited, to the following:

1. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing blood withdrawal and sexual assault examinations for at least three years;
2. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFIPQ.
3. Bidder shall submit the pre-qualification documents as described in Bidder Qualification Checklist.

D. COUNTY PROVISIONS
1. Small Local Emerging Business Program:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders must meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at:
