Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System Waiver Consulting Services
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A. INTENT
It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System (DMC-ODS) Waiver Consulting Services.

The County intends to award a 14-month contract (with option to renew) to the bidder(s) selected as the most responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.  
B. SCOPE

The County is seeking a Consultant that will work with its Behavioral Healthcare Services (BHCS) Director, Deputy Director, County Drug & Alcohol Administrator, Information Systems (IS) Deputy Director, BHCS Staff, Community Based Organization (CBO) providers and representatives from other County agencies to assist with responsibilities as needed within BHCS. The consultation services required by the Office of the Director, Alameda County BHCS will be direct and administrative services.
The consultant must be prepared to work with program and fiscal managers as well as contracted providers to meet the Implementation Plan requirements of the Waiver with anticipated start date of July 1, 2018.
The Consultant will help transform BHCS’ alcohol and drug services into a system of care that can meet the new requirements of healthcare reform and the Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System Waiver. The new requirements are prompted by the expanded eligibility and enhanced benefit coverage of Drug Medi-Cal and expanded service expectations prompted by such policy changes as realignment. They are also prompted by other policy changes driving expectations that all healthcare should be well coordinated across different types of providers and tailored to the client’s individual needs.

C. BACKGROUND

BHCS worked extensively on the DMC-ODS Implementation Plan for over a year with input from network providers, county agencies, and many stakeholders. The Plan follows a DHCS-prescribed format to outline how BHCS intends to provide accessible, high quality services to DMC beneficiaries in Alameda County, and address the many requirements found in the Standard Terms and Conditions of the Waiver. The next steps for BHCS are to complete a State Readiness Review for the Waiver, and obtain State-County Intergovernmental Agreement for approval through the Health Care Services Agency from the Alameda County Board of Supervisors. Both BHCS and its contracted network of substance use treatment providers will also need to enhance their staffing infrastructures to meet the many new requirements of the Waiver. 
The DMC/ODS is intended to demonstrate how Medi-Cal beneficiaries can achieve long-term sobriety, while decreasing related health costs associated with substance use and chronic health conditions.  The Substance Use Disorder (SUD) system will be transformed into a specialty managed care program similar in form and function to the County’s Mental Health Plan.  Several key elements will improve the quality of care and ability to achieve sustainable recovery provided to every client:

1. Continuum of care using the American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) criteria to determine medical necessity and appropriate level of care;   

2. Individualized, person-centered treatment based on ASAM criteria to provide a comprehensive and multidimensional assessment of health needs;

3. DMC/ODS imposed performance measures, which include timeliness of first appointment, utilization controls to improve care and efficient use of resources, and network adequacy to meet beneficiary service demands;

4. Cultural and linguistic competency to affect access to treatment, patient retention, and successful recovery;

5. Expanded DMC coverage for services including case management, medication-assisted treatment, withdrawal services, recovery services, and residential treatment for all populations;

6. Behavioral health workforce improvements including Licensed Practitioners of Healing Arts to assess patients, peers to provide recovery support, and competitive wages for direct staff.
The vision for SUD services articulated in the DMC-ODS Implementation Plan aligns with the mission of BHCS, which is to maximize the recovery, resilience and wellness of eligible Alameda County residents who are developing or experiencing serious mental health, alcohol or drug concerns.  Consistent with this mission are the DMC-ODS system performance and outcome goals: 

7. Improve the client experience of care (including quality, engagement, and satisfaction); 

8. Improve the overall health and wellness of SUD beneficiaries;

9. Improve system access for eligible Medi-Cal beneficiaries, especially for priority populations that may not have been able to successfully access or engage SUD services in the past. 

10. Reduce the per capita costs of care; and

11. Increase post-treatment abstinence and reductions in substance use.
D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bidder shall have at least five years of project management experience that includes large scale multi-year healthcare or behavioral health projects.  

2. Key personnel shall have at least three years of employment experience conducting and implementing behavioral health system reforms, which includes mental health and substance use services, specifically under Medicaid federal and state administered waivers.

3.  Bidder shall have at least five years’ experience in developing &/or responding to federal/state/county grant proposals.  
4. Bidder shall have at least three years of project management experience, specifically in the area of electronic health record (E.H.R) software configuration in response to healthcare system reform requirements.   

5. Bidder and/or key personnel shall possess an advanced degree, at least a Master’s Degree, in Social Work, Public Health, or Business field. These must be verifiable through resume.
E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. Contractor shall consult to and work with the County to:

a. Provide ODS project management in accordance with the implementation plan as laid out in the proposal submission by BHCS.

b. Assist in the implementation of the ODS Drug Waiver including, but not limited to, the development of written materials such as:

(1) Policy and procedure materials related to SUD system of care development, interfacing it with both physical and mental health systems of care and conveying the materials to relevant stakeholders.

