COUNTY OF ALAMEDA
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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe the online reference checking being requested by Alameda County Human Resource Services (HRS).
The County intends to award a three-year contract (with option to renew) to the bidder selected as the most responsible bidder whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.
B. SCOPE

The County of Alameda is the sixth largest County in California, with approximately 9,400 employees.  The County has approximately 22 departments, which include:   Assessor’s Office, Auditor-Controller Agency, Behavioral Health Services, Board of Supervisors Office, County Administrator’s Office, Community Development Agency, County Libraries, County Counsel, Child Support Services,  Environmental Health Services, General Services Agency, Health Care Administration, Human Resource Services, Information Technology Department, Public Works Agency, Public Defender’s Office, Public Health Services, Probation Department, Registrar of Voters, Sheriff’s Office, Social Services Agency, Treasurer-Tax Collectors and Special Districts. The County of Alameda is seeking an online employment reference tool that will provide consistent standards to expedite the hiring process and a contractor who is experienced and has successfully developed an online reference check system. To ensure an efficient and a reliable hiring process, HRS works toward implementing an automated system that can perform reference checking on a large scale while complies with all human resources mandated laws.
C. BACKGROUND

HRS is located at the Lakeside Plaza Building, 1405 Lakeside Drive, (ground floor at corner of 14th Street and Lakeside Drive), Oakland, CA 94612-4305.

HRS upholds the principles of the Merit System, Civil Service System, and other laws, principles or mandates, which affect personnel administration.  HRS is responsible for overseeing human resource activities under the purview of the Civil Service Commission and other countywide personnel-related programs. 

D. BIDDER MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing online reference checking for at least five years.  Experience must be verifiable through the articles of incorporation, references, or past projects completed.
2. Bidder must be able to demonstrate in their response, success in servicing organizations of similar or equal size to those of Alameda County within the last two (2) years.  Installation and service experience must be presented in the response and supported by accompanying references.

3. Bidder shall possess all permits and licenses necessary to perform services as specified under in Exhibit A in this RFP.

E. REQUIREMENTS
1. The Contractor shall:

a. Maintain confidentiality of candidate information and feedback from any individual reference.

b. Have a database of diverse occupations and can be modified as needed.

c. Have an online library of surveys for jobs in various job categories.

d. Have a scientifically-developed core survey questions that cannot be manipulated, ensuring compliance, consistency and liability protection.

e. Have validated and reliable surveys that are free of bias and adverse impact.

f. Have legally defensible questions that are compliant with Federal and State employment laws.

g. Have validation expertise on staff by contract start date.
h. Provide training and support to County’s staff.

2. The Contractor’s system shall:

a. Have the ability to display both multiple choice and open-ended questions.

b. Be technically supported 24/7 and hosted by the Contractor.

c. Be available and accessible 24/7.

d. Be easy to use and user friendly.
e. Have the ability for customization, including adding questions to surveys or developing custom surveys.
f. Have the ability to be linked to identified HR systems, including Job Aps.

g. Have the ability to aggregate data, generate and export a variety of reports, including candidate comparison reports.

h. Have access to a bank of behavioral interviewing questions.

i. Have a record retention system and long-term storage of surveys and reports up to seven years.
j. Have IP address verification.

k. Enable candidates to communicate to their designated references about completion of the survey.

l. Have an automatic email reminder to candidates and references at 24 and 48 hour intervals.

m. Passive candidate sourcing and accessibility from mobile devices.
F. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. All deliverables are to be provided online and in a format compatible with Microsoft Word, Excel, or Access.  Deliverables/reports shall consist of, but not be limited to, the following:
a. Summary reference report on each candidate in numeric and narrative formats.

b. Comparison report between multiple candidates in numeric and narrative summary formats.

G. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. An online attendance option will be available for remote participation at:  http://gsaalamedacounty.adobeconnect.com/admin/show-event-catalog

Bidders can participate remotely by using a computer with a stable internet connection (recommended bandwidth of at least 512Kbps).  For best results, the County recommends that bidders use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone.  

2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFP.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification.

c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.
3. Following the networking/bidders conference, a list from the vendor outreach, networking/bidders conference attendees and interested vendors will be issued.

4. All questions will be addressed in an RFP Questions and Answers (Q&A) document to be issued if applicable following the networking/bidders conference(s).  

5. An addendum will only be issued if it is applicable to amend the RFP.
6. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response and Debarment and Suspension) may be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in online reference checking services.  The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria and the Cost evaluation points, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 550 points, including the possible 50 points for local and small, local and emerging, or local preference points (maximum 10% of final score).
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the top three bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to bidders. 
If only one qualified bid response is received, the County reserves its right to waive the CSC evaluation process and move straight to contract negotiations.  
The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

Consideration of price in terms of overall affordability may be controlling in circumstances where two or more proposals are otherwise adjudged to be equal, or when a superior proposal is at a price that the County cannot afford.

I. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  
If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

J. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
K. BID PROTEST/APPEALS PROCESS
GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to following those procedures.  The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision.  The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date.  

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change.  A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision.  As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision.  All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder.  An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.  An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy.  As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process.  A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.
L. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be three years.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for an additional two years at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
M. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are estimates and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.
N. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.

2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

5. Taxes and other charges: 
a. The County is soliciting a total price for this project.  The price quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including taxes (excluding sales and use tax), and all other charges. 
6. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

7. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

8. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

9. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

10. Prevailing Wages:  Pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1770 et seq., Contractor shall pay to persons performing labor in and about Work provided for in Contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for work of a similar character in the locality in which the Work is performed, and not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for legal holiday and overtime work in said locality, which per diem wages shall not be less than the stipulated rates contained in a schedule thereof which has been ascertained and determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations to be the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for each craft or type of workman or mechanic needed to execute this contract. 
O. AWARD

1. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFP section entitled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.”  

2. The committee will recommend award to the bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the bidder with the lowest price.  

3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

8. Board approval to award a contract is required.
