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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe Trafficking and Crime Victims Assistance Program.
The Alameda County Social Services Agency (ACSSA) intends to select a qualified and experienced vendor to manage a county-wide Trafficking and Crime Victims Assistance Program (TCVAP) that will assist TCVAP victims with obtaining resettlement and economic self-sufficiency as quickly as possible. 

ACSSA will use this Request for Proposal (RFP) to enter into a contract for TCVAP services from October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2021. However, ACSSA reserves the option to extend any contract entered into as a result of this solicitation for up to four (4) additional years if the County receives additional Federal and State funding to continue program operation, and if the project has achieved demonstrable success by meeting the Project’s performance benchmarks as described in the contract.  ACSSA intends to select only one Bidder to provide TCVAP services throughout the County.

The County intends to award a one-year contract (with option to renew) to the bidder(s) selected as the most responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.  
B. SCOPE

1. Program Goals

The TCVAP provides culturally sensitive and linguistically appropriate programs and services to assist crime survivors in fulfilling their immediate needs, attain the skills needed for finding employment and becoming self-sufficient as quickly as possible.   

The overall goal of TCVAP is to provide services to crime victims through case management and collaborative work with other local, state, and federal agencies in order to stabilize their living environment and recover from abuse. 

2. Target Population:

The qualified bidders will have the experience and capabilities to provide services to non-citizen victims of human trafficking, domestic violence, and other serious crimes as described below:

a. Trafficking – Sex trafficking is the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, obtaining, patronizing, or soliciting of a person for the purposes of a commercial sex act, in which the commercial sex act is induced by force, fraud, or coercion, or in which the person induced to perform such an act has not attained 18 years of age. Sex trafficking has been found in a wide variety of venues within the sex industry, including residential brothels, escort services, fake massage businesses, strip clubs, and street prostitution.

b. Labor trafficking – The recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, or obtaining of a person for labor or services, through the using of force, fraud, or coercion for the purposes of subjection to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or slavery. Labor trafficking has been found in diverse labor settings including, domestic work, small businesses, large farms, and factories. 

c. Domestic violence – A victim of domestic violence or other serious crimes must meet the same eligibility criteria as those used for the TCVAP. 

d. Other serious crimes:

· Have suffered substantial physical or mental abuse as a result of having been victims of criminal activity involving, or similar to, the following violations: rape; torture; trafficking; incest; domestic violence; sexual assault; abusive sexual contact; prostitution; sexual exploitation; female genital mutilation; being held hostage; peonage; involuntary servitude; slave trade; kidnapping; abduction; unlawful criminal restraint; false imprisonment; blackmail; extortion; manslaughter; murder; felonious assault; witness tampering; obstruction of justice; perjury; or attempt; conspiracy or solicitation to commit any of the above mentioned crimes. 

· Possess information concerning criminal activity (or in the case of an alien child under the age of 16, the parent, guardian, or adult representing the child).

· Have been helpful, are being helpful, or are likely to be helpful to a federal, state, or local law enforcement official, prosecutor, or  judge or to other federal, state, or local authorities investigating or prosecuting criminal activities described above (or in the case of an alien child under the age of 16, the parent, guardian, or adult representative of the alien is helpful).

3. Program Eligibility:
The selected bidder will conduct community outreach efforts to locate and identify potential victims and survivors of human trafficking and to determine if the victim(s) meets the following criteria:

· Are residents of Alameda County;

· Are preparing to file or are in the process of filing a T-Visa application;  

· Are individuals who have filed a formal application for a U-Non-Immigrant status visa (U-Visa).

4. Community Outreach:

The Bidder(s) should describe how they will collaborate with Alameda County community organizations and government agencies to help build a more informed and prepared community around anti-trafficking efforts as well as and how they will collaborate with community partners to provide a seamless referral process for participant to access important and relevant community resources. Bidders should also describe how they will conduct community outreach efforts to locate and recruit program participants and how they will determine eligibility as specified under SB 1569.

5. Program Description:

Senate Bill 1569 extends benefits and services available for certain public social services including, but not limited to, refugee cash assistance, Medi-Cal, CalWORKs, California Food Assistance Program (CFAP), Cash Assistance Program for Immigrants (CAPI), In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS), employment services, and supportive services as well as Healthy Families Program benefits to qualified noncitizen victims of crimes. 

Bidder(s) should describe how they will provide a thorough and comprehensive case management service delivery system that will serve non-citizen, foreign born victims and survivors of sex and labor trafficking under TCVAP. Concurrently Bidder(s) should describe how they will partner with community organizations and government agencies to raise awareness of human trafficking as well as to assist TCVAP participants with connecting with partner agencies for services through a referral process. 

Bidder(s) should describe the types of services they will be able to provide either directly or through referrals to partner agencies that will assist victims of Domestic Violence, Human Trafficking or other Serious Crimes services. 

These services include, but are not limited to the following:

· Referral for Legal Assistance 

· Obtaining public assistance benefits

· Medical Referrals 

· Mental Health Referrals

· Acculturation Services

· Employment Services

· Family support/unification and child care services

· Immigration and legal referrals 

· Court Accompaniment:  Accompany the client to court hearings at their request

· Interpretation Translation Services and Assistance

· Safe and affordable Housing Services

· English Language classes

· Transportation assistance

· Computer literacy

6. Case Management Services:

Case management services focus on removing barriers; social adjustment; strengthening, supporting and promoting self-sufficiency; helping participants attain permanent status, a legal ID card or an employment authorization card; providing transportation, translation and interpretation services; and linking and/or helping participant to utilize other community services in order for participants to achieve and maintain economic self-sufficiency, family stability or well-being and community integration.

Case management services include, but are not limited to outreach, linking participants to available resources; advocacy; counseling/guidance; career planning; on-going assessment of the participant’s needs, issues and barriers; and the capability to provide services accordingly. Bidders should demonstrate how they will monitor the participants progress toward their established goals and objectives in order to ensure that all services are provided and performed with the participants’ best interest in mind. 

7. Case File Requirements: 

Participant case files must include chronological records of participant contacts, interviews, counseling sessions, documentation, and correspondence relating to the services provided.  Additionally, case files must be maintained in a secure location with access limited to appropriate staff in order to ensure that confidentiality is maintained and protected.

TCVAP case records must include the following, when applicable:

· Documentation to verify trafficking status; 

· Documentation that the applicant has filed an application or intends to file an application for a T Visa;

· The trafficking victim’s sworn statement that they are a victim of human trafficking, in the absence of any other documentation; or 

· Documentation verifying that the applicant has filed for or been granted a U Visa.

8. Service Flow:

The selected Bidder will be expected to provide a year-round, Monday through Friday, open entry service delivery program that will serve TCVAP eligible participants.  The Bidder should describe how they will provide upfront and ongoing, follow up services that include, but are not limited to, the following:

a. Intake and Assessment to determine the status of the participant.

b. Verification and confirmation of the participant(s) eligibility for services.

c. Services Program Overview.

d. Needs Assessment.

e. Service Plan specifically to meet the needs of the participant(s). 

f. Ongoing case management and follow up services. 

g. Linkages and referral access as needed. 

9. Financial Assistance

Survivors and victims of trafficking will require some form of financial support. Many individuals will not be authorized to work and will experience everyday hardships and difficulties with making ends meet while living the Bay Area with its high cost of living. Proposals should address how funds and in-kind donations will be allocated to assist with addressing the immediate needs related to shelter, food and clothing.
C. BACKGROUND

The Trafficking and Crime Victims Assistance Program (TCVAP) was authorized by Senate Bill (SB) 1569.  TCVAP is a state-only program implemented on January 1, 2007 to provide benefits and services to eligible non-citizen victims of human trafficking, domestic violence, and other serious crimes.  

TCVAP allows non-citizen survivors access to refugee cash assistance, food benefits, employment, and social services. The selected Contractor will be required to assist TCVAP clients with applying for all applicable benefits granted under SB 1569.
D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing Trafficking and Crime Victims Assistance program for at least three (3) years.
b. History of success in providing effective assistance to non-citizens victims and survivors of sex and labor trafficking. The bidder must demonstrate experience and capability to provide services specifically designed for TCVAP victims who reside within the County of Alameda.
c. Must be legally established entities and may include but are not limited to the following:  government agencies, non-profit corporations, private for-profit organizations, partnerships or sole proprietorships, and faith-based organizations.
d. Existing expertise, capability, and capacity to manage the TCVAP Program and to deliver services specially tailored for TCVAP participants.
e. Site location(s) must be in Alameda County.
f. Bilingual employees with the language skills and cultural awareness necessary to communicate fully and effectively with this service population.
g. Forms and written materials available in a variety of languages that correlate with the service populations language needs and abilities.
h. Minimum of three years of experience working and serving non-citizens victims and survivors of sex and labor trafficking.
i. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFP.
E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
 REPORTING, DATA COLLECTION AND EVALUATION REQUIREMENTS 

The selected bidder will submit regularly scheduled monthly, quarterly and year-to-date statistical reports in formats as provided by ACSSA’s Office of Policy, Evaluation and Planning (OPEP). These reports will be used to provide the County and the State with statistical information related to program enrollment participation and employment performance outcomes. 
The selected bidder will collect sufficient participant data and information using reporting formats as provided by ACSSA. 
The selected bidder will be assist the County with preparing reports for the Refugee Programs Bureau (RPB) of the California Department of Social Services (CDSS).

PROGRAM OBJECTIVES AND PERFORMANCE OUTCOMES

The following performance outcomes must be accomplished during the initial program period and for all additional years thereafter unless different outcome measures are negotiated in subsequent years. 
The selected bidder understands that the following performance standards will be used by the ACSSA to measure the success of this contract and assure the quality of the service delivery. 

Contract Monitoring Requirements

The Department of Workforce and Benefits Administration (WBA) of ACSSA and Contracts Office liaisons will monitor and conduct scheduled evaluation of operations, which may include site visits and reviews of CONTRACTOR’s financial records and other records and materials to determine progress in the achievement of program goals and objectives and service criteria and requirements as specified within this agreement. 
A final report will be prepared by WBA and the Contracts Office liaisons to provide feedback on areas of compliance and/or non-compliance. 
Selected bidder shall submit a written corrective action plan to the Contracts Office liaison in response to all findings of non-compliance. 
A follow-up monitoring visit will be conducted to ensure that all corrective action measures have been completed and CONTRACTOR is in compliance with contract requirements.
Selected bidder will be responsible for monitoring all subcontractors under this agreement.
F. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS
The ACSSA has established the following goals, which must be met or exceeded during, and at the completion of each contract year:
· How much was done?

Objective 1.  Selected bidder shall conduct a complete and thorough intake and assessment of individuals screened for this program.

Deliverable: Selected bidder will maintain a database that identify program participants who were referred and screened regardless of whether the participants were enrolled or not enrolled in the program. 

Objective 2. Selected bidder will enroll approximately 40 eligible participants per year into the program who meet the program entry criteria.

Deliverable: Selected bidder will maintain a database and case files that identify program participants eligibility and enrollment information. 

Objective 3. Selected bidder will conduct, participate and take part in a number of community outreach efforts in order to identify and recruit for potential program eligible participants.

Deliverable: Selected bidder will keep records of the number of community outreach events they attended.

Objective 4. Selected bidder will conduct, participate and take part in a number of community outreach projects efforts in order to better inform, educate and raise awareness of human trafficking within the County of Alameda.

· How well was it done?

Objective 5. Selected bidder will provide appropriate services that will meet the immediate and long-range goals of the enrolled program participants.  

Deliverable: Selected bidder will develop a detailed service plan that will include progress reports for each enrolled program participant.   

Objective 6.  For each survey period, at least 90% of participants report that they are “Satisfied” or “Very Satisfied” with the services they receive.

Deliverable:  Selected bidder will have participants complete a satisfaction survey.  

· Are participants better off?

Objective 7.  At least 65% of the program recipients will achieve more than 50% of the goals specified in their intake safety and self-sufficiency plan. 

Deliverable:  Selected bidder shall track and report to the County on this objective in the monthly Excel Sheet.
G. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The bidders conference held on June 3, 2020 will have an online conference option enabled for remote participation. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps) at http://gsaalamedacounty.adobeconnect.com/admin/show-event-catalog
. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone. Bidders may also attend this conference in person.
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFP.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification.

c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.
3. The list of bidder conference attendees and vendor outreach will be released in a separate document. 
4. Questions will be addressed in an RFP Question and Answer (Q&A) Report following the networking/bidders conference(s).  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFP, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences.
5. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response, Financial Stability, and Debarment and Suspension) will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in Trafficking and Crime Victims Assistance Program services. The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 550 points, including the possible 50 points for local and small, local and emerging, or local preference points (maximum 10% of final score).
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the three bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to bidders. 

The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

I. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

J. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors .
K. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to following those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

L. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL

M. AWARD

3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

4. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFP or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

5. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
6. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

7. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

8. Board approval to award a contract is required.  
9. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval.

N. METHOD OF ORDERING

1. A written PO and signed Standard Agreement contract will be issued upon Board approval.  
2. POs and Standard Agreements will be faxed, transmitted electronically or mailed and shall be the only authorization for the Contractor to place an order. 

3. POs and payments for products and/or services will be issued only in the name of Contractor. 

4. Contractor shall adapt to changes to the method of ordering procedures as required by the County during the term of the contract.

O. INVOICING

1. Contractor shall invoice the requesting department, unless otherwise advised, upon satisfactory receipt of product and/or performance of services.

2. County will use best efforts to make payment within 30 days following receipt and review of invoice and upon complete satisfactory receipt of product and performance of services.  
3. County shall notify Contractor of any adjustments required to invoice.
4. Invoices shall contain County PO number, invoice number, remit to address and itemized products and/or services description and price as quoted and shall be accompanied by acceptable proof of delivery.

5. Contractor shall utilize standardized invoice upon request.

6. Invoices shall only be issued by the Contractor who is awarded a contract.

7. Payments will be issued to and invoices must be received from the same Contractor whose name is specified on the POs.

8. The County will pay Contractor monthly or as agreed upon, not to exceed the total quoted in the bid response.
