I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe personal aide caregiver services required by the County.
The County intends to award a six months contract (with option to renew) to a pool of bidders selected as most responsible bidder whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.

B. SCOPE/BACKGROUND
Pursuant to the State of Emergency Proclamation on March 4, 2020, Governor Gavin Newsom issued a following Executive Order N-25-20 on March 12, 2020, ordered the California Health and Human Services Agency and Office of Emergency Services to identify and make available facilities to be used as temporary residences for quarantining and treating of individuals who have tested positive for or have a high-risk exposure to COVID-19.  

On March 13, 2020, President Trump declared a national emergency pursuant to Sec. 5e01(b) of Stafford Act to avoid governors needing to request individual emergency declarations  All 50 states, the District of Columbia, and four territories have been approved for a major disaster declaration to assist with additional needs identified under the nationwide emergency declaration for COVID-19.

On April 3, 2020, California Governor Gavin Newsom launched “Project RoomKey” in an effort to secure isolation rooms in hotels and motels for extremely vulnerable individuals experiencing homelessness to help “flatten the curve”.

California Department of Social Services’ (CDSS) in partnership with the California State Department of General Services (DGS), the California Business, Consumer Services, and Housing (BCSH) Agency, and the California Office of Emergency Services (Cal OES) in supporting communities’ implementation of local “Project RoomKey” initiatives.

The purpose of Project Roomkey is to provide non-congregate shelter options for people experiencing homelessness, protect human life, and minimize strain on health care system capacity. Individuals identified as needing caregiver services, will be supported in connecting to the Functional Assessment Service Team (FAST) to identify guests’ needs as part of the wraparound services of Project Roomkey.

Alameda County is seeking personal aide caregiver services for quarantine facilities but not limited to the following locations:  
1. Radisson Hotel: 8400 Edes Ave, Oakland, CA

2. Days Hotel: 8350 Edes Ave, Oakland, CA  

3. Lake Merritt Lodge: 2332 Harrison St., Oakland, CA
4. Rodeway Inn: 1461 University Ave, Berkeley, CA
5. Quality Inn: 1761 University Ave, Berkeley, CA
The County reserves the right to add additional locations and/or request “services as needed” at alternate locations to the contract.  Contractor shall service the additional locations at the same cost as contracted for the above locations. The County also reserves the right to delete or remove any locations(s) from the contract.
Contractor must meet all applicable minimum wage requirements for its employees, including those in specific jurisdictions such as the City of Oakland.

C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing personal aide caregiver services for at least three years.
b. Bidder shall possess State of California license to provide caregiving services.
c. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to perform services as specified under this RFP.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. Physical Requirements

All Caregiver must:

a. Be alert and capable of exercising good judgment, implementing instructions, and assimilating necessary specialized training.

b. Must wear facemasks, protective equipment and take all precautions as recommended by the County Public Health Officer and the State of California regarding COVID-19 safety precautions when providing care services to the clients.

c. Follow hygiene practices and guidance issued by the County, including, but not limited to frequent hand-washing and avoiding touching eyes, nose, or mouth with unwashed hands.

d. Upon request, shall successfully pass a pre-employment drug screen examination. 

2. Appearance

All Caregivers must:

a. Maintain clean, neat appearance and demonstrate courteous attitude.

b. Conform to the following personal appearance standards:

(1) Hair and facial hair shall be trimmed, groomed and neat in appearance, such that it does not detract from a professional image.

(2) Any makeup and nail polish shall be natural in appearance and shall not detract from a professional image.

(3) No jewelry will be worn in such a manner as to present a safety hazard to the individual/client, or a distraction of professional appearance.
3. Bidder shall provide the following services:
a. Provide Personal Aide Caregivers from Monday to Friday for 8 hours a day.
b. Shall make arrangement to provide personal aide caregiver within 24-48 hours after being notified by the County’s referrals.
c. Shall work in concerted efforts with the County of Alameda staff and field program participant referrals by recording/documenting participants' name, address, contact information, and needs.   

d. Caregivers may be required to assist with transfers into/from  wheelchairs, bathing, chores, dressing, cleaning, and potentially helping with toileting and meals, 2 - 3 hours a day or more, 3 days a week per client. Caregivers are not required to accompany the clients at all time. 
e. Caregivers shall provide care for at least 4 to 6 clients per shift.

f. Shall send the invoices with time cards of the caregiver to the County every two weeks after services.

E. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

Contractor shall provide the County with reports throughout the contract life cycle upon request by the County. 

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
F. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in managing caregiver services. The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor or a pool of Contractors in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed. However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 500 points. 
The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

G. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

H. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
I. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to follow those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

J. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be six months.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
K. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

L. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.
2. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

3. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

4. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

5. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

6. Prevailing Wages:  Pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1770 et seq., Contractor shall pay to persons performing labor in and about Work provided for in Contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for work of a similar character in the locality in which the Work is performed, and not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for legal holiday and overtime work in said locality, which per diem wages shall not be less than the stipulated rates contained in a schedule thereof which has been ascertained and determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations to be the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for each craft or type of workman or mechanic needed to execute this contract.  
M. AWARD

1. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFP section titled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.”  

2. The committee will recommend award to the bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the bidder with the lowest price.  

3. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFP or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

4. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
5. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

6. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

7. Board approval to award a contract is required.  
8. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval. 

9. Final Standard Agreement terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at: 
http://www.acgov.org/gsa/purchasing/standardServicesAgreement.pdf
The template contains minimal Agreement boilerplate language only.   
10. The RFP specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, RFP Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.

N. METHOD OF ORDERING

1. A written PO and signed Standard Agreement contract will be issued upon Board approval.   
2. POs and Standard Agreements will be faxed, transmitted electronically or mailed and shall be the only authorization for the Contractor to place an order.  
3. POs and payments for services will be issued only in the name of Contractor. 

4. Contractor shall adapt to changes to the method of ordering procedures as required by the County during the term of the contract.

5. Change orders shall be agreed upon by Contractor and County and issued as needed in writing by County.  
O. INVOICING

1. Contractor shall invoice the requesting department, unless otherwise advised, upon satisfactory receipt of product and/or performance of services.

2. County will use best efforts to make payment within 30 days following receipt and review of invoice and upon complete satisfactory receipt of product and performance of services.   
3. County shall notify Contractor of any adjustments required to invoice.
4. Invoices shall contain County PO number, invoice number, remit to address and itemized services description and price as quoted and shall be accompanied by acceptable proof of delivery.

5. Contractor shall utilize standardized invoice upon request.

6. Invoices shall only be issued by the Contractor who is awarded a contract.

7. Payments will be issued to and invoices must be received from the same Contractor whose name is specified on the POs.

8. The County will pay Contractor monthly or as agreed upon, not to exceed the total quoted in the bid response.

P. ACCOUNT MANAGER / SUPPORT STAFF

1. Contractor shall provide a dedicated competent account manager who shall be responsible for the County account/contract.  The account manager shall receive all orders from the County and shall be the primary contact for all issues regarding Bidder’s response to this RFP and any contract which may arise pursuant to this RFP.

2. Contractor shall also provide adequate, competent support staff that shall be able to service the County during normal working hours, Monday through Friday.  Such representative(s) shall be knowledgeable about the contract, products and/or services offered and able to identify and resolve quickly any issues including but not limited to order and invoicing problems.

3. Contractor account manager shall be familiar with County requirements and standards and work with the home care services to ensure that established standards are adhered to.   


4. Contractor account manager shall keep the County Specialist informed of requests from departments as required.

ADDITIONAL INSURED: County of Alameda, its Board of Supervisors, the individual members therecf, and all County officers,
agents, employees, volunteers, and representatives are to be covered as additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to
liabity arising out of work or operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor including materials, parts, or equipment
furnished in connection with such work or operations.
