Laboratory Analysis of Lead Containing Samples
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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe requirements for analysis for lead containing samples by qualified laboratories as required by the Alameda County Community Development Agency’s Healthy Homes Department.
The County intends to award a three-year contract (with option to renew) to the bidder(s) selected as the most responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and meets the County’s requirements.

B. SCOPE

The Alameda County Community Development Agency’s (CDA) Healthy Homes Department (ACHHD) requests bids for the transport of samples and the performance of laboratory analysis of lead containing samples including dust and soil. Samples will be collected by ACHHD staff or lead evaluation contractors. Sample results shall be returned to both the lead evaluation contractor and ACHHD staff electronically. Result availability in a web-based format as well is not required but is desirable.

The Community Development Agency’s Healthy Homes Department requires lead evaluation and clearance testing to carry out lead hazard control and housing repairs and rehabilitation on housing built prior to 1978. Lead evaluation and clearance results are needed to guide the development of lead hazard control and rehabilitation specifications and to ensure that properties are free of identified lead hazards upon completion. Possible lead-containing materials, including dust and soil, need to be analyzed for lead content for comparison with state and federal standards. Under a current and projected lead hazard control grant and housing rehabilitation programs, approximately 225 initial lead evaluations and 175 clearance evaluations will be required during the contract period requiring analysis of lead in dust and soil.

C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing laboratory analysis of environmental samples for lead for at least two (2) years.
2. Bidding laboratories must be recognized by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) as participating in the National Lead Laboratory Accreditation Program (NLLAP). Bidding laboratories must provide proof confirming that they are proficient in lead analysis under the Environmental Lead Proficiency Analytical Testing Program (ELPAT) for the previous four quarters.  The successful bidder must maintain ELPAT proficiency for the entire term of the contract.

3. Bidding laboratories must be accredited for lead sample analysis by an organization recognized by the EPA as an accrediting body for the NLLAP, such as:

· American Industrial Hygiene Association (AIHA)

· American Association for Laboratory Accreditation (A2LA)

· Perry Johnson Laboratory Accreditation, Inc. (PJLA)

· ANSI-ASQ National Accreditation Board/ACLASS

· Laboratory Accreditation Bureau

4. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFP.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. Contractor must provide all materials and labor necessary to analyze samples for lead, report the lead content of dust wipe and soil samples, and for delivery of samples to the laboratory from the ACHHD office or independent consultants’ offices as necessary.
2. Sample delivery: Sample delivery will be provided as part of this contract and may be provided through airbill, billable stamp, pre-paid mailer, contractor staff, courier, or parcel delivery service for next day delivery.
3. Sample analysis turn-around times will vary depending on the needs of the specific project and the type of lead evaluation being performed. Sample analysis turn-around times are measured from the time the sample is received by the lab. Weekend days are not included. Turn-around times for analysis are as follows:
a. Rush: Short turn-around times, typically for clearance testing. Rush sample analysis will be arranged with the laboratory in advance.
(1) For 8 AM receipt by the lab, results shall be provided by 11 AM
(2) For 12 Noon receipt by the lab, results shall be provided by 4 PM
b. Same Day: For samples received by the lab by 8 AM, results shall be provided by 4 PM.
c. 24 Hour: Results shall be provided within 24 hours after receipt by the lab.
d. 72 hour: Results shall be provided within 72 hours after receipt by the lab.
e. 120 hours: Results shall be provided within 120 hours after receipt by the lab.
4. The estimated number of samples and required sample deliveries that may be generated is reflected in the bid table.
5. Lead Analysis Types:
a. Dust Wipe Analysis: Dust wipe samples from the surfaces of building components and other surfaces and submitted for analysis.  Measurements of the wiped area(s) will be provided in inches (e.g., 12 inches x 24 inches). The laboratory will be responsible for correctly multiplying the linear dimensions and converting the product from square inches (in2) to square feet (ft2). Results shall be reported in micrograms (µg) per sample and micrograms per square foot (µg/ft2).

b. Soil Sample Analysis: Soil samples will be collected and submitted for analysis.  Samples must be dried, sieved to less than 250 microns particle size, and homogenized prior to subsampling for digestion and analysis. Results shall be reported in parts per million (ppm).

E. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. Reporting: Sample results will be reported electronically to the submitting lead evaluation contractor and to the ACHHD by e-mail within the requested turnaround timeframe. In addition to the results, reports shall include the dates samples were received, analyzed, and reported, the ACHHD project identification number, and the property address. The completed chain of custody form shall accompany the results report.

F. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The bidders conferences held on April 16, 2021 and April 19, 2021 will be online conferences via Zoom and by audio.  In order to get best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets or a telephone. 
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to:

a. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFP clarification.

b. Provide bidders an opportunity to view a site, receive documents, etc. necessary to respond to this RFP.
c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFP.

3. All questions will be addressed, and the list of bidder conference attendees will be included, in an RFP Addendum following the networking / bidder conferences.
4. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

III. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
G. EVALUATION CRITERIA / SELECTION COMMITTEE 

All proposals that pass the initial Evaluation Criteria which are determined on a pass/fail basis (Completeness of Response and Debarment and Suspension) will be evaluated by a County Selection Committee (CSC).  The County Selection Committee may be composed of County staff and other parties that may have expertise or experience in laboratory analysis services.  The CSC will score and recommend a Contractor in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFP.  Other than the initial pass/fail Evaluation Criteria, the evaluation of the proposals shall be within the sole judgment and discretion of the CSC.
 All contact during the evaluation phase shall be through the GSA-Procurement department only.  Bidders shall neither contact nor lobby evaluators during the evaluation process.  Attempts by Bidder to contact and/or influence members of the CSC may result in disqualification of Bidder. 

The CSC will evaluate each proposal meeting the qualification requirements set forth in this RFP.  Bidders should bear in mind that any proposal that is unrealistic in terms of the technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in cost, will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the County’s requirements as set forth in this RFP.

Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

As a result of this RFP, the County intends to award a contract to the responsible bidder(s) whose response conforms to the RFP and whose bid presents the greatest value to the County, all evaluation criteria considered.  The combined weight of the evaluation criteria is greater in importance than cost in determining the greatest value to the County.  The goal is to award a contract to the bidder(s) that proposes the County the best quality as determined by the combined weight of the evaluation criteria.  The County may award a contract of higher qualitative competence over the lowest priced response. 

The basic information that each section should contain is specified below, these specifications should be considered as minimum requirements.  Much of the material needed to present a comprehensive proposal can be placed into one of the sections listed.  However, other criteria may be added to further support the evaluation process whenever such additional criteria are deemed appropriate in considering the nature of the goods and/or services being solicited.

Each of the Evaluation Criteria below will be used in ranking and determining the quality of bidders’ proposals.  Proposals will be evaluated according to each Evaluation Criteria, and scored on the zero to five-point scale outlined below.  The scores for all Evaluation Criteria will then be added, according to their assigned weight (below), to arrive at a weighted score for each proposal.  A proposal with a high weighted total will be deemed of higher quality than a proposal with a lesser-weighted total.  The final maximum score for any project is 500.
The evaluation process may include a two-stage approach including an initial evaluation of the written proposal and preliminary scoring to develop a short list of bidders that will continue to the final stage of oral interview and reference checks.  The preliminary scoring will be based on the total points, excluding points allocated to references and oral interview. 

If the two-stage approach is used, the five bidders receiving the highest preliminary scores and with at least 200 points will be invited to an oral interview.  Only the bidders meeting the short list criteria will proceed to the next stage.  All other bidders will be deemed eliminated from the process.  All bidders will be notified of the short list participants; however, the preliminary scores at that time will not be communicated to bidders. 

The zero to five-point scale range is defined as follows:

	Not Acceptable
	Non-responsive, fails to meet RFP specification.  The approach has no probability of success.  If a mandatory requirement this score will result in disqualification of proposal.

1. Ancillary Services - A comparison will be made of the proposed services with the requirements of this RFP.  Credit will be given for convenience, responsiveness and technical expertise.

	C. 
	Cost:

The points for Cost will be computed by dividing the amount of the lowest responsive bid received by each bidder’s total proposed cost.

While not reflected in the Cost evaluation points, an evaluation may also be made of:

1. Reasonableness (i.e., does the proposed pricing accurately reflect the bidder’s effort to meet requirements and objectives?);

2. Realism (i.e., is the proposed cost appropriate to the nature of the products and services to be provided?); and

3. Affordability (i.e., the ability of the County to finance the Laboratory Analysis of Lead Containing Samples.

Consideration of price in terms of overall affordability may be controlling in circumstances where two or more proposals are otherwise adjudged to be equal, or when a superior proposal is at a price that the County cannot afford.

The oral interview on the proposal shall not exceed 60 minutes.  The oral interview may include responding to standard and specific questions from the CSC regarding the Bidder’s proposal.  The scoring may be revised based on the oral interview.

	Understanding of the Project:

Proposals will be evaluated against the RFP specifications and the questions below:

1. Has proposer demonstrated a thorough understanding of the purpose and scope of the project?

2. How well has the proposer identified pertinent issues and potential problems related to the project?

3. Has the proposer demonstrated that it understands the deliverables the County expects it to provide?

4. Has the proposer demonstrated that it understands the County’s time schedule and can meet it?

H. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial sixty (60) day period of any contract, which may be awarded to Contractor, the CSC and/or other persons designated by the County will meet with the Contractor to evaluate Laboratory Analysis of Lead-Containing Samples service performance and to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFP; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed Laboratory Analysis of Lead-Containing Samples services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such Laboratory Analysis of Lead-Containing Samples services have met the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s Laboratory Analysis of Lead-Containing Samples services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified of contract termination effective forty-five (45) days following notice.  Contractor shall be responsible for the removal of equipment/system and shall return County facilities to their pre-installation or original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

I. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  
The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFP response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
J. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

The Community Development Agency prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to following those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued. Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the Community Development Agency Director or designee located at 224 W. Winton Avenue, Room 110 Hayward CA 94544, Fax (510) 670-6374, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder. A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, Community Development Agency Director or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The Community Development Agency Director, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest. The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the Community Development Agency Director or designee on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate  will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the Community Development Agency Director or designee, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the Community Development Agency Director or designee shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the Community Development Agency Director or designee. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal. The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the Assistant Director or GSA or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or the Community Development Agency.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest. A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies. Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.
K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, will be three years.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFP, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
L. BRAND NAMES AND APPROVED EQUIVALENTS 
1. Any references to manufacturers, trade names, brand names and/or catalog numbers are intended to be descriptive, but not restrictive, unless otherwise stated, and are intended to indicate the quality level desired.  Bidders may offer any equivalent product that meets or exceeds the specifications.  Bids based on equivalent products must:

a. Clearly describe the alternate offered and indicate how it differs from the product specified; and

b. Include complete descriptive literature and/or specifications as proof that the proposed alternate will be equal to or better than the product named in this bid.

2. The County reserves the right to be the sole judge of what is equal and acceptable and may require Bidder to provide additional information and/or samples.

3. If Bidder does not specify otherwise, it is understood that the referenced brand will be supplied.
M. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are estimates and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

N. PRICING 
1. Prices quoted shall be firm for the first 36 months of any contract that may be awarded pursuant to this RFP.

2. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFP.

3. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

4. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

5. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

6. Taxes and freight charges: 

a. The price(s) quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including Sales, Use, or other taxes, and all other charges.

b. No charge for delivery, drayage, express, parcel post packing, cartage, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, or for any other purpose, except taxes legally payable by County, will be paid by the County unless expressly included and itemized in the bid.

c. Amount paid for transportation of property to the County of Alameda is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  An exemption certificate is not required where the shipping papers show the consignee as Alameda County; as such papers may be accepted by the carrier as proof of the exempt character of the shipment.

d. Articles sold to the County of Alameda are exempt from certain Federal excise taxes.  The County will furnish an exemption certificate.
7. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

8. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

9. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

10. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

O. AWARD

1. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFP section entitled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.” 

2. The committee will recommend award to the bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the bidder with the lowest price.  

3. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFP or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

4. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.

5. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

6. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

7. Board approval to award a contract is required.
