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I. STATEMENT OF WORK

A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe the provision and installation of portable mobile modular buildings that will be used as temporary facilities to support disaster operations as requested by the County.  The County of Alameda anticipates a need for prefabricated buildings to facilitate response and recovery efforts following a natural disaster, such as an earthquake.  Portable modular buildings are required to provide office space, medical facilities, and housing to support a broad range of response and recovery activities. 
The County intends to award a five-year contract (with two (2) five-year options to renew) to the bidder(s) selected as the lowest responsible bidder whose response meets the County’s requirements.
It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to procure the most environmentally preferable products with equivalent or higher performance and at equal or lower cost than traditional products.  Specific requirements from the County’s Sustainability Program that are related to this Bid are included in the appropriate Bid sections.

B. SCOPE

The County of Alameda is located in the San Francisco Bay Area and is at high risk of involvement in either natural or man-made disasters.  The County not only faces the likely prospect of storms, wildfires, and earthquakes, but also has major highways, air, sea, and transportation routes, a highly diverse population, suburban and rural agricultural lands, and significant commercial industries using hazardous materials.  The County is seeking qualified vendors to provide mobile modulars through a contingency contract.  The contract would only be activated following a locally declared disaster and following SEMS and NIMS compliant protocols as directed by the Operational Area Incident Command.  
Services may be delivered to a combination of County jurisdictions, using a combination of County and contractor’s workforces.  Contractor(s) must be able to delivery one (1) day after receipt of order within and outside of the impacted County area and have units fully operational within 72 hours of delivery to site.  Furthermore, Contractor(s) must comply with all federal, state and local laws, codes and ordinances.  
Given the uncertainty surrounding the type of potential disaster the contract will be, therefore, structured as an indefinite quantity contract that will be invoked only in an emergency.  No compensation will accrue to Contractor(s) unless and until the Contract is invoked by any collaborating (requesting) city EOC or the County Operational Area EOC either in anticipation of a natural disaster or after such a disaster has occurred.  If a Federal disaster is declared, the County reserves the right to pursue reimbursement from FEMA for certain costs and expenses using a mutually agreed upon formula.
C. BACKGROUND

The Alameda County General Services Agency (GSA) is responsible for coordinating the disaster response and recovery efforts of the County’s Operational Area EOC Logistics Section.  As part of those duties and in collaboration with the Office of Homeland Security, Disaster Response Services in the Sheriff’s Office and with the Public Works Agency, the County, in its capacity as the Operation Area, is seeking a Contractor to provide mobile modulars as temporary facilities to support disaster operations for all of Alameda County, including all incorporated and unincorporated areas.  The County of Alameda faces considerable natural and man-made risks and hazards that may overwhelm locally available disaster response resources.  

Alameda County is the seventh largest county in the state of California with an estimated 2008 population of 1.4 million.  Alameda County encompasses most of the East Bay of the San Francisco Bay Area region.  The County’s total area of 822 square miles includes 738 square miles of land and 84 square miles of water, and is bordered by the San Francisco Bay on the west.  The County includes a coastal plain, populated hillsides from the Berkeley Hills south to the Diablo Range, and to the east includes the Castro and Livermore valleys.
D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing mobile modulars for at least five (5) years;
b. Bidder shall have at least five (5) years experience in supporting a government entities’ logistical requests during a disaster; and 
c. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses, and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFQ.
E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. Delivery and Setup
a. Contractor shall deliver unfurnished mobile modular(s) and shall be responsible to fully build-out the mobile modular(s) to meet the specifications of this RFQ, but will not be responsible for the placement or installation of any County owned equipment or furnishings.

b. Contractor shall provide the mobile modular(s) only after receipt of an authorized purchase order. 
c. Contractor shall deliver the mobile modular(s) to the prearranged address as directed by the purchase order, and units shall be inspected by and received by an authorized GSA representative.
d. Contractor shall be responsible to assure the ground is firm and reasonably level and can support the weight of the mobile units and the equipment used to set it up.
e. Contractor shall be responsible of notifying the County in writing of any conditions detrimental to proper and timely completion of work. Contractor shall not proceed with work until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected in a manner acceptable to the County.

f. Contractor shall have a sufficient number of personnel, materials, transportation, and an adequate inventory of tools and equipment to perform work at the job site. 

g. Contractor shall be held responsible for the onsite supervision, scheduling, storage, receiving, and placement of materials. 

h. Precautions will be exercised at all times for the protection of persons (including employees) and property.  The Contractor, at Contractor’s expense, will provide barricades, when work is performed in areas traversed by persons or vehicles, or when deemed necessary by the County’s representative.

i. All existing structures, utilities, services, roads, trees, shrubbery, etc., shall be protected against damage or interrupted service at all times by the Contractor and the Contractor shall be held responsible for any damage to property caused by reason of its operations on the property.

j. Contractor at all times shall keep the premises free from accumulation of waste materials or rubbish caused by Contractor’s operations.  At the completion of the work Contractor shall remove all waste materials and rubbish from and about the Project, as well as, all tools, construction equipment, and machinery.

k. All work performed shall be first-class in every respect and shall conform to the highest standards of the industry.
2. Time is of the Essence
a. Time is of the essence on this Contract and failure to deliver within the time period shall be considered a default. 
(1) In case of a default, the County may procure the required services and/or goods from other sources and hold the Contractor responsible for any excess costs occasioned thereby and the County may immediately cancel the Contract.
b. Contractor shall deliver the mobile modular(s) within 24 hours after receipt of order within and outside of the impacted County area.
c. Contractor shall have mobile modular(s) set-up and fully operational with electrical, plumbing, and HVAC as specified herein within 72 hours of delivery to the site.  
3. Quality of Materials 

a. The Contractor shall, and in addition to all other guarantees, be responsible for faulty labor or workmanship and shall promptly correct improper work, without cost to the County, within 48 hours after receipt of notification of such faulty labor or workmanship.  The guarantee period shall be effective for one (1) year after acceptance of the work by the County. 
b. Contractor shall furnish modular buildings constructed from building materials that are free from toxic materials, Volatile Organic Compounds, carcinogens, and formaldeyde. 
c. Contractor must be fully qualified to work on all components and systems identified with the specifications.

(1) Contractor shall have a Class B – General Building Contractor license in order to perform the required work. 
d. The County will maintain mobile modulars in like condition (condition received in at the destination) with the exclusion of fair/normal wear and tear.
4. Pick Up

a. Contractor shall be responsible to recover mobile modular(s) from purchase order destination (original delivery location) within 72 hours of termination of requirement at no additional cost.
b. Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that the area (including fencing, buildings, grounds, etc.) around the delivered and installed mobile modular(s) is returned to the state that it was in prior to the delivery and installation of the mobile modular(s).

5. Performance 

a. The Contractor shall conform to all Federal, State, County, and City regulations during the performance of the agreement.  Any fines levied due to inadequacies or failure to comply with any and all requirements shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor.  Any person found not in conformance with any laws, statutes, rules, or regulations will not be allowed on the job site.  Continued violations by a Contractor shall constitute cause for immediate termination of the agreement.

b. Contractor shall install mobile modular in compliance with all applicable fire, life safety, and building codes as defined by local, state and federal laws. 

6. Invoicing/Documentation 
a. The Contractor shall bill the County based on the rates bid for all items on the Bid Form.  The rate bid shall include full compensation for labor, materials, equipment use, travel time, fuel, and any other cost (including overhead) to the contractor. 
b. The County may opt to seek Federal assistance if a major disaster is declared.  All federal reimbursement is based on the supporting documentation.  The documentation must be able to stand the test of audit.  Contractor shall work with the County to ensure supporting documentation will be adequate for reimbursement. 

7. Account Management

a. Contractor shall provide 24/7 contact information for at minimum three (3) individuals or maintain a 24/7 call center for resource requests and assistance. 

8. Mobile Modular Specifications
a. 12 x 60 Standard Mobile Modular:  equipment must include, but not limited to, the following:
(1) Heat and AC

G. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

.  In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone.  Bidders may also attend this conference in person.
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFQ clarification.

b. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFQ.

c. Provide the bidders with tutorials on how to bid online through Alameda County’s Strategic Sourcing Supplier Portal.
3. All questions will be addressed, and the list of attendees will be included, in an RFQ Addendum following the networking/bidders conference(s).

4. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

III. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. NOTICE OF RECOMMENDATION TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail or fax, and certified mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA – Procurement & Support Services.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Recommendation to Award.  

The Notice of Recommendation to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request, and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.
a. Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

b. Debriefing may include review of successful bidder’s proposal with redactions as appropriate.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five (5) calendar days before approval of the award and contract by GSA.
I. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be five-years.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
J. QUANTITIES 
This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the RFQ.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the RFQ are estimates only.
K. PRICING 
1. Price Escalation/De-Escalation

a. Price adjustments may be permitted for changes in the Contractor’s cost of materials not to exceed a 3.5 percent cap per 180-day calendar period.  No price increases will be authorized for 180 calendar days after the effective date of the contract.  Price escalation may be permitted only at the end of this period and each 180 days thereafter and only where verified to the satisfaction of GSA-Procurement & Support Services.  However, “across the board” price decreases are subject to implementation at any time and shall be immediately conveyed to the County.

b. Contractor shall give not less than 10 days advance notice of any price increase to GSA-Procurement & Support Services in writing.  The Contractor shall document the amount and proposed effective date of any general change in the price of materials.  Documentation shall be supplied with the Contractor’s request for increase which will:  (1) verify that the requested price increase is general in scope and not applicable just to the County; and (2) verify the amount or percentage of increase which is being passed on to the Contractor by the Contractor’s suppliers.  Contractor must provide documentation on letterhead from the manufacturer/supplier/mill, signed by an official of the company verifying price increases.

c. GSA-Procurement & Support Services will notify the using departments and contractor in writing of the effective date of any increase which it approves.  However, the Contractor shall fill all purchase orders received prior to the effective date of the price adjustment at the old contract prices.
2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

5. Taxes and freight charges:  

a. The price(s) quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including Sales, Use, or other taxes, and all other charges.

b. No charge for drayage, express, parcel post packing, cartage, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, or for any other purpose, except taxes legally payable by County, will be paid by the County unless expressly included and itemized in the bid.

c. Amount paid for transportation of property to the County of Alameda is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  An exemption certificate is not required where the shipping papers show the consignee as Alameda County; as such papers may be accepted by the carrier as proof of the exempt character of the shipment.

d. Articles sold to the County of Alameda are exempt from certain Federal excise taxes.  The County will furnish an exemption certificate.
6. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

7. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

8. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

9. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

10. Prevailing Wages:  Pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1770 et seq., Contractor shall pay to persons performing labor in and about Work provided for in Contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for work of a similar character in the locality in which the Work is performed, and not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for legal holiday and overtime work in said locality, which per diem wages shall not be less than the stipulated rates contained in a schedule thereof which has been ascertained and determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations to be the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for each craft or type of workman or mechanic needed to execute this contract.  
L. AWARD

1. The award will be made to the lowest responsible bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.  
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible bidders who will be considered the Back‑up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.  

3. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFQ or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

4. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

5. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

6. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to GSA approval. 

7. Final Standard Agreement terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

8. The RFQ specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, RFQ Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.

M. METHOD OF ORDERING

1. A written PO and signed Standard Agreement contract will be issued upon GSA approval.  
2. POs and Standard Agreements will be faxed, transmitted electronically or mailed, and shall be the only authorization for the Contractor to place an order. 

3. POs and payments for products and/or services will be issued only in the name of Contractor. 

4. Contractor shall adapt to changes to the method of ordering procedures as required by the County during the term of the contract.

5. Change orders shall be agreed upon by Contractor and County and issued as needed in writing by County.  
N. WARRANTY 
1. Bidder expressly warrants that all goods and services to be furnished pursuant to any contract awarded it arising from the Bid will conform to the descriptions and specifications contained herein and in supplier catalogs, product brochures and other representations, depictions or models, and will be free from defects, of merchantable quality, good material and workmanship.  Bidder expressly warrants that all goods and services to be furnished pursuant to such award will be fit and sufficient for the purpose(s) intended.  This warranty shall survive any inspections, delivery, acceptance or payment by the County.  Bidder warrants that all work and services furnished hereunder shall be guaranteed for a period of five (5) years from the date of acceptance by the County. 
O. INVOICING

1. Contractor shall invoice the requesting department, unless otherwise advised, upon satisfactory receipt of product and/or performance of services.

2. County will use best efforts to make payment within thirty (30) days following receipt and review of invoice and upon complete satisfactory receipt of product and performance of services.  
3. County shall notify Contractor of any adjustments required to invoice.
4. Invoices shall contain County PO number, invoice number, remit to address and itemized products and/or services description and price as quoted and shall be accompanied by acceptable proof of delivery.

5. In the event the Contractor’s performance and/or deliverable projects have been deemed unsatisfactory by a review committee, the County reserves the right to withhold future payments until the performance and or deliverable projects are deemed satisfactory.
6. Contractor shall utilize standardized invoice upon request.

7. Invoices shall only be issued by the Contractor who is awarded a contract.

8. Payments will be issued to and invoices must be received from the same Contractor whose name is specified on the POs.

9. The County will pay Contractor monthly or as agreed upon, not to exceed the total quoted in the bid response.

P. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 
1. Liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth on Exhibit D.
2. It being impracticable or extremely difficult to fix the actual damage, the amount set forth in Exhibit D is hereby agreed upon as liquidated damages and will be deducted from any money due the Contractor under any contract which may be awarded to Contractor arising from the RFQ.  Should the amount of the damages exceed the amount due, the Contractor and its sureties shall be liable for the excess amount.

Q. PERFORMANCE BOND
