I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe Wash Bay Lift Implementation and installation.

The County intends to award a one-time purchase contract to the bidder(s) selected as the lowest responsible bidder whose response meets the County’s requirements. 
It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to procure the most environmentally preferable products with equivalent or higher performance and at equal or lower cost than traditional products.  Specific requirements from the County’s Sustainability Program that are related to this Bid are included in the appropriate Bid sections.

B. SCOPE

The Alameda County Public Works Agency (ACPWA) is seeking the services of a contractor to perform wash bay lift implementation and installation services.  This wash bay lift should have a heavy-duty platform which will enable the mechanics to elevate large trucks, buses, and other heavy-duty vehicles for cleaning.  It is a mandatory requirement for the lift platforms and legs to be galvanized for wash bay applications, as the lift will be installed outside and will be in a wet environment. 
The sky lift for heavy duty trucks and regular vehicles will be the ultimate workspace solution to easily maneuver vehicles and equipment around for cleaning.  It will allow   access to vertical lifting and optimal access to minimum space, with no base frame.  This process will be very flexible and versatile with easy and quick installation and will offer the highest safety of our employees.  
C. BACKGROUND

The Alameda County Heavy Equipment Shop maintains its fleet of vehicles and equipment.  In order to effectively manage, maintain, and repair these assets, it is important these vehicles and equipment are clean and crud free.  Many times when vehicles and equipment come in for work or maintenance, the condition they’re in makes it extremely hard for the mechanic to be able to efficiently and effectively work on them.  They’re covered in grime, grease, oil, chemicals, dirt etc.  This road grime accumulates and builds up if not taken care of, and could destroy the undercarriage and engines of vehicles and engines.  Also, with the heat that builds up decrease engine efficiency.  This necessitates more frequent washings to keep battery and engine systems cools and free from mud, chemicals, and other contaminants.  ACPWA is looking to procure a lift that will give our mechanics the optimal working space, no overhand, no crossbeams, no base frame and four independent support legs, that has an innovative Y shaped construction frame that will make it both robust and at the same time stream-lined for optimum space-saving.  Cleanliness is the answer to these issues.  That is why we are seeking to get a heavy duty wash bay lift permanently installed at our HERB location.  This solution will keep the undercarriages of our vehicles and equipment clean and free of debris.  
The design of the sky lift will support the base plates effectively and divert the forces to the ground and when coupled with a light-weight construction will result in a modern looking and efficient lifting system.  With ease of operation through a compact control box and a self-diagnostics system, increased safety with independent mechanical locking fully active under the platform will allow our mechanics the ideal platform to be able to very effectively wash the undercarriages and engines of vehicles and equipment, either before or after working on it, or in some cases both: before and after.  This process will decrease downtime and unnecessary extra time spent trying to clean the vehicles and equipment in the wash bay area currently set-up, where mechanics have to crawl under the vehicles and equipment to get it clean.  This compromises the safety of our mechanics and is not very efficient.    
D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing wash bay lift implementation and installation for at least three (3) years.

b. Bidder shall be a certified manufacturer or dealer.  The lift company selling the product shall have ISO-9001 certification and the proof of current certification shall accompany the bid.
c. Bidder shall possess all permits, licenses and credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFQ.
E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. All services and requirements listed in this section will be tailored to ACPWA operations as applicable.  Installation and implementation of Vertical Half-Scissors Platform Lift & Services  Quality Assurance  
a. Bidder shall have ISO-9001 certification and the proof of current certification.
b. Installation shall be performed by qualified factory authorized and trained personnel.
c. Product Requirements:

(1) Design Standards and Certification: The lift shall be certified by ETL/Intertek to the ANSI/ALI Standard for Automotive Lifts, ALCTV-current edition: Safety Requirements for Construction, Testing, and Validation.
(2) The drive system shall permit lifting without any pulsation, jerks, or unsteady lifting.  Lifting shall be smooth.  System shall comprise an electrically powered pump, flow control valves, and a fluid reservoir.  An electronic/hydraulic synchronization device shall ensure smooth alignment of each lifting assembly based on variances in vehicle weight.  A microprocessor shall control all lift movement for ultimate operator safety and convenience.  Troubleshooting codes shall facilitate service and repair. 

(3) Store products in unopened packaging until ready for installation.
(4) Maintain environmental conditions (temperature, humidity, and ventilation) within limits recommended by manufacturer for optimum results.  Do not install products under environmental conditions outside manufacturer's absolute limits.
(5) It is mandatory the Wash Bay Lift shall be a hot dipped galvanized runway, as the Wash Bay Lift will be located outdoors and in a wet environment.  
2. General Description 

a. A vertical half-scissors heavy-duty platform lift to elevate large trucks, buses, and other heavy-duty vehicles for cleaning.  Lift shall rise in a vertical fashion and be specifically designed for wet environments.

b. The lift system shall be surface mounted or flush mounted recessed as indicated on the drawings.

c. The lift shall be provided with a sectional access ramp system.  The standard length of the access ramps shall be 77 inches overall.  The access ramps shall have the option to be length in increments of 19.75 inches as required.
d. The lift shall include fixed wheel chocks for the end of the lift opposite from the location of the access ramps.

e. The lift system shall be totally open floor design with no obstructions between lifting platforms and no crossbeams either in the front or the rear of the platforms.

f. Lift system shall incorporate a hydraulic driven cylinder in each half scissor.

g. The maximum lifting height of the lift system shall be programmable to the height specifications as requested by user.

h. Lift shall have a complete LED lighting system installed on the inner edge to illuminate the work area when the vehicle is raised.  The LED lighting shall be 24V, and rated IP 65.  

i. Lift platforms and legs shall be galvanized for wash bay applications.

3. Dimensions

a. The Lift shall have a minimum nominal lifting capacity of 78,000 lbs. (35,381 kg).
b. The lift shall have a minimum lifting height of 69 inches (1,753 mm) from floor to the top of the platforms when the lift rests on the floor and a minimum lifting height of 69 inches (1,753 mm) when the lift is flush mounted to the floor.

c. The platform dimensions shall be 29 ½ feet (9 m).

d. Width of the platforms shall be 30 inches (762 mm).
The lowered height shall be a maximum 14 inches (356 mm) for surface mounted.

e. Concrete thickness shall be a minimum of 6 inches (152 mm).

f. Installation shall be accommodated by 4 simple plates with 4 bolts per plate.  Total installation shall not require more than 16 bolts for anchorage to the floor.
4. Controls

a.  
The lift operating system shall have microprocessor controls within the printed circuit board to provide various safety and operational requirements.
b.  
The lift system shall have all control voltage rated to a maximum of 24 VDC.
c.  
Each control box shall have as a minimum:
(1) System disconnect
(2) "Power-on" pilot lamp
(3) An "up" button

(4) A "down" button

(5) Lock release button

(6) If needed: Lighting switch
d.  
The lift shall operate at the following voltages: 208/230V (3 phase), 460V (3 phase), 575V   (3 phase).
e.        
Control panel shall be Stainless Steel for wash bay application and rated IP 65.
5. Safety Devices

a. An independent and fail-safe mechanical safety device shall be present on each half scissor.  This safety device shall be totally independent from the lifting drive system.  A locking catch shall be free to engage all of the teeth of the locking strip attached to the half scissor.

b. Each lifting device shall be provided with a position measuring device identified as an inclinometer whose function it is to calculate and synchronize the height of the 4 lifting devices.
c. The lift system shall incorporate a splash proof electrical system (IP 65) so that the lift can be used in a washroom environment without damage to electrical components.

d. The lift system shall have an automatic foot-guard protection.
e. Locking mechanism shall be activated in no less than 3 inches (76 mm) of lifting height.
6. Specialties
a. The following lift major subcomponents shall be hot galvanized:

(1) Platforms

(2) Access ramps

(3) Wheel chocks

(4) Transition plates

b. The following lift major subcomponents shall be cold galvanized with a zinc rich primer second coat following be red finish coating to meet safety standards:

(1) Upper and lower locking mechanisms

(2) Pull bar for scissors assembly

c. The following lift major subcomponents shall be coated with a three part mono pox coating designed and applied for submerged steel applications:
(1) Leg assemblies

d. The following lift major subcomponents shall be stainless steel:

(1) Control box enclosure with hinged cover for lamps and button

(2) An air shall be installed on the inside of the platform to allow the operation of hand held air powered tools
F. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

a. Shop Drawings: Submit drawings showing full layout of all lifts with dimensions and details shown for services and conduits between lifts and the control consoles.

b. Operation and Maintenance Manual:  Submit Owner’s manual to include system operation, maintenance and troubleshooting, spare part numbers, drawings and schematics.

c. Test for proper operation, and re-test if necessary until satisfactory results are obtained.

2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFQ.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFQ clarification.

c. Provide bidders an opportunity to view a site, receive documents, etc. necessary to respond to this RFQ. 

d. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFQ.
e. Provide the bidders with tutorials on how to bid online through Alameda County’s Strategic Sourcing Supplier Portal.
3. All questions will be addressed, and the list of attendees will be included, in an RFQ Addendum following the networking/bidders conference(s).

4. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

III. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
I. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to the following those procedures.  The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision.  The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date.  

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change.  A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision.  As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision.  All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder.  An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.  An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy.  As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process.  A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

J. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be one year.

K. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are estimates and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

L. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.
2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.
5. The prices quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including other taxes, and all other charges (excluding sales and use taxes).

6. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent,"   no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

7. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

8. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

9. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

10. Labor Compliance:
a) This is public works project and is subject to monitoring by the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR).  All contractors performing work on Public Works projects are required to be registered with the DIR. Valid DIR registration numbers for your firm and any lower tier subcontractors you may hire to accomplish your portion of work must be supplied with your proposal.  The contractor and all subcontractors under the contractor shall pay all workers on all work performed pursuant to this contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work as determined by the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR), State of California, for the type of work performed and the locality in which the work is to be performed within the boundaries of the County, pursuant to sections 1770 et seq. of the California Labor Code. Prevailing wage rates are also available from the County or on the Internet at www.dir.ca.gov.  All public works contracts valued at $30,000 or more carry an obligation to hire apprentices, unless the craft or trade does not require the use of apprentices, as indicated in the corresponding prevailing wage determination.  This duty applies to all contractors and subcontractors on a project, even if their part of the project is less than $30,000.
b) Alameda County utilizes Elation Systems, a secure web-based computer system contract compliance application, to monitor labor compliance on County contracts that are deemed “public works”. The prime contractor and all participating subcontractors providing labor that is deemed by DIR to be ‘covered work’ on awarded public works projects are required to use the Elation System to submit weekly certified payroll reports (CPRs). Use of the Elation System, support and training is available at no cost to prime and subcontractors participating in County contracts. Upon contract award, the County will provide a code to contractors and subcontractors that will allow them to register and use the Elation System free of charge. Contractors should schedule a representative from their office/company, along with each of their subcontractors, to attend Elation Systems training. Free multi-agency Elation Systems one-hour training sessions require reservations and are held monthly in the Pleasanton, California area.  It is the responsibility of Contractors to ensure that they and their subcontractors are registered and trained to utilize Elation Systems. M. AWARD

1. The award will be made to the lowest responsible bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.  
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible bidders who will be considered the Back‑up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.  

3. Proposals will be evaluated by a committee and will be ranked in accordance with the RFQ section entitled “Evaluation Criteria/Selection Committee.”     
4. The committee will recommend award to the bidder who, in its opinion, has submitted the proposal that best serves the overall interests of the County and attains the highest overall point score.  Award may not necessarily be made to the bidder with the lowest price.  

5. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders are encouraged to meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at:

For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 332722, 238990.
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.
6. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFQ or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

7. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
8. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

9. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

10. Board approval to award a contract is required.  
11. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval. 

12. Final Standard Agreement terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

1. ADDITIONAL INSURED: County of Alameda, its Board of Supervisors, the individual members thereof, and all County officers, agents, employees, volunteers, and representatives are to be covered as additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the Contractor’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10 11 85 or if not available, through the addition of both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 if a later edition is used). Auto policy shall contain, or be endorsed to contain additional insured coverage for the County.

2. DURATION OF COVERAGE: All required insurance shall be maintained during the entire term of the Agreement. In addition, Insurance policies and coverage(s) written on a claims-made basis shall be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided during the entire term of the Agreement and for at least five (5) years following the later of termination of the Agreement and acceptance of all work provided under the Agreement, with the retroactive date of said insurance (as may be applicable) concurrent with the commencement of activities pursuant to this Agreement. If coverage is cancelled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date, the Contractor must purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of work. Proof of workers’ compensation insurance coverage is not required if contractor provides a signed Workers Compensation Written Declaration of Compliance.

3. REDUCTION OR LIMIT OF OBLIGATION:  All insurance policies, including excess and umbrella insurance policies, shall  be primary and non-contributory coverage at least as broad as ISO CG 20 10 04 13 as respects the County, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers.   Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the County, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be excess of the Contractor’ insurance and shall not contribute with it. Pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement insurance effected or procured by the Contractor shall not reduce or limit Contractor’s contractual obligation to indemnify and defend the Indemnified Parties.

4. INSURER FINANCIAL RATING:  Insurance shall be maintained through an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of no less than A:VII or equivalent, shall be admitted to the State of California unless otherwise acceptable by Risk Management, and with deductible amounts acceptable to the County.  Acceptance of Contractor’s insurance by County shall not relieve or decrease the liability of Contractor hereunder. Self-insured retentions must be declared and approved.  Any deductible or self-insured retention amount or other similar obligation under the policies shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor. The policy language shall provide or be endorsed to provide, that the self –insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or County.

5. SUBCONTRACTORS:  Contractor shall include all subcontractors as an insured (covered party) under its policies or shall verify that the subcontractor, under its own policies and endorsements, has complied with the insurance requirements in this Agreement, including this Exhibit. 

6. JOINT VENTURES: If Contractor is an association, partnership or  other joint business venture, required insurance shall be provided by one of the following methods:

· Separate insurance policies issued for each individual entity, with each entity included as a “Named Insured” (covered party), or at minimum named as an “Additional Insured” on the other’s policies. Coverage shall be at least as broad as in the ISO Forms named above. 

· Joint insurance program with the association, partnership or other joint business venture included as a “Named Insured”.

7. CANCELLATION OF INSURANCE: Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be cancelled, except with notice of cancellation provided to the County in accordance with policy terms and conditions.  
8. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE: Before commencing operations under this Agreement, Contractor shall provide Certificate(s) of insurance and applicable insurance endorsements as set forth in the provisions of this Agreement and this Exhibit C, in forms satisfactory to County, evidencing that all required insurance coverage is in effect. However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Contactor’s obligation to provide them.  The County reserves the right to require the Contractor to provide complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by these specifications, at any time.
