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I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms, and conditions to describe the trucking services required by Alameda County, Public Works Agency (PWA).  The qualified bidder (s) shall provide various types of trucks and licensed drivers with experience to perform hauling services of materials and debris for PWA and Flood Control District.

The County intends to award a three (3) year contract (with option to renew) to a pool of lowest responsible bidders meeting the County’s requirements.

B. SCOPE

The trucking services requested under this RFQ include but are not limited to hauling of road materials, household waste, green waste, slide material, rock, and other debris.  PWA also requires the trucking services to support storm damage and other emergency response and routine maintenance throughout Alameda County.  The qualified bidder(s) shall secure the County with appropriate type of trucks to perform each hauling task.  The bidder(s) selected as a result of this RFQ will be responsible for hauling the materials to a location specified by the County within Alameda County and unloading or dumping the trucks at the County’s expense.

C. BACKGROUND

Alameda County covers seven hundred forty-three (743) square miles east of the San Francisco Bay.  The cities included are Berkeley, Oakland, Alameda, Piedmont, San Leandro, Hayward, Union City, Newark, Fremont, Pleasanton, Livermore, Dublin, Emeryville, Albany, and the unincorporated areas of Castro Valley, San Lorenzo, Cherryland, Ashland, Livermore, Pleasanton, Hayward, San Leandro, and Sunol.  The trucking services will be supporting these areas.

D. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bidder Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidder shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing trucking services for the last three (3) years.
b. Bidder shall possess a Motor Carrier Permit issued by California State Transportation Agency, Department of Motor Vehicles.
c. When applicable, bidder shall possess all permits, licenses, and credentials necessary to perform services as specified under this RFQ including, but is not limited to, the following:
(1) Certificate of Reporting Completion Truck and Bus Regulation from California Environmental Protection Agency Air Resources Board
(2) U.S. DOT Number
(3) Unified Carrier Registration (UCR)

(4) Standard Carrier Alpha Code (SCAC)

E. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. Specific truck requirements to be provided:

a. Ten (10) wheel, ten (10) cubic yard minimum capacity dump trucks, with batch gates upon request;

b. Semi-end dump trucks;

c. Transfer trucks;

d. Bottom dump trucks;

e. Thirty-five hundred (3,500) gallon water trucks with dust control and street washer nozzles;

f. Four (4) to six (6) cubic yard bobtail dump-trucks with batch gates upon request; 

g. Street sweeper; and,

h. Super dump trucks.

2. Trucks are to be in good condition with no leaking gates and must be able to haul wet or dry materials without incident.

3. Trucks should not have any holes in the truck beds.

4. Trucks must have a manual or electric tarp system for fully covering loads.
5. Trucks must have safety chains to prevent unintended opening of gates.
6. Specific debris to be removed includes, but is not limited to:

a. Sand;

b. Rock of various sizes and weights;

c. Gravel;
d. Mud;
e. Asphalt; 

f. Wood and brush debris and other vegetation;

g. Garbage;
h. Refuse; and,

i. Silt.

7. Awarded bidder shall provide:

a. A method to respond to calls and provide trucking services twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven (7) days a week; and,

b. Deliver trucks to the PWA designated location within two (2) hours or as directed by the PWA contact person.

8. Awarded bidder shall provide experienced licensed drivers: 
a. Who are professional, polite, and courteous;

b. Who have no more than one (1) moving violation or accident within the immediate preceding three (3) year period; 

c. Who have no conviction for misdemeanor or felony driving under the influence (DUI) and no failure to appear; and,

d. Licensed and qualified to operate the trucks that will be provided.
e. PWA has the option to require the Contractor to provide a copy of the driver’s license of the truck drivers and a copy of any requested DMV reports.
9. Any covered brokers of construction services shall comply with chapter 429, section 34510.5 (a) of the Vehicle Code and upon contract award shall furnish copy of the required surety bond to PWA.
10.  Labor Compliance:

a) This is public works project and is subject to monitoring by the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR). All contractors performing work on Public Works projects are required to be registered with the DIR. Valid DIR registration numbers for your firm and any lower tier subcontractors you may hire to accomplish your portion of work must be supplied with your proposal.  The contractor and all subcontractors under the contractor shall pay all workers on all work performed pursuant to this contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work as determined by the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR), State of California, for the type of work performed and the locality in which the work is to be performed within the boundaries of the County, pursuant to sections 1770 et seq. of the California Labor Code. Prevailing wage rates are also available from the County or on the Internet at www.dir.ca.gov.  All public works contracts valued at $30,000 or more carry an obligation to hire apprentices, unless the craft or trade does not require the use of apprentices, as indicated in the corresponding prevailing wage determination.  This duty applies to all contractors and subcontractors on a project, even if their part of the project is less than $30,000.
b) Alameda County utilizes Elation Systems, a secure web-based computer system contract compliance application, to monitor labor compliance on County contracts that are deemed “public works”. The prime contractor and all participating subcontractors providing labor that is deemed by DIR to be ‘covered work’ on awarded public works projects are required to use the Elation System to submit weekly certified payroll reports (CPRs). Use of the Elation System, support and training is available at no cost to prime and subcontractors participating in County contracts. Upon contract award, the County will provide a code to contractors and subcontractors that will allow them to register and use the Elation System free of charge. Contractors should schedule a representative from their office/company, along with each of their subcontractors, to attend Elation Systems training. Free multi-agency Elation Systems one-hour training sessions require reservations and are held monthly in the Pleasanton, California area.  It is the responsibility of Contractors to ensure that they and their subcontractors are registered and trained to utilize Elation Systems. For systems support visit Elation Systems online at http://www.elationsys.com/ or contact them at (925) 924-0340.
F. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. Quarterly reports will be required on the First of the month every three (3) months and shall include all detailed listing of all work performed for the previous quarter.  

These reports shall be in Excel format and include but not be limited to the following information:

a. Detailed description of each job completed;

b. Invoice number(s);

c. Time of request(s);

d. Name of PWA employee that requested service;

e. Contractor’s response time;

f. Description of area or site;

g. Type of work performed;

h. Actual time on site or at area;

i. Billable hours sorted by type of truck; and

j. Total billed.

2. Contractor shall provide reports to PWA upon request.

G. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The bidders conference held on Wednesday, August 14, 2019 will have an online conference option enabled for remote participation. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps) at http://gsaalamedacounty.adobeconnect.com/admin/show-event-catalog
. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone. Bidders may also attend this conference in person.
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFQ.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFQ clarification.

c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFQ.
3. The list of bidder conference attendees and vendor outreach will be released in a separate document. 

4. Questions will be addressed in an RFQ Question and Answer (Q&A) Report following the networking/bidders conference(s).  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFQ, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences.

5. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List. Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions. Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.
II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
H. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60-day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFQ; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

I. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.

J. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to following those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

K. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be three-years. 

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices for the additional years with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 

L. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are annual estimates based on past usage and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

M. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.

2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Taxes : 

a. The price(s) quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including Sales, Use, or other taxes, and all other charges.

5. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

6. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

7. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

8. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  

N. AWARD

1. The award will be made to the lowest responsible bidder who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.  
2. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

As a result of the County’s commitment to advance the economic opportunities of these businesses, Bidders must meet the County’s Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business requirements in order to be considered for the contract award.  These requirements can be found online at:

For purposes of this bid, applicable industries include, but are not limited to, the following NAICS Code(s): 484110, 484220.
A small business is defined by the United States Small Business Administration (SBA) as having no more than the number of employees or average annual gross receipts over the last three years required per SBA standards based on the small business's appropriate NAICS code.

An emerging business is defined by the County as having either annual gross receipts of less than one-half that of a small business OR having less than one-half the number of employees AND that has been in business less than five years.
3. The County reserves the right to reject any or all responses that materially differ from any terms contained in this RFQ or from any Exhibits attached hereto, to waive informalities and minor irregularities in responses received, and to provide an opportunity for bidders to correct minor and immaterial errors contained in their submissions.  The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

4. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.
5. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

6. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

7. Board approval to award a contract is required. 
8. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval. 

9. Final Standard Agreement terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected bidder.  Bidder may access a copy of the Standard Services Agreement template can be found online at:

10. The RFQ specifications, terms, conditions and Exhibits, RFQ Addenda and Bidder’s proposal, may be incorporated into and made a part of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.

O. METHOD OF ORDERING

1. A written PO and signed Standard Agreement contract will be issued upon Board approval. 

2. POs and Standard Agreements will be faxed, transmitted electronically or mailed and shall be the only authorization for the Contractor to place an order. 

3. POs and payments for products and/or services will be issued only in the name of Contractor. 

4. Contractor shall adapt to changes to the method of ordering procedures as required by the County during the term of the contract.

5. Change orders shall be agreed upon by Contractor and County and issued as needed in writing by County.  

P. INVOICING

1. Contractor shall invoice the requesting department, unless otherwise advised, upon satisfactory receipt of product and/or performance of services.

2. County will use best efforts to make payment within 30 days following receipt and review of invoice and upon complete satisfactory receipt of product and performance of services.  
3. County shall notify Contractor of any adjustments required to invoice.
4. Invoices shall contain County PO number, invoice number, remit to address and itemized products and/or services description and price as quoted and shall be accompanied by acceptable proof of delivery.

5. Contractor shall utilize standardized invoice upon request.

6. Invoices shall only be issued by the Contractor who is awarded a contract.

7. Payments will be issued to and invoices must be received from the same Contractor whose name is specified on the POs.

8. The County will pay Contractor monthly or as agreed upon, not to exceed the total quoted in the bid response.

Q. PERFORMANCE BOND 
1. The successful bidder will be required to post and maintain a performance bond for 10% of the total contract amount with the County of Alameda, General Services Agency.

R. ACCOUNT MANAGER / SUPPORT STAFF

1. Contractor shall provide a dedicated competent account manager who shall be responsible for the County account/contract.  The account manager shall receive all orders from the County and shall be the primary contact for all issues regarding Bidder’s response to this RFQ and any contract which may arise pursuant to this RFQ.
2. Contractor shall also provide adequate, competent support staff that shall be able to service the County during normal working hours, Monday through Friday.  Such representative(s) shall be knowledgeable about the contract, products offered and able to identify and resolve quickly any issues including but not limited to order and invoicing problems.

3. Contractor account manager shall be familiar with County requirements and standards and work with the PWA to ensure that established standards are adhered to.  

4. Contractor account manager shall keep the County Specialist informed of requests from departments as required.  

III. INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
S. COUNTY CONTACTS

GSA-Procurement is managing the competitive process for this project on behalf of the County.  All contact during the competitive process is to be through the GSA-Procurement department only.

Acceptance of Contractor’s insurance by County shall not relieve or decrease the liability of Contractor hereunder. Self-insured retentions must be declared and approved.  Any deductible or self-insured retention amount or other similar obligation under the policies shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor. The policy language shall provide or be endorsed to provide, that the self –insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or County.

5. SUBCONTRACTORS:  Contractor shall include all subcontractors as an insured (covered party) under its policies or shall verify that the subcontractor, under its own policies and endorsements, has complied with the insurance requirements in this Agreement, including this Exhibit. 

6. JOINT VENTURES: If Contractor is an association, partnership or  other joint business venture, required insurance shall be provided by one of the following methods:

· Separate insurance policies issued for each individual entity, with each entity included as a “Named Insured” (covered party), or at minimum named as an “Additional Insured” on the other’s policies. Coverage shall be at least as broad as in the ISO Forms named above. 

· Joint insurance program with the association, partnership or other joint business venture included as a “Named Insured”.

7. CANCELLATION OF INSURANCE: Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be cancelled, except with notice of cancellation provided to the County in accordance with policy terms and conditions.  
8. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE: Before commencing operations under this Agreement, Contractor shall provide Certificate(s) of insurance and applicable insurance endorsements as set forth in the provisions of this Agreement and this Exhibit C, in forms satisfactory to County, evidencing that all required insurance coverage is in effect. However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Contactor’s obligation to provide them.  The County reserves the right to require the Contractor to provide complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by these specifications, at any time.
