I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to describe the County of Alameda requirements for mineral and road building materials including Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) and rock for the Public Works Agency Road Department and Zone 7’s Flood Control District and Maintenance section.  All minerals and road materials shall be available for pickup by the County departments or its designated personnel directed by the County and shall be as specified herein.
The County intends to award a pool contract for three (3) years (with option to renew) to the bidders selected as the lowest responsible bidders whose responses meet the County’s requirements.

It is the intent of these specifications, terms and conditions to procure the most environmentally preferable products with equivalent or higher performance and at equal or lower cost than traditional products.  Specific requirements from the County’s Sustainability Program that are related to this Bid are included in the appropriate Bid sections.
B. SCOPE
The successful bidders shall supply the County Public Works Agency and Zone 7’s Flood Control District with materials on an as needed basis to support Road Department and Flood Control District facilities maintenance programs.  The awarded bidders shall accept asphalt spoils such as grindings, chunks of asphalt concrete, etc., with minimal geotextiles or dirt and Portland concrete with small amounts of rebar, for recycling.  Maintenance projects are on-going throughout the year and throughout the County, but are generally in one of the following five (5) geographical areas:

The County anticipates awarding multiple contracts to bidders in various locations.  The successful bidders shall supply the type and quantity of mineral and road building materials specified in an emergency and whenever requested by the County.  The successful bidders shall be responsible for providing asphalt concrete, liquid asphalts, asphalt cutback, aggregate base, fine aggregate, asphalt or concrete disposal, 100% recycled asphalt product and 100% recycled aggregate base as per State of California, Department of Transportation (Caltrans) specifications for the material.

C. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS
1. BIDDER Minimum Qualifications

a. Bidders shall be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing mineral and road building materials for at least three (3) years.

b. Bidder shall possess all permits and licenses necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFQ.
D. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

1. Materials furnished and references to section numbers under this Request for Quotation (RFQ) shall conform and/or refer to the Caltrans Standard Specifications, dated May 2018 and any amendments thereto.  County of Alameda Specifications may override the Caltrans Standard Specifications (CSS) on some occasions, as advised by the County.  In the event of a conflict between the CSS and the County Specifications, the latter shall take precedent.  Reference copies of the CSS and its Amendment are available online at: https://dot.ca.gov/programs/design/ccs-standard-plans-and-standard-specifications
2. Product Categories These categories collectively pertain to various forms of asphalt for the construction and maintenance of roads, streets, parking lots, driveways, industrial pavements, etc.  Bidders may quote pricing on one or more of each product.

a. Asphalt Concrete: 

(1) Three eights inch (3/8”), Type B, Medium grade, Liquid or Paving Grade to be designated at time of order.

(2) One half inch (1/2”), Type B, Medium grade, Liquid or Paving Grade to be designated at time of order.
(a) Asphalt binder to be mixed with aggregate shall be liquid asphalt or paving asphalt as designated by the County.

(b) Liquid asphalt to be mixed with aggregate shall conform to the CSS provisions in Section 92, “Asphalt Binders,” and shall be of the grade designated by the County.

(c) Paving asphalt to be mixed with aggregate shall be steam refined asphalt conforming to the CSS provisions in Section 92, “Asphalt Binders,” and shall be of the grade designated in the special provisions therein or as determined by the County.

(d) Liquid asphalt for prime coat shall conform to the CSS provisions in Section 92, “Asphalt Binders,” and shall be of the grade designated by the County.

(e) Paving asphalt to be used as a binder for pavement reinforcing fabric shall be a steam refined asphalt conforming to the CSS provisions in Section 92, “Asphalt Binders,” and shall be Grade AR-4000, unless otherwise ordered by the County Engineer.

b. Liquid Asphalt: Slow-Setting Anionic Asphalt Emulsion (SS-1 Emulsion)

(1) Liquid asphalts shall consist of materials conforming to the classifications listed in the chart “Slow-Setting Anionic Asphalt Emulsion Requirements” under Section 94 of the CSS.

(2) Slow setting products designated, shall consist of natural crude oils or residual oils from crude petroleum.

(3) Medium setting products shall consist of paving asphalt conforming to the CSS provisions in Section 94, “Medium-Setting Anionic Asphalt Emulsion Requirements”.
(4) Awarded bidders shall make available for review a certified copy of tests representing any shipment.
(5) If liquid asphalt is used prior to sampling and testing, a Certificate of Compliance, as described in the CSS Section 6‑2.03C, "Certificates of Compliance," shall accompany each shipment of asphalt to the worksite. The certificate shall state that the material complies with the specifications detailed in the referenced section and shall be signed by the awarded bidders or their authorized representatives. The certificate shall include the following:

(a) Shipment number,
(b) Type of material,

(c) Specific gravity of the material,

(d) Refinery,
(e) Consignee,
(f) Destination,
(g) Quantity,
(h) Contract or purchase order number, and 
(i) Date of shipment.  
(6) Liquid asphalt furnished without a Certificate of Compliance shall not be used until a Public Works Engineer has appropriately tested and approved the liquid asphalt for use. 
c. Asphalt Cutback (Bulk):

(1) Asphalt Cutback is a mixture of asphalt cement and solvents. Awarded bidders shall provide either slow cure or medium cure, as requested by the County and according to the CSS. They are essentially liquid asphalts. Some are thin enough to be used as prime oil or tack, while others must be heated for use. Their uses include dust control, pavement maintenance, construction (chip seal), and cold mix patching.

(2) Asphalt Cutback is manufactured by blending asphalt cement with a petroleum solvent, and described by the relative rate of evaporation of the solvent: Medium-Setting and Slow-Setting. 

(3) Medium-Setting Asphalt Cutback is typically used for prime coat, surface treatments and stockpile patching mixes.

(4) The amount of solvent used in the asphalt cutback or road oil determines its viscosity or grade.

e. Aggregate Base: Class 2, three quarter inch (3/4”) Maximum.

(1) All aggregate shall be clean and free from decomposed materials, organic material, and other deleterious substances.

(2) Coarse aggregate is material retained on the number four (4) sieve (No. 4 Sieve) per CSS Section 90-1.02C(4)(b), “Coarse Aggregate Gradation”; 

(3) Fine aggregate is material passing the No. 4 Sieve per CSS Section 90-1.02C(4)(c) and supplemental fine aggregate is added fine material passing the number thirty (30) Sieve (No. 30 Sieve), including dust from dust collectors.

(4) Combined aggregate, prior to the addition of asphalt binder, shall conform to the requirements described under Section 90-1.02C(4)(d) of the CSS.  Conformance with the grading requirements will be determined by California Test 202, modified by California Test 105 when there is a difference in specific gravity of two tenths millimeter (0.2mm) or more between the coarse and fine portions of the aggregate or between blends of different aggregates.  If the results do not fall within the limits shown under “Operating Range,” but are within limits for “Contract Compliance” of California Test 217 of the CSS, placement of asphalt concrete may not be started until tests, or other information indicate to the satisfaction of the Public Works Engineer that the next material to be used in the work will comply with the requirements for “Operating Range.”

(5) If the results of grading tests are not within the limits for “Contract Compliance,” the asphalt concrete represented by these tests shall be removed unless the Public Works Engineer determines that said asphalt concrete is structurally adequate and may remain in place.  No single grading test shall represent more than five hundred (500) tons of aggregate or one day’s paving whichever is smaller.

(6) The proposed graduation for the specified sieve shall meet the graduation shown in the table under “Limits of Proposed Graduation,” of the Caltrans Standard Specifications.  Changes from one mix design to another shall not be made during the progress of the work unless permitted by the County.  However, changes in proportions to conform to the approved mix design shall not be considered changes in the mix design.

(7) Class 2 aggregate base shall be free from vegetable matter and other deleterious substances, and shall be of such nature that it can be compacted readily under watering and rolling to form a firm stable base.

(8) Aggregate may include material processed from reclaimed asphalt concrete, Portland cement concrete, lean concrete base, cement treated base, or a combination of any of these materials. The amount of reclaimed material shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the total volume of the aggregate used.

(9) The coarse aggregate (material retained on a No. 4 Sieve) shall consist of material of which at least twenty-five percent (25%) by weight shall be crushed particles as determined by California Test 205.
(10) Aggregate shall conform to the grading and quality requirements per the “Aggregate Gradation” table under Section 26-1.02B of the CSS.  Either the “1-1/2 inch maximum” or the “3/4 inch maximum” shall be used; except that once a grading is selected, it shall not be changed without the County’s written approval.

(11) Awarded bidders shall perform testing as required by CSS.  

f. Fine Aggregate (Concrete Sand):

(1) Fine aggregate shall consist of natural sand, and manufactured sand produced from larger aggregate, or a combination thereof, as stated in Section 90-1.02C of the CSS.  Manufactured sand shall be graded with a minimum of flat or elongated particles.

(2) Per the CCS 90-1.02C(3), Fine aggregates developing a color darker than the reference standard color solution may be accepted if it is determined by the County, from mortar strength tests, that a darker color is acceptable.

(3) Evaluation of the test results, with moving averages specified, shall conform to the provisions of CSS.

(4) Fine aggregate having individual test Sand Equivalent values not less than sixty-eight (68) millimeters and moving average Sand Equipment values not less than seventy-one (71) millimeters when tested by California Test 217 of the CSS will be accepted for use if the awarded bidders furnish a Certificate of Compliance, as described in the CSS Section 6‑2.03C, "Certificates of Compliance," certifying that:

a. Fine aggregate sampled at the completion of processing at the aggregate production plant had a Sand Equivalent value of not less than eighty-two (82) when tested by California Test 217; and,

b. Pre-qualification tests performed in accordance with California Test 549 of CSS indicated that the aggregate would develop a relative strength of not less than ninety-five percent (95%) and would have a relative shrinkage not greater than one hundred five percent (105%), based on concrete.

g. 100% Recycled Material - Recycled Asphalt Product (RAP): 

(1) Virgin materials may be mixed with up to fifteen percent (15%) Recycled Asphalt Pavement (RAP) for the materials indicated on Exhibit B Bid Form contained herein.  The materials in the RAP shall meet the requirements of virgin materials.  Upon request, the Contractor shall furnish test results from a laboratory approved by the County Engineer showing that the RAP meets the specifications of virgin materials.  The County will make the final determination as to whether the RAP meets the requirements of the County Engineer.

h. 100% Recycled Material - Aggregate Base: Class 2, three quarter inch (3/4”) Maximum.

(1) Specifications shall be in compliance with Caltrans Specifications for Aggregate Base and Subbase, weblink: https://www.calrecycle.ca.gov/condemo/specs/caltransagg 

(2) 100% recycled aggregate base shall consist of crushed concrete, hard, graduated fragments of inert mineral materials, including sand, gravel, crushed stone, slag, rock dust, or powder and sometimes asphalt.  Acceptable inert solid waste is concrete, asphalt, dirt, brick, and other rubble. 

(3) 100% recycled aggregate base comes primarily from Portland cement concrete (PCC) and Asphalt Concrete (AC) from road rehabilitation and maintenance, demolition, and leftover batches of AC and PCC. After processing, the rocks may retain pieces of cement or asphalt. 

(4) 100% recycled aggregate base can be used in paved roads as aggregate base, aggregate sub-base, and shoulders, in gravel roads as surfacing, as base for building foundations, as fill for utility trenches, and at this time, the primary market is aggregate base and sub-base in road projects. 

(5) 100 % recycled aggregate base must meet the same grading and quality specifications as virgin aggregate.

(6) 100% recycled aggregate base maybe included in aggregate base: 

(a) It may be specified when recycled base would also meet requirements, and when crushed aggregate base does not include 100% recycled aggregate base.

(b) Crushed Miscellaneous Base may include recycled aggregate.

(c) Processed Miscellaneous Base, which may include broken or crushed AC, PCC, railroad ballast, glass, crushed rock, rock dust, or natural material.

3. Asphalt and Concrete Disposal The awarded bidders shall accept the following materials for disposal at their asphalt plant facilities:

a. Asphalt Grindings: Material produced by a mechanical machine that mills the Asphalt Concrete (also known as grindings).

b. Broken Asphalt: Asphalt Concrete that is broken up into pieces.

c. Asphalt with geotextiles: Asphalt Concrete that contains a fabric material that is commonly used in the industry between lifts of asphalt. 

(1) Geotextiles are defined as materials or fabrics that are woven or non-woven and composed of thermoplastics, such as polypropylene and polyester. The fabrics can also contain nylon, other polymers, natural organic materials or fiberglass. Common geotextiles manufacturer names include Petropave, Paveprep, Petromat, Mirafi, Typar, and Roadglass.

d. Concrete with Rebar: The rebar must be trimmed within four inches of the piece of concrete material. 

e. California Inert Solids or Waste: Non-liquid solid waste including, but not limited to, soil and concrete, that does not contain hazardous waste or soluble pollutants at concentrations in excess of water-quality objectives established by a regional water board pursuant to division 7 (commencing with section 13000) of the California Water Code and does not contain significant quantities of decomposable solid waste. 

f. Dumping with bottom dump trucks shall require prior approval. 

g. All loads must be un-tarped, inspected, and ticketed prior to acceptance. 

(1) Recycle – Materials submitted must be free of concrete and/or asphalt dirt or other contamination. Material must be smaller than 2 feet x 2 feet x 2 feet, rebar must be trimmed back to 6 inches. No concrete washout, brick, cinder block or concrete pipes will be accepted.

(2) Dirt – Dirt must be uncontaminated and clean fill, with no grass, roots or trash, and less than 5% concrete, rock or asphalt rubble. 
E. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The bidders conference held on August 18, 2020 via ONLINE CONFERENCING ONLY to assist in remote participation due to the issuance of Proclamation of a State Emergency in California to assist in preventing and mitigating the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps) at Join Microsoft Teams Meeting. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone. 
2. Networking/bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFQ.

b. Provide an opportunity for bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFQ clarification.
c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFQ.

3. The list of bidder conference attendees and vendor outreach will be released in a separate document. 
4. Questions will be addressed in an RFQ Question and Answer (Q&A) Report following the networking/bidders conference(s).  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFQ, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences.
5. Potential bidders are strongly encouraged to remotely attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who participate in a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
F. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1.                  Contractor has complied with all terms of this RFQ; and
2.                  Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

G. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract by GSA.
H. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to follow those procedures. The following is provided in the event that bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any Bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day
a. The Bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the Bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

I. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be three (3) years.
2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, may be extended for an additional two-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same.
J. QUANTITIES 
Quantities listed herein are estimates based on past usage and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

K. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.

2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Taxes and freight charges:

a. No charge for delivery, drayage, express, parcel post packing, cartage, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, or for any other purpose, except taxes legally payable by County, will be paid by the County unless expressly included and itemized in the bid.

b. Amount paid for transportation of property to the County of Alameda is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  An exemption certificate is not required where the shipping papers show the consignee as Alameda County; as such papers may be accepted by the carrier as proof of the exempt character of the shipment.

c. Articles sold to the County of Alameda are exempt from certain Federal excise taxes.  The County will furnish an exemption certificate.
5. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

6. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

7. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

8. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

9. Prevailing Wages:  Pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1770 et seq., Contractor shall pay to persons performing labor in and about Work provided for in Contract not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for work of a similar character in the locality in which the Work is performed, and not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for legal holiday and overtime work in said locality, which per diem wages shall not be less than the stipulated rates contained in a schedule thereof which has been ascertained and determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations to be the general prevailing rate of per diem wages for each craft or type of workman or mechanic needed to execute this contract.  
L. AWARD

1. The award will be made to the lowest responsible bidder(s) who meets the requirements of these specifications, terms and conditions.  
2. Awards may also be made to the subsequent lowest responsible bidders who will be considered the Back‑up Contractors and who will be called in ascending order of amount of their quotation.  

3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

The decision as to what constitutes a minor irregularity shall be made solely at the discretion of the County.

5. Any proposal/bids that contain false or misleading information may be disqualified by the County.

6. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

7. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

8. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to GSA approval.
