I. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. INTENT

The intent of these specifications, terms and conditions is to describe the direct service funding opportunity for sex offender management treatment program services available through AB 109 funding under the Alameda County Probation Department’s (ACPD) Community Corrections Partnership Grant Program.  Successful bidders are expected to have experience providing sex offender management treatments services to meet the individual’s treatment needs. 
The County is seeking to create a pool of bidders experienced in the provision of sex offender management treatment program services.  

1. Available Funding and Initial Award

The total amount of funding available under this Request for Quotation (RFQ) is $550,000 over an initial period of 12 months. 

The County intends to award a one-year contract (with options to renew) to a pool of bidders who meet the Bidder Qualifications as described in this RFQ.

The County does not warrant nor guarantee any minimum or maximum dollar amount, or any awarded scope of services, under this RFQ and/or any resulting contract.  The County neither warrants nor guarantees any minimum or maximum compensation to the pool of bidders.   Bidders shall be paid on a pay-for-service model.
B. AB 109 / PUBLIC SAFETY REALIGNMENT
The Public Safety Realignment Act (Realignment or Act) took effect October 1, 2011 and mandated extensive changes to California’s criminal justice systems.  Realignment shifted the responsibility for supervising specific low-level inmates and parolees from the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to each of the 58 counties.
This Act tasked local government at the county level with developing a new approach to reducing recidivism amongst the realigned population.  Each county was directed to create a Community Corrections Partnership (CCP) to develop and recommend to the county Board of Supervisors a county implementation plan for 2011 Public Safety Realignment.  The Act also established an Executive Committee (EC) of the CCP members.    
Beginning in 2016, Chief Still, Chair of the CCP-EC conducted a number of “listening sessions” with community members, current and previous clients, community-based organizations, and other stakeholders to identify the most critical programming needs for the target population.  ACPD is seeking a pool of bidders to provide the critical programming need for sex offender management treatment program services.

C. BACKGROUND 
Alameda County has one of the highest concentrations of formerly incarcerated individuals in the state of California.  Each month more than 3,000 men and women are released from custody in the state of California and are expected to find employment and reintegrate themselves into society.
  In Alameda County, nearly 26,000 individuals have reentered the community from jail or prison between 2011 and 2016.
  

Leading experts in the criminal justice field have learned through research and practice that recidivism reduction requires focusing on criminogenic needs and community functioning factors, and responding with appropriate service interventions, intensity, and duration.  These practices have been shown to be effective in empowering clients to achieve short-term goals while also reducing recidivism.

The ACPD is committed to protecting the public’s safety by providing supervision, services, support, and opportunities to its clients through quality supervision, leadership, services, and effective partnerships.  ACPD’s Adult Field Services Division is committed to promoting the use of best practices through data-driven, performance-based supervision, services, and opportunities that will result in positive behavior change and life options for adults under Probation supervision.  

As of July 2012, registered sex offenders on parole or probation are required to participate in sex offender management programs (California Penal Code, § 290.09).   Also taking in effect July 2012 was a modification to Chelsea’s Law, Assembly Bill 1844, which requires all defendants who are registered sex offenders currently on formal probation for a 290 PC registerable offense to actively participate in a California Sex Offender Management Board (CASOMB) approved Sex Offender Management Program (California Penal Code Sections 1203.067, 290.09, 9003).  Chelsea’s Law codified a system called the Containment Model that requires collaboration and communication with a team comprised of the sex offender treatment provider, Probation Officer, polygraph examiner, and a victim advocate when appropriate. 
The containment approach operates in the context of multi-agency collaboration, explicit policies, and consistent practices that combine case evaluation and risk assessment, sex offender treatment, and intense community surveillance, all designed specifically to maximize public safety.  The containment approach consists of the following aspects: 

1. A philosophy that values victim protection, public safety, and reparation for victims as the paramount objectives of sex offender management;

2. Implementation strategies that depend on agency coordination and multidisciplinary partnerships; 

3. A containment-focused case management and risk control approach that is individualized based on each offender’s characteristics; 

4. Consistent multi-agency policies and protocols; and 

5. Quality control mechanisms, including program monitoring and evaluation. 

The diversity of sex offenders clearly indicate that approaches to treatment should vary – a “one size fits all” approach simply does not work.  A comprehensive assessment process in line with the most up to date local and statewide legislation and treatment modalities should be designed to address the varied motivations, predisposing factors, offense pathways, and specific intervention needs of sex offenders. 

Treatment should reflect the underlying factors believed to contribute to that individual’s offending behavior and that are related to the risk for reoffending in the future.  Outcomes are maximized and recidivism is reduced when offenders are matched to interventions based on risk, needs, and other factors.  Additionally, sex offenders also face a range of additional criminogenic needs. These include:

6. Sexual Interest Domain:

a. Sexual preference for children 

b. Sexualized violence

c. Sexualized preoccupation 

7. Relational Style Domain:

a. Emotional congruence with children

b. Lack of emotionally intimate relationship with an adult

c. Callousness and grievance thinking 

8. Self-management Domain 

a. Lifestyle impulsiveness 

b. Dysfunctional coping 

Assessments must help drive the justification for service intensity and duration.  More intensive treatment for example has a better impact on higher risk offenders than it does on lower risk offenders.  The ACPD anticipates that there will be approximately thirty (30) clients at any given time that will be in need of financial assistance to enroll and participate in a sex offender treatment service framework.  The ACPD completes the Static-99R assessment and makes, as appropriate, referrals to sex offender management programs.  The Static-99R is used to assess male sex offenders presentencing and prior to release from prison.  The Static-99R is based on static (unchanging) risk factors, which predict the potential for sexual re-offending, such as age at release from custody on the sex offense, number of certain types of prior convictions, and victim characteristics.
D. SCOPE
1. Target Population

The target population for this RFQ is adult realigned clients, which is comprised of men and women, 18 years of age and older who fall under any of the following categories:

a. Supervised under Post-Release Community Supervision (PRCS): Individuals released from prison for non-serious and non-violent offenses and are not classified as high-risk sex-offenders and supervised by the local probation agency.
b. Individuals charged and/or under supervision with an 1170(h)-eligible offense, including: 
(1) Individuals sentenced to local prison and placed on mandatory supervision (also known as a split sentence).

(2) Individuals granted deferred entry of judgement in lieu of an AB109-eligible offense.

c. Individuals on formal Probation.

d. Individuals on pre-trial status (Note: Eligibility to be determined after State program and funding parameters have been determined).

e. Participants in specialty courts with felony convictions.

*Note: Individuals on court probation are not considered part of the realigned population.
E. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS

In order to be eligible for the pool of bidders:

1. Bidders must be regularly and continuously engaged in the business of providing sex offender management treatment program services to the realigned population for at least five (5) years.
a. Bidders shall indicate, in the time period above, proof of experience collaborating with justice partners for the benefit of mutual clients, and public safety as demonstrated by having worked with at least three (3) agencies.

b. This qualification must be verifiable through the references and/or required documentation submitted per the Exhibit A – Bid Response Packet.
2. Bidders shall be certified by CASOMB at the time of bid submittal.
a. Bidders certification will be verified through CASOMB website: https://casomb.org/index.cfm?pid=1247   

3. Bidders shall be a local vendor, based in Alameda County.  All and any parties of any bidding consortium must also meet this requirement.  An Alameda County vendor is a firm or dealer:

a. With fixed offices and having a street address within the County for at least six (6) months prior to the issue date of this RFQ; and 

b. Which holds a valid business license issued by the County or a city within the County.

4. Bidders shall possess all permits, licenses and professional credentials necessary to supply product and perform services as specified under this RFQ.
F. ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS

Contractors shall have plans in place for addressing the following administrative requirements: 

a. Background Checks

a. Contractors shall have a plan to ensure background checks are completed on all employees, contractors, volunteers, and consultants who have regular and/or unsupervised private contact with youth served by the organization.  Required background checks must include the following: state or tribal criminal history records (including fingerprint checks), sex offender registry checks, and any other checks required by state law.  

b. In addition, as appropriate to job functions, Contractors shall also include verification of employment experience, the individual’s driving records (for those who will transport clients), and professional licensing records. 

b. Funding Acknowledgments

Contractors shall ensure all written materials, publications, electronic media which are produced with funds from this contract and/or pertains to the target population being serviced by this contract will include a funding acknowledgment statement in the form of a sentence under a separate heading entitled" Funding" directly after your acknowledgements.  The funding agency should be written out in full, an approved logo attached followed by the RFQ number in square brackets.  All written materials, publications, electronic media which include the funding statement and logo shall be submitted to the funding agency prior to mass production.  Please see following example of a funding statement:

G. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

1. Program Requirements  

Contractors shall provide sex offender management treatment program services in accordance with their CASOMB approved Containment Model. 

This sex offender management program has three required components: supervising (e.g., probation or parole) officer; sex offender treatment provider; and polygraph examiner, using a victim-centered approach.
2. Contractors shall offer all services to non-English speaking clients.
3. Contractors shall conduct Child Contact Assessments (CCA), as needed or requested, to determine if it is safe to allow a sex offender to have contact with his/her own children and/or with other children, excluding the victim. 

4. Contractors shall offer an approved Supervisor/Chaperone Training Component for potential chaperones to learn, process, and internalize information about offender characteristics, risk, and behaviors. 
5. Contractors shall have routine phone and/or email contact with the ACPD Sex Offender Unit (SOU) 
6. Contractors shall participate in monthly case conferencing between the ACPD SOU and the Containment Model Team. 

7. Certification Requirements

a. Contractors are required to maintain their certification with CASOMB during the contract term.

b. Contractors are required to notify ACPD within 24 hours of an expired certification status with CASOMB.

8. Referral Process

a. Referrals will be identified and referred to the Successful  Contractors by a 
(1) Referrals from the Deputy Probation Officers (DPO) will be comprised of clients who have been assessed and meet the eligibility requirements which includes court-ordered treatment or mandated by statue. 

(2) Referrals from the DPOs will be provided through a case management system, Tyler Supervision or a similar system, that the Bidder will be required to use.  ACPD will provide the necessary training at no cost to the Bidder.

H. PROGRAM OUTCOMES EXPECTATION

1. 100% of clients shall receive an evaluation/intake within 30 days of program referral. 

2. 100% of clients with a contact sex offense shall have a Stable-2007 within 30 days of program referral. 

3. 100% of clients shall have an initial case conference with 45 days of program referral. 

4. 100% of clients will have Treatment Goals that are aligned with the sexual criminogenic needs as outlined in the Stable-2007.

5. 100% of treatment sessions shall be aligned with the sexual criminogenic needs as outlined in the Stable-2007. 

6. 75% of clients shall complete their treatment goals as outlines in their treatment plans. 

I. DELIVERABLES / REPORTS

1. Bidder shall submit monthly client progress reports. The reporting format will be provided after contract is awarded. 
2. Bidder shall track the number of clients who receive services every month and submit sign-in sheets along with invoice. 

J. NETWORKING / BIDDERS CONFERENCES

1. The Bidders conference held on March 16, 2021 will have an online conference option enabled for remote participation. Bidders can opt to participate via a computer with a stable internet connection (the recommended Bandwidth is 512Kbps) at Click here to join the meeting. In order to get the best experience, the County recommends that Bidders who participate remotely use equipment with audio output such as speakers, headsets, or a telephone.
2. Networking/Bidders conferences will be held to: 

a. Provide an opportunity for Small Local Emerging Businesses (SLEBs) and large firms to network and develop subcontracting relationships in order to participate in the contract(s) that may result from this RFQ. 
b. Provide an opportunity for Bidders to ask specific questions about the project and request RFQ clarification.

c. Provide the County with an opportunity to receive feedback regarding the project and RFQ.

3. The list of Bidder conference attendees will be released in a separate document. 
4. Only written questions submitted via email by the stated deadline will be addressed in an RFQ Question and Answer (Q&A) following the networking/Bidders conference(s).  Should there be a need to amend or revise the RFQ, an addendum will be issued following the Networking/Bidders Conferences. The Q&A and Addendum are the final stance of the County.

6. Potential Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend networking/bidders conference(s) in order to further facilitate subcontracting relationships.  Vendors who attend a networking/bidders conference will be added to the Vendor Bid List.  Failure to participate in a networking/bidders conference will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing goods and/or services required in accordance with these specifications, terms and conditions.  Attendance at a networking/bidders conference is highly recommended but is not mandatory.  

II. COUNTY PROCEDURES, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS
K. CONTRACT EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT  
During the initial 60 day period of any contract which may be awarded to the Contractor, the County may review the proposal, the contract, any goods or services provided, and/or meet with the Contractor to identify any issues or potential problems.

The County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether:
1. The contractor has complied with all terms of this RFQ; and
2. Any problems or potential problems with the proposed goods and services were evidenced which make it unlikely (even with possible modifications) that such goods and services have met or will meet the County requirements.  

If, as a result of such determination, the County concludes that it is not satisfied with Contractor, Contractor’s performance under any awarded contract and/or Contractor’s goods and services as contracted for therein, the Contractor will be notified that the contract is being terminated.  The contractor shall be responsible for returning County facilities to their original state at no charge to the County.  The County will have the right to invite the next highest ranked Bidder to enter into a contract.  The County also reserves the right to re-bid this project if it is determined to be in its best interest to do so.

L. NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD 
1. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process (“Evaluation Process”), all Bidders will be notified in writing by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, of the contract award recommendation, if any, by GSA-Procurement.  The document providing this notification is the Notice of Intent to Award.  

The Notice of Intent to Award will provide the following information:

a. The name of the Bidder being recommended for contract award; and 

b. The names of all other parties that submitted proposals.

2. At the conclusion of the RFQ response evaluation process and negotiations, debriefings for unsuccessful Bidders will be scheduled and provided upon written request and will be restricted to discussion of the unsuccessful offeror’s bid.  Under no circumstances will any discussion be conducted with regard to contract negotiations with the successful Bidder.

3. The submitted proposals shall be made available upon request no later than five calendar days before approval of the award and contract is scheduled to be heard by the Board of Supervisors.
M. Bid Protest/Appeals Process

GSA-Procurement prides itself on the establishment of fair and competitive contracting procedures and the commitment made to follow those procedures. The following is provided in the event that Bidders wish to protest the bid process or appeal the recommendation to award a contract for this project once the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award have been issued.  Bid protests submitted prior to issuance of the Notices of Intent to Award/Non-Award will not be accepted by the County.

1. Any bid protest by any Bidder regarding any other Bid must be submitted in writing to the County’s GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, ATTN: Contract Compliance Officer, located at 1401 Lakeside Drive, 10th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 208-9720, before 5:00 p.m. of the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the Notice of Intent to Award, not the date received by the Bidder.  A Bid protest received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day.
a. The bid protest must contain a complete statement of the reasons and facts for the protest.

b. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the basis for the protest. 

c. The protest must include the name, address, email address, fax number and telephone number of the person representing the protesting party.

d. The County Agency/Department will notify all Bidders of the protest as soon as possible.
2. Upon receipt of the written protest, GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, or designee, will review and evaluate the protest and issue a written decision. The GSA–Office of Acquisition Policy, may, at its discretion, investigate the protest, obtain additional information, provide an opportunity to settle the protest by mutual agreement, and/or schedule a meeting(s) with the protesting Bidder and others (as appropriate) to discuss the protest.  The decision on the bid protest will be issued at least ten (10) business days prior to the Board hearing or GSA award date. 

The decision will be communicated by e-mail, fax, or US Postal Service mail, and will inform the Bidder whether or not the recommendation to the Board of Supervisors or GSA in the Notice of Intent to Award is going to change. A copy of the decision will be furnished to all Bidders affected by the decision. As used in this paragraph, a Bidder is affected by the decision on a Bid protest if a decision on the protest could have resulted in the Bidder not being the apparent successful Bidder on the Bid.

3. The decision of the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy on the bid protest may be appealed to the Auditor-Controller's Office of Contract Compliance & Reporting (OCCR) located at 1221 Oak St., Room 249, Oakland, CA 94612, Fax: (510) 272-6502 unless the OCCR determines that it has a conflict of interest in which case an alternate will be identified to hear the appeal and all steps to be taken by OCCR will be performed by the alternate.  The Bidder whose bid is the subject of the protest, all Bidders affected by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision on the protest, and the protestor have the right to appeal if not satisfied with the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy's decision. All appeals to the Auditor-Controller's OCCR shall be in writing and submitted within five (5) business days following the issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy, not the date received by the Bidder. An appeal received after 5:00 p.m. is considered received as of the next business day. An appeal received after the FIFTH (5th) business day following the date of issuance of the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy shall not be considered under any circumstances by the GSA or the Auditor-Controller OCCR.

a. The appeal shall specify the decision being appealed and all the facts and circumstances relied upon in support of the appeal.
b. In reviewing protest appeals, the OCCR will not re-judge the proposal(s). The appeal to the OCCR shall be limited to review of the procurement process to determine if the contracting department materially erred in following the bid or, where appropriate, County contracting policies or other laws and regulations.
c. The appeal to the OCCR also shall be limited to the grounds raised in the original protest and the decision by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy. As such, a Bidder is prohibited from stating new grounds for a Bid protest in its appeal.  The Auditor-Controller (OCCR) shall only review the materials and conclusions reached by the GSA-Office of Acquisition Policy or department designee, and will determine whether to uphold or overturn the protest decision.
d. The Auditor’s Office may overturn the results of a bid process for ethical violations by Procurement staff, County Selection Committee members, subject matter experts, or any other County staff managing or participating in the competitive bid process, regardless of timing or the contents of a bid protest.
e. The decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR is the final step of the appeal process. A copy of the decision of the Auditor-Controller’s OCCR will be furnished to the protestor, the Bidder whose Bid is the subject of the Bid protest, and all Bidders affected by the decision.
4. The County will complete the Bid protest/appeal procedures set forth in this paragraph before a recommendation to award the Contract is considered by the Board of Supervisor or GSA.
5. The procedures and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are each Bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of Bid Protest.  A Bidder’s failure to timely complete both the Bid protest and appeal procedures shall be deemed a failure to exhaust administrative remedies.  Failure to exhaust administrative remedies, or failure to comply otherwise with these procedures, shall constitute a waiver of any right to further pursue the Bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal proceedings.

N. TERM / TERMINATION / RENEWAL
1. The term of the contract, which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, will be one (1) years.

2. By mutual agreement, any contract which may be awarded pursuant to this RFQ, may be extended for four additional one-year term at agreed prices with all other terms and conditions remaining the same. 
O. QUANTITIES

Quantities listed herein are annual estimates based on past usage and are not to be construed as a commitment.  No minimum or maximum is guaranteed or implied.

P. PRICING 
1. All pricing as quoted will remain firm for the term of any contract that may be awarded as a result of this RFQ.
2. Unless otherwise stated, Bidder agrees that, in the event of a price decline, the benefit of such lower price shall be extended to the County.

3. All prices are to be F.O.B. destination.  Any freight/delivery charges are to be included.

4. Any price increases or decreases for subsequent contract terms may be negotiated between Contractor and County only after completion of the initial term.

5. The County is soliciting a total price for this project. The price quoted shall be the total cost the County will pay for this project including all taxes (excluding Sales and Use taxes) and all other charges.

6. All prices quoted shall be in United States dollars and "whole cent," no cent fractions shall be used.  There are no exceptions.

7. Price quotes shall include any and all payment incentives available to the County.

8. Bidders are advised that in the evaluation of cost, if applicable, it will be assumed that the unit price quoted is correct in the case of a discrepancy between the unit price and an extension.

9. Federal and State minimum wage laws apply.  The County has no requirements for living wages.  The County is not imposing any additional requirements regarding wages.

10.   Labor Compliance: 

a. This is public works project and is subject to monitoring by the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR). All contractors performing work on Public Works projects are required to be registered with the DIR. Valid DIR registration numbers for your firm and any lower tier subcontractors you may hire to accomplish your portion of work must be supplied with your proposal. 3. Small and Emerging Locally Owned Business:  The County is vitally interested in promoting the growth of small and emerging local businesses by means of increasing the participation of these businesses in the County’s purchase of goods and services.

6. The County reserves the right to award to a single or multiple Contractors.

7. The County has the right to decline to award this contract or any part thereof for any reason.

8. Board approval to award a contract is required.  
9. A contract must be negotiated, finalized, and signed by the recommended awardee prior to Board approval.
