is holding a public hearing to receive protests filed against the following proposal: 
Southeast Area National Labs Reorganization 
Wednesday, July 6, 2011 at 4:30 p.m. at City Hall, Riesling Room, 1st Floor,
1052 South Livermore Avenue, Livermore, California
The City of Livermore initiated this proposal via resolution of application to annex approximately 1,025 acres to the City of Livermore to bring the national laboratories within city limits, align the existing urban growth boundary and facilitate the development of the Innovation for Green Advanced Transportation Excellence (I-GATE) innovation hub.  The proposal includes the concurrent detachment of the subject property from the Alameda County Library District and the Alameda County Fire Department. The subject area is generally located southeast of the current city boundary, more specifically south of Patterson Pass Road, east of South Vasco Road, west of Greenville Road, and north of Tesla Road. Terms and conditions are outlined in Alameda LAFCo Resolution No. 2011-05 which is available upon request through the LAFCo office. 
How to File a Protest: Any registered voter or owner of land within the subject annexation territory may file a written protest against the proposal with the Alameda LAFCo Executive Officer at any time prior to the conclusion of the protest hearing on this proposal.  Protests may either be delivered to Alameda LAFCo at 1221 Oak Street, Room 555, Oakland, CA  94612 or to the LAFCo Executive Officer at the protest hearing.  Each written protest must be signed and dated, must state whether it is made by a landowner or a registered voter, and must include the name and address of the protestor and a street or parcel number identifying the location of the land.  Only valid, written protests will be counted.