(2) The Beneficiary Handbook and other documents needed to publicize, market or inform the public of new services.

(3) Reports and other contractual requirements for Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) and other stakeholders.

c. Assist in the development, provide project management and implementation support for the following DMC system changes including:
(1) RFP for Outpatient, Intensive Outpatient, Perinatal, Residential, and Recovery Residential lines of service.

(2) Develop and implement a plan to transition client services for those served in SUD programs that will not continue under the DMC-ODS.

(3) Develop and help oversee early implementation of Clinician’s Gateway electronic health record for SUD system.

(4) Development and implementation of internal authorizations process for residential and recovery residence treatment.

(5) Provide operational support and leadership for Substance Use Residential Call Center system improvements. 

d. Act as a liaison between SUD and AC Care Connect (Whole Person Care) as it pertains to the DMC/ODS Waiver and other SUD activities.

e. Assist in the process to develop and refine outcome and performance measure benchmarks for the proposed waiver activities in response to baseline data gathered during early implementation phase of services.

f. Assist in preparation for the State’s Readiness Review, successful completion of which is necessary to start SUD-ODS services.

g. Help with the development and implementation of the Results Based Accountability (RBA) performance measures for SUD:
(1) Attend meeting and webinars and obtain information related to the ODS drug waiver to communicate back to BHCS.

(2) Help to organize and facilitate meetings between department staff and CBO providers and also between department staff and other county and state agency staff, focusing on SUD system of care development and quality management, and on how that system should interface with mental health and physical health systems of care.  Assist the County Alcohol and Drug Program Administrator with follow up on action items from the meetings and help to monitor completion by others of their assigned action items.

(3) Assist with tasks related to new positions associated with the DMC/ODS Waiver including drafting of job descriptions.

(4) Assist with the updating of the SUD website pages.

F. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The bidders conference held on February 8, 2018 will have an online conference option enabled for remote participation. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps) at http://gsaalamedacounty.adobeconnect.com/admin/show-event-catalog
. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone. Bidders may also attend this conference in person.
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to:
a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFP.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification.

c. Provide bidders an opportunity to view a site, receive documents, etc. necessary to respond to this RFP.
d. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.

e. Provide the bidders with tutorials on how to bid online through Alameda County’s Strategic Sourcing Supplier Portal.
3. The list of bidder conference attendees and vendor outreach will be released in a separate document. 
4. Questions will be addressed in an RFP Question and Answer (Q&A) Report following the networking/bidders conference(s).  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFP, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences.
5. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

III. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
G. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response, Financial Stability, and Debarment and Suspension) will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System consulting services. The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 550 points, including the possible 50 points for local and small, local and emerging, or local preference points (maximum 10% of final score).
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the three bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to bidders. 

The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

	Technical Criteria:

In each area described below, an evaluation will be made of the probability of success of and risks associated with, the proposal response:
1. Knowledge:  This includes bidder’s understanding of DMC-ODS requirements including state and federal regulations, and Alameda County’s DMC-ODS Implementation Plan (e.g. 42 CFR 438 Requirements, DMC-ODS Standard Terms and Conditions, Medicaid Managed Care Final Rule, DHCS Parity Compliance Plan)
2. Capability to Meet County’s Requirements:  This includes bidder’s documented capability to manage and schedule projects, to work collaboratively with different stakeholders across county systems. It also includes the standard turnaround time for projects, current relative workload, and staff availability for this project

	Cost:

The points for Cost will be computed by dividing the amount of the lowest responsive bid received by each bidder’s total proposed cost.

While not reflected in the Cost evaluation points, an evaluation may also be made of:

1. Reasonableness (i.e., does the proposed pricing accurately reflect the bidder’s effort to meet requirements and objectives?);

2. Realism (i.e., is the proposed cost appropriate to the nature of the products and services to be provided?); and

3. Affordability (i.e., the ability of the County to finance the services).

Consideration of price in terms of overall affordability may be controlling in circumstances where two or more proposals are otherwise adjudged to be equal, or when a superior proposal is at a price that the County cannot afford.

H. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

I. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
J. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to following those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Procurement Department, ATTN: Purchasing Manager, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 9th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9626, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Procurement, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Procurement, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Procurement on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Procurement's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Procurement’s decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Procurement, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA- shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be 14 months.
2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for any additional term totaling five years from contract award date at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
L. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are annual estimates and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

M. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.

2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

4. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

5. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

6. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

7. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

N. AWARD

1. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFP section entitled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.”  

2. The committee will recommend award to the bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the bidder with the lowest price. 
3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders must meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at:
